
Romney was anti-Goldwater on civil rights 
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WASHINGTON Itf) - In a letter f rom the 
Republican past, Michigan Gov. George 
Romney charges that Barry Goldwater's 

presidential campaign was aimed at seg-
regationist Southerners. 

And in another, Goldwater told Romney: 
"Many rank-and-fi le Republicans got a 

bad "taste In their mouths when they saw 
leaders of their own party failing to sup-
port a national t icket ." 

The letters,, echoing past GOP s t r i fe , 
became part of the Republican present 
today. They could be crucial documents 
in the par ty ' s presidential future . 

Romney's complaint is one in a ser ies 
lodged in a Dec. 21,1964, letter explaining 
to Goldwater why he refused to endorse 
the GOP national ticket. 

Romney's response said in par t : 
" I 'm satisfied that without changes in 

your campaign, an endorsement from me 

would not have made any significant dif-
ference In the results of your elect ion." 

Its contents became known throi ' party 
sources today after the letter was pub-
lished in the New York Times. 

Romney's office, in Lansing released a 
copy of the letter af ter publication of the 
story. 

The letter was released with the follow-
ing statement: 

"The executive office today re leased the 
attached 1964 letter f rom Gov. Romney 
to Sen. Barry Goldwater af ter its appear-
ance In a New York newspaper. The 
executive office s t ressed that it has no 
knowledge of how the paper received the 
letter in the f i rs t place and emphasized 
that it had not been released by Gov. Rom-

ney or by anyone acting In his behalf. ' 
Romney said he spent nine months trying 

to get together with Goldwater before the 
1964 convention for a private conference 
in an effort to resolve their d i f ferences . 

" I felt su re we would be in agreement ( 
in principle on the above issues and others , 
providing there was adequate opportunity 
to discuss them, 'bu t I was denied this 
opportunity until it was too l a t e , " Romney 
wrote. 

He said such a meeting was vital before 
the convention because there were " d i s -
turbing indications that your s t ra tegis ts 
proposed to make an all-out push for the 
Southern white segregationist vote and to 
attempt to exploit the so-called "white 
backlash' in the Nor th ." 

Romney complained about Goldwater 's 

vote against the 1964 Civil Rights Act, 
saying it was contrary to the stand of 
most elected Republicans. 

He also wrote of Goldwater's speech 
accepting the GOP nomination and shun-
ning the support of "those who do not ca re 
for our cause . " 

" Indeed," Romney wrote, " the conduct 
of the campaign and the Nov. 3 election 
resul ts demonstrated that your campaign 
never effectively deviated f rom the South-
ern- rura l -whi te orientation." 

Romney said he does not believe Gold-
water shaped that strategy. "You didn't 
read the platform adopted in San F rancisco 
and you didn't know what amendments 

were being offered on the floor so you 
were obviously leaving many vital matters 
almost entirely up to o thers , " Romney 
said.

U.N. admission denied 
to Communist China 

. UNITED NATIONS, N.Y. (If — The Gen-
eral Assembly closed the U.N. door to 
Communist China by a decisive majority 
Tuesday. It also rejected overwhelmingly 
a proposal for a high-level study aimed at 
breaking the deadlock over China's U.N. 
representation. 

It was the 16th time the assembly had 
debated the issue, and the outcome was 
the same: no welcome mat for Peking. 

By a vote of 57 against and 46 in favor 
with 17 abstentions the 121-nationassem-
bly rejected a resolution to admit the Chi-
nese Communists and expel the Chinese 
Nationalists. Laos did not participate. 

Last year the vote was 47 to 47 with 
20 abstentions — the nearest Peking has 
ever come to winning a U.N. seat. Two 
members of the then 117-nation assembly 
did not vote, and one was absent. 

Like last year , the assembly supported 
the United States in its contention that a 
two-thirds majority was required. The 
vote oji that was 66 in favor and 48 
against with 7 abstentions. But the 11-
vote victory margin for the foes of Peking 
made application of the two-thirds rule un-
necessary . 

On the resolution for a study championed 
by Italy, the vote was 62 against, 34 in favor 
and 25 abstentions. The vote found both 
foes and supporters of Peking joining in 
defeating a move they regarded as possibly 

presaging a two-China solution to the 
problem. Peking and Nationalist China 
oppose that idea. 

The big gain chalked up by the ant i -
Peking forces was attributed by U.N. 
diplomats to two factors: disenchantment 
with the current domestic and foreign 
policies of Peking, and reluctance of U.N. 
members to accept a resolution which in-
sisted upon expelling Nationalist China 
as well as seating Communist China. 

U.S. Ambassador Arthur J . Goldberg 
made that point in a statement issued af te r 
the vote. 

"We believe the enlarged majority 
against the Albanian resolution to expel 
the Republic of China and seat the Chinese 
Communists ref lects the current situation 
in Communist China, and a belief the 
rights of the Republic of China in the 
United Nations should be maintained," he-
said. 

Albania, the voice of Peking in the United 
Nations, was the prime mover of the r e s o -
lution to admit the Communists and boot 
out the Nationalists. 

As usual, France and Britain split with 
the United States and voted for Peking. But 
Britain voted for the resolution requiring 
a two-thirds majori ty , while Francevoted 
against . 
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Allies OK Holiday Truce; 
U.S. To Halt Bombings 

SAIGON i¿PI - The seven allied nations 
fighting the Communists in Viet Nam an-
nounced Wednesday Christmas and New 
Year truces of two days each, Including 
cessations of U.S. air bombings of North 
Viet Nam and offshore U.S. naval bom-
bardments. 

An additional four-day truce announced 
for the lunar new year In February, known 
as Tet, promised a total of eight days of 
calm in the long conflict. 

P remier Nguyen Kao Ky announced the 
t ruce periods, and the Texas White House 
soon afterward gave President Johnson's 
confirmation. 

The allied decision followed an an-
nouncement last Saturday by the Com-
munist Viet Cong of a 48-hour truce over 
Christmas and a similar halt in the fight-
ing for the New Year ' s holiday. 

Allied commanders will have standing 
orders to take counternieasures for self 
defense if attacked during the t ruce pe-
r iods . 

Last year there were short t ruces over • 
Chris tmas and New Year 's during which 
each side accused the other of violations. 

The 1965 Chr is tmas t ruce led also to a 
37-day pause In the air raids against 
North Viet Nam. 

Leaders of President Johnson's admin-
istration and Pentagon chiefs a r e known 
to be strongly opposed to a s imilar p ro -
longed bombing pause unless North Viet 
Nam makes an equivalent move to de-
escalate the war . 

There has been no indication that the 
Hanoi regime is considering such a move 
and, as of now, it appeared unlikely that 
there would be any long pause in U.S. a ir 
ra ids . 

U.S. military men have been reluctant 
to go along with even short halts in the 
fighting, contending that the Communists 
use the t ruce periods to regroup their 
forces and to re-supply. 

P r ime Minister Ky last week said any 

year-end truce should be a matter of 
hours, not days. 

Military men complained last year that 
the North Vietnamese used the lull in the 
U.S. a i r bombings to rush reinforcements 
south. 

Last year the Viet Cong pegged its 
pitch for a Chris tmas truce to the fact 
that the huge American buildup had brought 
to Viet Nam thousands of Americans who 
normally would observe the Christian 
holiday. 

They said at that time, in almost the 
same words they used this year , that the 
U.S. troops would be f ree to attend church 
or other Chris tmas celebrations so long 
as they did not carry out aggressive 
actions.

Wind, ice, snow . . . brrr! 
The snowstorm that blitzed the Lans-

ing-East Lansing area late Monday and 
early Tuesday is over, but the eight 
inches of snow it delivered will stay at 
least through Friday, weather forecas ters 
predicted Tuesday. 

Both snow and the winds that brought it 
will slowly diminish now, the Weather 
Bureau says. Tempera tures will remain 
below freezing through Friday. 

Campus traffic had difficult going, a c -
cording to University police. Officers r e -
ported 18 accidents during the storm while 
polict^patrol ca r s broke out their snow^ 
shovels and either dug out motorists or 
radioed for wreckers . 

Classes were not heavily affected by the 
snowstorm. Most departments reported 
no cancellation? with only a few p ro fes -
so r s stranded away from campus. 

LBJ slashes federal spending 

on programs by $5.3 billion 
AUSTIN, Tex. fi — A cutback of $5.3 

billion in federal programs for a cash 
saving of $3 billion between now and the 
end of the fiscal year June 30 was an-
nounced Tuesday by President Johnson. 

Johnson at a news conference held in 
the federal building here, said the reduc-
tions generally were endorsed by the 
Cabinet and agency heads. 

Some examples Johnson cited of pro-
gram reductions and actual money sav-
ings included: 

Housing and Urban Development, $1 
billion and $546 million; Health, Educa-
tion and Welfare, $530 million and $275 
million; foreign aid, $25 million and $10 
million; Commerce Department, $65 
million and $10 million; Small Business 
Administration, $50 million, and $30 mi l -
lion; Labor Department, $25 million in both 
cases . 

Johnson said the program reductions 
will be achieved In a variety of ways, in-
cluding not asking Congress to appropriate 
money in some cases where programs have 
been authorized. 

He said there will be some contract 
cancellations and stretching out of various 
programs. 

He commented that the largest p ropor -
tion of the federal budget Involves na-
tional defense and expenditures over which 
he has no control such as interest on the 

national debt, veteran 's assistance p ro-
grams, agricul ture pr ice supports and 
payments on pr ior contracts. 

As a result of this, he said, the reduc-
tions he is making must come from the 
$29 billion of this yea r ' s budget over which 
he has some control, and from the high-
way construction program. 

Area schools closed, but officials a re 
hoping to open tomorrow. 

Traf f ic was hit harder this time, than 
in the snowstorm ear l ie r this month.

ANN ARBOR — Stinging snow 
upcoming final exams failed to 
University of Michigan students and fac-
ulty Tuesday, as they staged a mass 
si t- in in the school's administration build-
ing. 

An estimated 1,200 people packed the 
building's main floor and overflowed to the 
second and third stories in protest over 
the administration's banning of s i t - ins 
and continuation of ranking male students 
for selective service purposes. 

A referendum passed by students ear l ier 
in November voiced opposition to such 
rankings. 

The crowd gathered at the campus 
Diagonal before noon and converged on the 
administration building as secre tar ies and 
administrators left for lunch. 

They sat in corr idors on the f i r s t , 
second and third floors and filled the 
lobbies on the f i rs t two levels until 
1:00 p.m. when, in accord with plans made 

at a teach-in ear l ie r this month, they left . 
University president Harlan Hatcher 

stated Monday during a Faculty Senate 
meeting that he has established a p r e s -
ident 's committee, a review committee 
and third "special committee" to study 
and review student-faoulty-administratlon 
relationships. 

The president ' s committee, composed of 
students, faculty and administrators will 
consider, in Hatcher 's words, "How shall 
student government be organized and 
structured at the present time? What 
should Its role be as an action body? 
What is the rightful role of the students 
in University decision making, at all 
levels, affecting them?" 

A review committee, representing 
students, faculty and administration is to 
review " the ra ther widespread misunder-
standings" on si t - in bans and other issues , 
according to a published text of Harlan 's 
statement. 

Hatcher 's statement also indicated he 
would establish a special committee to 
review the problem of draft rankings. The 
committee is to make recommendations 
as to what policy the administration should 
follow in "subsequent academic per iods . " 

Many of the students sitting in the 
administration building said they felt that 
Hatcher 's appointing a committee to r e -
view the draft referendum makes the re f -
erendum Itself pointless.

John D. Rockefeller IIL. He is a grandson 
of the late John D. Rockefeller J r . and 
the late Abby Aldrich Rockefeller of 
Pocantico Hills, N.Y. 

Last week, young Rockefeller confirmed 
repor t s he had been seeing Miss Percy 
"a good dea l . " She had visite9Charleston 
at least twice and on the day of her twin's 
slaying he took a charter plane to Kenil-
worth to be with Sharon.

ATL controversy dead; Issue remains 
The Groat. Lawless , Fog-

arty affair is finished. 
Dead. 
The contracts of the three 

were, indeed, as the ATL 
advisory committee recom-

mended. terminated Wednes-
day by the lNtSC Board of 
Trustees . 

The trustees did so. s i m -
ply. by not reappointing them. 
When the trio's contracts 
expire this summer, their 
connection with the Univer-
sity will automatically be 
severed. 

The trustees acted with 
full knowledge of the situa-
tion. All knew of the contro-
versy from accounts in the 
State News, which each re-
ce ives daily. 

Moreover, b e f o r e their 
formal meeting, t r u s t e e s 
Ftrank Merriman. Don Stev-
ens and b o a r d chairman 
Warren Huff l istened to a 
plea from the United Students 
to postpone or delay action 
on the three until the Trus-
tees ' next meeting. 

Actually, little could have 
been done by the trustees to 
avert the terminations, even 
if they had wanted to. 

To begin with, a section 
specif ical ly listing individ-
uals ( i n c l u d i n g the ATL 
threesome) not recommend-
ed for reappointment was 
l i terally cut from the trus-
tees ' agenda im mediately be-
fore their meeting. 

Since ¡¿the names of the 
three did not appear on the 

agenda, it was highl.y un-
likely that the spec i f ic s i tu-
ation would be raised by the 
trustees themse lves . 

But. there is a more i m -
portant point. 

Any extraordinary move 
by the t r u s t e e s - - e i t h e r to 
defer action or overturn the 
d e c i s i o n s on the t h r e e - -
would have, in effect , been 
tampering with the recom-
mendations submitted by the 
ATL faculty and approved by 
the administration. 

And. this would have been 
viewed by most faculty m e m -
bers as action tampering 
with what they regard as 
their own academic freedom. 
That i s . their freedom to 
make departmental decis ions 
without pressure or inter-
ference from anyone above 
them, the administration or 
trustees ineluded. 

The t r u s t e e s , s i m p l y 
weren't out for that much 
trouble. 

The c o n t r o v e r s y , o f 
course , remains . It i s a 
controversy , however, where 
a winner has been declared. 
The decis ion will not be re -

versed , regardless of right 
or wrong in the matter. 

But while Fogarty, Groat 
and Lawless wind up their 
year and prepare to pack 
their bags, the e f f ec t s and 
l e s s o n s of the demonstra-
tions raised in their names 
will continue. 

A notice has been served . 
Below the surface of the 
Groat, Lawles s , Fogarty 
matter is the deeper, more 
important student cry for 
added participation in the 
affairs of the Universi ty . 

It came late for Fogarty, 
Groat, Lawles s . But, it 
came . The job now i s to heed 
the cry and provide for the 
participation. Implementing 
such participation will not 
be easy . It i s , however, pos -
s ible . Witness recent affairs 
at the University of Michi-
gan. 

The demonstrat ions , in 
addition, brought into ques-
tion the Univers i ty 's re la -
tions with its non-tenured 
faculty. 

Certainly, the bas i s on 
which that relationship l i e s 
i s sol id. As President Han-

nah said recently , the e m -
phasis should be on who to 
retain, not who to let go. 
Departments must be able 
to e l iminate poor p r o f e s s o r s . 

But, at the same t ime, 
these non-tenured p e o p l e 
have rights. Their per form-
ances should be evaluated 
each year . These evalua-
tions should be d i scussed in 
individual meet ings between 
the faculty member and the 
department chairman. 

If the faculty member ' s 
contract is to be terminated, 
confidential written reasons 
should be given the person 
before the recommendation 
i s sent to the provost . 

The faculty member should 
be able to appeal the decis ion 
to his chairman and advisory 
board on the bas i s of that 
written explanation. 

Said Hannah Wednesday: 
"It i s understood that this 
institution and its faculty 
will continue to look at these 
procedures in an attempt to 
e l iminate reasons for such 
activity as has taken place 
on campus in the past few 
d a y s . " 

This newspaper hopes so. 
No, the Orange Horse af-

fa ir—this one at l e a s t - - i s 
over . Groat, Lawless and 
Fogarty - - unless publicity 
inhibits their c h a n c e s - - w i l l 
find jobs e l s ewhere . It's the 
way of non-tenured faculty.

Orange Horsemen & The Apocolypse 
T h i s i s the l a s t of a f i v e p a r t 

s e r i e s on the c o n t r o v e r s y in the 
A T L d e p a r t m e n t .

In the preceding four articles, 1 have 

tried to present facts contradicting popular 
assumption that the ATL advisory com-
mittee decided not to recommend r e -
appointment of Instructors Groat, Fogarty. 
and Lawless because of administrative 
pressure or association with Zeitgeist. 

I have tried to indicate that stories of 
their unusual popularity and extreme com-
petence and professional mastery of ATL 
are of a largely mythical nature. 1 have 
tried to point out that ATL crowding and 
"over-hi r ing" were not only NOT factors 
but are in fact untrue. 

1 have said this could hardly be the 
result of generational clash or old fogey 
theory and that the "boat-rocking" claim 
is pretty leaky. 

Finally, I have attempted to examine 
procedures employed in the context of 
professional considerations which might 
not immediately occur to the unfamiliar 
observer, but which he might be in agree-
ment with. 

Objectives change 
Originally, a basic dissenters 'objective 

was immediate rehiring of the instructors 
Involved. Soon, however, "student power" 
and procedures for non-tenured faculty 
took precedence. Inasmuch as they could 
do it without seeming to change orange 
horses in midstream, United Students be-
gan to emphasize these points.. It is 
slightly ironic that as I write this, United 
Students seems less inclined to associate 
with the "f i red Instructors" than their 
faculty colleagues. 

But talk of the controversial instructors 
has grown tired. Even their sympathizers 
now realize that charges of "pu rges " and 
"reigns of t e r r o r " will be hard to make 
stick. 

It Is generally conceded that the ATL 
advisory committee and Strandness acted 
well within their rights and that even they 
would like the question of procedures r e -
examined. 

I myself feel certain that examination 
of procedures is going to take place, 
both within the department and the uni-
versity with or without student participa-
tion. 

Assuming effective channels for student 
Involvement, students then need to become 
more familiar than.most now a re with the 
points I made yesterday regarding tenure 
and professionalism, become familiar with 
AAUP regulations and MSU history In 
relation to them, and, in some ways most 
important, realize that this isn't an Iso-
lated ATL problem. 

As I ear l ier pointed out, the department 
went well beyond the suggested procedures 
of the AAUP and the University by-laws. 
These procedures may not be adequate, 
but to ask ATL somehow to improve its 
procedures Is considerably weakened when 
the AAUP, the University, and various 
departments within the university, a re if 
anything, less adequate. 

Methods of getting the student volte 
heard in policy decisions in our academic 
community should be the main concern 
of United Students—how to improve com-
munication among the administrative h ier -
archy, the faculty, and the students, how 
to establish lines which assure the student 
that he will not only be heard, but will have 
some influence on decisions reached. 

Doing this in a multiversity such as 
MSU is not easy. Just setting up the me-
chanical functions would demand hours 
and hours of cooperative research and 
imagination. 

1 have no ready solutions. No one does. 
But If students see involvement as their 
goal, they must be willing to take on the 
arduous practical task of making it a 
reality. Unless my conversations have 
misled me, the faculty and administration 
a r e not opposed to this student movement. 

Viewing the ATL incident from a broader 
perspective, it can be seen as a symptom 
of the apprehension (malaise?) felt by stu-
dents, particularly bright students, who 
see a growing technocratic society and 
multiversity somehow dispossessing them, 
in ways they feel but can't exactly define, 
of what they wish to be, namely, thinking, 
feeling human beings. 

Daniel Bell of Columbia puts it well in 
a book called THE REFORMING OF GEN-
ERAL EDUCATION: 

"They abhor the remoteness and cold-
ness of social engineering and prefer to 
create worlds of participation." 

But he adds that, "they lack the tech-
nical knowledge or even the willingness 
to acquire it, that could test their ab-
stractions against a social real i ty." 

Alienation 

This problem (obvious name, "al iena-
tion") is an inherent but not absolutely 
unsolvable stigma of technological devel-
opment. 

If the saving graces of the technological 
society, in whose development the uni-
versity has become a driving force, are 
to rid man of disease, famine, and Adam's 
curse, namely toil, then one cannot easily 
re ject such a development, even if it were 
possible. 

The paradox is that while technology 
may in some ways set men free to develop 
his humanity, it takes this very same 
humanity away by impersonalizing, com-
puterizing, mechanizing, normalizing. As 
Bell says, it can "erode the world of 
opinion and develop a one dimensional 
world" if left unchecked. 

This paradox Is not unsolvable. It is not 
yet time to throw up our hands. The 
apocalyptic attitude is that we are losing 
to the dehumanized technocracy, that our 
efforts a re not enough. 

In fact, it is a losing fight unless we 
turn the whole scene upside down, because 
we cannot hope to win rationally. Answers 
aren ' t answers. "Nihil bonum es t" (Billy 
Groat, Zeitgeist, among others). 

The radical approach Is not untenable. 
I am a radical at points where I think 
there is no better hope. But this Is not 
the case here . 

The administration has shown surpris-
ing tolerance. The faculty has generally, 
as expected, been most reasonable. 

So have Involved students, most of whom 
have seen the problem for what It is and 
a r e now engaged in hammering out a 

platform. I'm sure that a platform, one 
showing thought, research, and a com-
mitment to what higher education ought 
to be, one directed particularly to the two 
a reas of student involvement and tenure 
procedures, can be constructed which 
would meet the approval of all concerned. 

If the enthusiasm that has been exhibited 
in Bessey Hall can be maintained and 
channeled t o w a r d accomplishing these 
ends, an important step will have been 
taken in humanizing the technocracy in 
which we a r e all inextricably engulfed.

Perhaps because I take 
life, mental health and the individual's 
role in society too seriously. For what-
ever reason, Timothy Leary failed to 
sell me on the indiscriminate use of LSD. 
Of course, he really wasn't trying to reach 
me — by his own admission he is inter-
ested in reaching only the "young, c r e -
at ive" (do you stop creating at the magic 
age of 40?) "and socially alienated mem-
bers of soc ie ty ." . Gadl is this a new 
technique — the Communists, MRA'ers 
(Moral Re-armament Movement), a n d 
other groups have practiced this for years . 

What's new also about reverting to the 
age old theme of personal salvation — 
only the method, the " sac rament" chem-
ical LSD is new. Even the older more 
orthodox religions are beginning to see 
the light on the burning issues of the day 
like civil rights, poverty, etc. 

Leary was charming. He was witty and 
even theatrical, but he scared the hell out 
of me. His motto, and that of his psy-
chedelic cohorts, is "Turn On, Tune In 
and Drop Out." Carrying this motto to its 
logical conclusion, what would happen if 
all the " l i be r a l s " In society (I forgot to 
add "young") saw the light and used LSD 
to "turn on and tune in" and then they 
dropped out. This poses a pretty bleak 
future — with society being run by the 

Birchers, conservatives and ul t ra-r ight-
ists , who would not likely be the ones to 
switch to LSD. 

Many people realize what is wrong with 
society — more civil rights and students 
rights, stated cr i ter ia for hiring and firing 
of teachers and better procedural reviews 
in such matters, war in Viet Nam. Some 
of those people a re trying to do something 
about it by working with kindred souls in 
organizations like SANE, FOR, ACLU and 
CORE. They did not have to be "turned 
on" to take action. When will the action 
or pressure for a better society come 
from the psychedelic s? When everyone is 
"turned on" — 'cause they can't do it 

when they a r e dropped out. 
Why did Leary choose to ignore some 

of the cr i t ic isms and dangers of LSD 
pointed out by other experts — the danger 
of reverting to a lethargic personality 
which could lead to dropping out of school, 
the possibility of bringing out latent pa ra -
noia, etc. I t ' s too bad that he refused to 
come to MSU as a "deba ter" or that the 
meeting was not set up for some kind of a 
question and answer period. Are we to just 
take his words of "wisdom" as the gospel 
or will some group, perhaps student gov-
ernment, sponsor a more educational and 
less proselytizing meeting where some of 
these questions can be answered?

WASHINGTON UP) — In t h e . 
s u m m e r of las t year 28 law s tu-
dents spread through 11 South-
e rn s tates to test a theory. 

Long suspected, but never 
proved conclusively, the theory 
Is that Negroes facing rape 
charges in the South a r e m o r e 
likely to wind up in the e lectr ic 
cha i r than whites convicted of 
r a p e . 

The s ta t i s t ics those students 
mar sha l ed — at a cost of more 
than $35,000 - - a r e now being 
p r e s s e d on the Supreme Court 
in what could become a land-
mark case . Tit led Maxwell vs . 
Bishop, it concerns specifically 
an Arkansas Negro, William L. 
Maxwell, 26, who is in death 
row at the Arkansas State Pen-
i tent iary . 

Maxwell was t r ied in ihe c i r -
cuit court of Garland County, 

Ark. , in 1962 for the rape of a 
35 - year - old, unmarr ied white 
woman. He was convicted and 
sentenced to death. 

Various appeals , including one 
to the Supreme Court last year , 
we re turned down and Maxwell 's 
execution was scheduled for last 
Sept. 2 . 

A day ea r l i e r , however, Su-
p r e m e Court Jus t ice Byron R. 
White delayed electrocution so 
that Maxwell could appeal to the 
high court again. 

Maxwell is described in court 
papers as indigent. His case has 
been taken up by the National As-
sociation for the Advancement of 
Colored People Legal Defense 
and. Educational Fund, by a Uni-
vers i ty of Pennsylvania law p r o -
f e s s o r , Anthony G„ Amsterdam, 
and o thers .

Brezhnev calls for Communist conference 

BUDAPEST, Hungary (*>) — 
Soviet leader Leonid I . B r e -
zhnev called againTuesday for 
a world Communist con-
fe rence and denied the session 
would banish Red China f rom 
the worldwide par ty move-
ment . 

He told the Hungar ianCom-
munis t party congress the no-
tion that Red China would be 
r e a d out of the world move-

ment was "u t t e r nonsense 
t rumpeted by the bourgeois 
p r e s s . " 

"We a r e retaining con-
fidence that the t ime will come 
when the Communist party of 
China will once again "take 
i ts place in the closed ranks 
of the world Communist move-
ment u n d e r the banner of 
Marxism - Len in i sm , " B r e -
zhnev declared. 

In a 70-page brief filed with 
the court this week, they do not 
argue over c i rcumstances of the 
r ape Itself . Rather , they depict 
Maxwell as one victim in a 20-
year pat tern in Southern s ta tes 
in which, they c l a im, ju r i e s a r e 
prone to mete out the death sen-
tence to Negroes convicted of 
raping white women. 

And they suggest that the s i t -
uation seeds violence among 
Southern Negroes . 

In Arkansas i tself , the law 
students—and consulting c r i m -
inal lawyers , cr iminologis ts 
and s ta t is t ic ians — studied 19 
counties and 55 rape cases dating 
back two decades . 

Two of the m a j o r findings, used 
in the Maxwell case ar*e these: 

—of 19 Negroes convicted of 
raping white women, nine w e r e 
sentenced to death. In cases 
where both the man and the wo-
man were ei ther white or Ne-
gro, only five death sentences 
w e r e imposed. 

—no convictions of white men 
for raping Negro women were 
found. 

Thus, the study contended, a 
Negro convicted of raping a white 
women had close to a 50 p e r c e n t 
chance of receiving the death 
sentence, while a man convicted 
of raping a woman of his own 
r a c e stood a 14 per. pent chance 
of receiving the death sentence.

Health Service report 

links smoking to death 
WASHINGTON iJPl — A new and 

m o r e om.'nous repor t in effect 
extending the government 's con-
tention t h a t c igaret te smoking 
imper i l s health - this t ime f rom 
the standpoint of increased death 
r a t e s - was issued today by the 
UJS. Public Health Service . 

The repor t at tacks the subject 
f r o m a somewhat different angle 
than the famed surgeon genera l ' s 
repor t of 1964.That repor t b las t -
ed c igaret te smoking' a s the m a -
jo r cause of lung cancer , and 
said it was ei ther a d i rect cause 
of o r closely associated with a 
number of other death-dealing 
i l l s . 

The new repor t inlcudes an 
ana lys i - of death r a t e s compiled 
f rom the records of every state 
health off ice in the country for 

"the period 1950-1964, and deals 
specifically wi th"mor ta l i ty f rom 
d i seases associated with smok-
ing . " 

Major findings of the r epo r t , 
p repa red by the health s e rv i ce ' s 
National Center for Health Sta-
t i s t i c s a re : 

1. Rises in death r a t e s f rom 
lung cancer and emphysema -
the la t ter already rated by the 
health service _ w e r e "of un-
precedented proport ions for non-
communicable d i s e a s e s " during 
the period studied. 

2. Mortality f r o m c h r o n i c 
bronchit is nearly doubled during 
the per iod . Chronic bronchit is 
is one of the d i seases the s u r -
geon genera l ' s report said a r e 
caused by cigaret te smoking. 

3. There w e r e " substantial in-
c r e a s e s " during 1950-1964 in 
mortal i ty f rom three of the eight

ing ." 

These three were: 
- -Ar t e r io sc l e ro t i c heart d i s -

ease , "including coronary d i s -
e a s e , especially in the male-pop-
ula t ion ." 

—Cir rhos i s of the l i ve r - "wi th 
the most marked increase for the 
nonwhite population." 

—Emphysema - "especia l ly 
for the white male population." 

Regarding emphysema - a d i s -
ease marked by p rogress ive ,and 
so f a r i r r eve r s ib le destruction 
of lung t issue - the report said: 

" F o r emphysema, a d i sease 
associa ted w i t h a tmospher ic 
pollution as well as with c iga-
re t te smoking, the death ra te for 
male population for 1964 was 
about 10 t imes the corresponding 
ra te for 1950. This precipi tous 
r i s e in mortality f rom emphy-
sema resulted in the mortali ty 
f rom this cause becoming higher 
among men at ages 35-64 y e a r s 
than mortal i ty from ulcer of the 
s tomach.

Our movement seemed in-

exorable. We simply could not 
turn back, and the p r e s s of num-
b e r s ih front and behind gave me 
some courage. The a i r was op-
press ively quiet until we turned 
a ' corner and came to the town 
square . Groups of whites ap-
peared and began to grow In s ize 
and bell igerence as we entered 
the square and walked onto the 
g r a s s . 

To our left was the Jef ferson 
Davis monument onto which 
Robert Green, a Michigan State 
University p ro fe s so r and SCLC 
(Southern Chris t ian Leadership 
Conference) worke r , had stuck 
a small American flag during the 
Meredith March . He was back 
again this night and would once 
again make the news s tor ies with 
an angry confrontation with Suggs 
Ingram, Grenada County Sheriff . 

I stood on a park bench to 
get a better view of an incredible 
scene . To t h e right a dozen 
newsmen t ra ined lights and f lash-
bulbs on us as if we w e r e p e r -
f o r m e r s in a show. And in front 
of us stood almost two hundred 
angry men . 

As tension mounted to the 
breaking point, we sang freedom 
songs trying to bols ter our cour -
age . The whites howled like dogs 
at our singing, then began hurling 
br icks and rocks amid shouts of 
obscenit ies and rebel whoops. I 
fel t ut ter ly defense less . We had 
nei ther br icks nor bottles nor 
guns. 

Now, I noticed that the pa t ro l -
men faced us, their backs to the 
whites and their guns and r i f les 
pointed casually over our heads. 
Again, even as more of us were 
struck down, w e ' lined up 
according to the City Council 

ru les to avoid being a r r e s t e d for 
breaking l a \ ^ . The sheriff began 
shouting "hold it down" to the 
rednecks because their mi s s i l e s 
were d a m a g i n g w h i t e - o w n e d 
s to re f ron t s , A can of tear gas 
exploded on an awning above our 
heads . Thick, ac r id white smoke 
burned Into our eyes and throats . 
Squinting and stumbling, my a r m 
held f i rmly by a young Negro 
demonst ra tor , we began walking 
back toward the cafe . 

My marching par tner warned 
gr imly that the wors t was yet 
to come. When we came back onto 
the s t re tch of main highway near 
the cafe, t h e patrolmen again 
stood facing us, their backs to the 
crowds of Jeering whites. With no 
white-owned s to res in danger, 
absolutely no attempt was made 
to stop the violence. Now, the 
distance separat ing us f rom them 
was a mat te r of 15 feet, and 
bottles (apparently supplied by a 
very cooperat ive local Coca-Cola 
bottler) , f i r e c r a c k e r s , and other 
mi s s i l e s flew into our l ines. 

It seemed a long t ime before 
we turned the co rne r to the Chat 
'n ' Chew cafe . The dining room 
resembled a battlefield hospital. 

Desperately, we tried every 
makeshif t f i r s t - a id technique in. 
the book. No hospital within fifty 
mi le s would take the demonst ra -
to r s , and few of the Negroes 
could afford such luxuries as 
bandages and gauze. 

I learned that night In Grenada 
that in the South a person Identi-
fied with " T h e Movement" fights 
a conscious daily battle for s u r -
vival. The s t ruggle for a safe 
place to eat and sleep, the con-
stant paranoia of fear toward 

any unknown person or car -
these a r e the daily lot of a civil 
r ights w o r k e r . A Congressional 
bill extending federal protection 
to these people died of a f i l i -
buster in Congress this summer 
because of white backlash. 

NEW YORK [K] — American 
newspaper edi tors generally 
ag ree t h a t " c o n f u s i o n " and 
" d o u b t " pe r s i s t today in the 
public mind about the a s s a s s i -
nation of P res iden t John F. 
Kennedy, b u t they d isagree 
sharply over the potential value 
of a new investigation. 

A nationwide survey of the 
numerous edi tor ia l s commenting 
on the Warren Commiss ion and 
i ts c r i t i c s revealed the wide 
cleavage of opinion. 

Questions have been ra i sed 
about the conclusions of the blue 
ribbon commission, headed by 
Chief Jus t ice E a r l Warren , which 
repor ted on Sept. 27, 1964, that 
Lee Harvey Oswald - alone and 
without conspi ra tors - a s s a s s i -
nated the Pres iden t . 

Typical of the opposing views 
were these edi tor ia ls : 

The Boston Globe: " . . . T h e r e 
could be no loss but the re could 
be considerable gain, at least in 
nationwide peace of mind and 
conscience, in taking a new look 
at the evidence which the doubters 
demand. 

The New York World Journal 
Tribune: "Vir tual ly every sc rap 
of so-called evidence, every t o r -
tured argument advanced by the 
doubters, was carefu l ly evaluated 
by the Warren Commiss ion ih 
reaching its conclusions. 

"Out of respec t for common 
decency and for the memory of 
a mar tyred Pres ident , we think 
it is t ime to ask the ghouls, the 
buck-chasers , the sensat ion-
mongers and the charac te r a s -
sas s ins to des is t - to shut up 
until or unless they can put up, 
as so f a r they have notoriously 
failed to do , " 

The Oakland Cal i f . Tribune 

agreed . "The cu r ren t fu ro r over 
some of the conclusions in the 
Warren Report i s based on little 
more than speculation and the 
opinions of some individuals who 
did not have the investigative 
r e sou rce s available t o the

costly l o s s . Spartan co-captain 
Tom Mikkola will be out until at 
l eas t ear ly January , and p o s s i -
bly the ent i re season, while he 
r e c o v e r s f rom surgery on his 
wr i s t . 

Mikkola, a 5-11, 175-pound 
.senior f r om Copper Cliff , Ont , , 
underwent a bone graf t operation 
at the end of October to co r rec t 
a broken bone in his left wr i s t . 
The bone had degenerated. 

" I don't know how I broke it, 
but it bothered me this summer 
when I was doing construction 
work, and when I c ams back and 
had it X- rayed , it had to be 
g r a f t e d , " Mikkola sa id . 

The wris t has been in a cast 
since the operation and will be 
for another three to six weeks. 
Af te r the cast is removed, doc-
t o r s will make the decision 
whether Mikkola can rejoin the 
team and finish the season. If 
Mikkola can be used for the 
remaining 20 games , he will 
probably be forced to wear a p lay-
ing cast which will be much 
s m a l l e r than the one which he now 

" T h e doctor says that it usually 
takes a long t ime to h e a l , " said 
a discouraged Mikkola, " b u t it 
fee ls good now even though i t ' s 
in the cas t . I took a few shots 
the other day and it didn' t seem 
to bother I t . " 

The injury is to Mikkola 's 
shooting hand and could possibly 
affect his play if not proper ly 
healed. 

" T h i s is a big loss fo r the 
t e a m , " Spartan Coach Amo Bes -
sone said, "espec ia l ly if we lose 

him for the season, but we'll just 
have to wait and see what hap-
p e n s . " 

Bill Faunt, a senior f romSau l t 
Ste. Marie has taken over the 
center position on the f i r s t line 
which was originally planned for 
Mikkola while sophomores Ken 
Anstey and Bill Enr ico back him 
up. 

Bessone f igures to have Sandy 
McAndrew, left wing on the third 
l ine, and Bob Brawley, de fense -
man, both seniors a l ternately 

take over Mikkola 's co-captain 
dut ies in his absence while r egu -
l a r co-capta in , Mike Jacobson, 
handles the ma jo r cho re s . 

Mikkola missed the f i r s t nine 
games of his sophomore yea r (ap-
proximately the number he will 
m i s s this season), but came 
through in the las t 20 games to 
tally 17 goals and 20 a s s i s t s and 
become MSU's third leading 
sco r e r . 

Las t yea r Mikkola slipped to 
the fourth spot among Spartan 

s c o r e r s with 10 goals and 23 
a s s i s t s . He was selected to the 
NCAA al l - tournament second 
team last season fo r his pa r t 
in MSU's dr ive to the national 
championship. 

Mikkola will be ending a s t reak 
of 49 straight games he hasplayed 
in for the Spartans when he 
m i s s e s the opener at Minnesota 
Saturday. He plans to keep in 
shape by skating whenever p o s s i -
ble .

This confidence of Lafaye t te ' s 
i s just the opposite of the opin-
ion some have of him. As Bening-
ton says , " H e does lack some 
self-confidence on offense, but 
he should get over it in a couple 
g a m e s . " 

Some a t t r ibute Lafaye t te ' s u s -
ual slow s t a r t to a lack of confi-
dence, but the 6 -6 sophomore 
doesn' t think this is i t . In fact , 
he doesn' t know what the reason 
i s . He just knows that he gets 
bet ter a s the season p r o g r e s s e s , 
as was evident in his play last 
year a s a f r e s h m a n . 

Last year the big forward a v e r -
aged 31 points pe r game and con-
sequently earned his ranking as 
the top sophomore in the Big Ten . 

The re will be a lot of p r e s s u r e 
on Lafayet te to help make up 
for the loss of Stan Washington 
and Bill Cur t i s . But Lafayet te 
says this won't affect him. " I ' l l

Benington doesn ' t think the 
p r e s s u r e will bother him e i ther . 
" H e ' s been on the spot before as 
a high-school Al l -Amer ican . 
Fans may expect too much f rom 
him this y e a r , but they have to 
r e m e m b e r this i s his f i r s t y e a r . 
He ' s taking over for p layers who

Since Lafaye t te ' s high school 
team played much the same style 
a s MSU does , he has had l i t t le 

t rouble in fitting in . Benington 
said t he re was some wor ry about 
him defensively, but he i s now 
doing be t te r on defense than of -
f e n s e . 

Lafayet te says his main p rob -
lem will be switching to forward 
f r o m center where he played in 
high school, but that a f t e r p lay-
ing fo rward as a f r e shman he 
should be okay a f t e r a few 
games , 

At the beginning of the s e a -
son, Lafayet te said he rea l ized 
he wasn ' t puttingout as much a s 
he could. " I was behind everyone 
e l s e . I got t i red quick. So I went 
to the doctor and found out I had 
low m e t a b o l i s m . " 

Lafaye t te said he had the s ame 
t rouble in high school, but it 
wasn ' t a s noticeable because they 
didn't run as much then. After 
working himself gradually into 
condition this year , he said he 
now fee l s normal . 

About MSU being selected to 
win the Big Ten t i t le , Lafayet te 
said, "We have as good a chance 
of anyone. We may have j i t t e r s 
at f i r s t , but we' l l come on s trong 
Thursday against Western . We 
have the m a t e r i a l . Now we have,», 
to put It t oge the r . " 

And this Is the s ame thing Ben-
ington says about Lafayet te . "H i s 
only drawback to becoming a 
grea t p layer is his shooting. Now 
It is adequate. If it becomes ex -
ceptional, he can be a rea l s t a r . " 

T h r e e games in the next f ive 
days might tell if the Big Ten 
coaches a r e right about L a -
fayet te ' s abil i ty. And if La fay -
e t te ' s abili ty is enough to w a r -
rant MSU's rank only a few s teps 
below UCLA, Kentucky and Texas 
Western.

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Large scale cheating 
revealed by study 

If students he re conform to the 
"nat ional a v e r a g e " one-half of 
them will cheat on final exams 
o r hand in plagiar ized papers 
this t e r m . 

Associated W o m e n Students 
(AWS) will d i scuss this point 
at 7:30 p . m „ Dec. 1, at a gen-
e ra l assembly held, in the Con-
Con Room of the International 
Cen te r . The discussion will be 
in keeping with the " M o r a l s or 
M a s k s " two-year depth study 
theme initiated by International 
Association of Women Students 
(IAWS) last spr ing . 

A recent study supported by the 
Cooperative Resea rch P rog ram 
of the U.S. Office of Education 
revealed that approximately one 
ovrt. oi every two students ad -
mit ted to having copied f r o m 
another student during an exam, 
used c r ib notes, p lagiar ized f rom 

published ma te r i a l s , or turned in 
a paper done entirely or in par t 
by another student. 

T h e study was based on a 
questionnaire re turned by m o r e 
than 600 deans, 500 student body 
pres idents , and anonymously, by 
about 5,400 students f rom a c -
credi ted colleges and univers i -
t ies in the country. 

The survey showed that the 
students es t imated only about 
one-fourth of all students cheat, 
while deans thought it was only 
15 per cent . 

Although outwardly approving 
of the cheating sys tem, using 
" academic p r e s s u r e s " as a r e a -
son, most s t u d e n t s indicated 
s t rong disapproval of cheating 
" m o r a l l y . " 

William J . Bowers , p ro fes so r 
At Ndr theas tern University, who 
conducted the study, said that 
the source of cheating is at the 

high school level where students 
claim it is a " n e c e s s a r y ev i l " 
to get the high grades demanded 
at "good co l l eges . " 

Bowers said that some au thor -
i t ies claim cheating is m o r e 
prevalent among poor students, 
who a r e in teres ted in the social 
r a the r than academic aspects of 
university l i fe . They cheat In 
orde r to " m a k e g r a d e s " and to 
e a s e p r e s s u r e s f rom home. 

The survey also indicated the 
most effective de ter rent to chea t -
ing is the disapproval of fellow 
students. 

However, the question he re 
revolves around the ability of a 
large school, such a s MSU, to 
fos t e r an a tmosphere where there 
is a strong c l imate of student 
action and react ion. 

Bowers ' s survey indicated that 
small schools, and especially al l 
male or all f ema le colleges have 
the least amount of cheating. A 
strong sense of " s o c i a l so l ida r -
i t y " is the reason, explained 
Bowers . 

His data maintained that an 
atmosphere conducive to honest 
study and endeavor can be achiev-
ed by implementing an " h o n o r " 
sys tem. This system places p r i -
mary responsibil i ty for handling 
cheating cases in the hands of 
students and their elected r e p r e -
sentat ives .

Sewage plant to become 
ution research center 

Police plagued by 
extremist drivers

Ten per cent of the American 
c a r d r i v e r s a r e constant wor r i e s 
of law enforcement of f ic ia l s , Wil-
liam A. Mann, p r o f e s s o r of edu-
cation said Tuesday. 

This is the five pe r cent at 
ei ther ex t reme of p curve , both 
of different na ture , that have 
continual trouble fitting into so -
c ie ty , according to Mann. 

He spoke before a groilp of 
police o f f i ce r s gathered at Kel-
logg Center fo r the Tra f f i c Law 
Enforcement Conference . The 

conference is scheduled to con-
tinue through Fr iday . 

" F i v e pe r cent is what we may 
t e r m sc rewba l l s , " he said. 
" T h e y will have five t imes a s 
many accidents as their counter -
p a r t s on the other ex t reme of the 
c u r v e . " 

The other ex t reme is occupied 
by those people who feel they can-
not compete with society, he said. 
They a r e overly cautious a s a 
group. 

Mann sa id that the second group 
d r ives slower than the usual 
d r ive r and is apt to cause acc i -
dents by their m e r e caution.

" F o u r t imes a s many in this 
group end up in mental hospitals 
than in the more active group on 
the other s ide , " he said.

Bad d r i v e r s a r e the resul t of 
many things, but generally come 
f rom broken homes ,he s a i d , " We 
find that they just do not fit well 
into any environment in which 
they a r e p laced ." 

Mann said the chronic t ra f f i c 
violator had three common c h a r -
a c t e r i s t i c s . He had an inadequate 
home situation where he was 
probably re jected t o a la rge 
extent . The violator has been un-
successfu l in school and seldom 
received a pat on the back for 
doing something good. 

Mann placed much of r e spon-
sibility on paren ts in o r d e r to 
avoid this situation. He said that 
pa ren t s must impose cer ta in 
l imi ts on children so that they 
learn that society demands l imi ts 
on individuals. 

The children must learn that 
police o f f i ce r s will impose l imi ts 
when they get o lder , but they must 
a lso impose punishments . 

Mann said that some r e spon-
sibility l ies with the of f icer h im-
self . Police o f f i ce r s must i m -
p r e s s the violator that he is 
concerned with his safety.

The old sewage plant south of 
the Brody group will soon be a 
r e s e a r c h center , repor ted Pe te r 
I. Tack, chairman of the F i s h -
e r i e s and Wildlife Dept. 

" A l a rge - sca l e grant request 
of $1.5 million has been granted 
for r e sea rch fy pollution of the 
Red Cedar R i v e r , " Tack said. 

" T h e sewage plant, which s i t s 
on the bank of the Red Cedar , 
is ideally located for monitoring 
the degree of pollution at any 
t ime during the y e a r , " he said. 

The plant also has 20 small 
concre te ponds which can be 
used for a variety of exper iments 
on the effect of pollution on f ish 
l i fe . 

" A training grant left to the 
University will be used to convert 
the rooms of the sewage plant 
into l a b s , " Tack said. "Equ ip -
ment has already been stockpiled, 
ready to move i n . " 

Tack said the department is 
waiting for the City of East Lans -
ing to turn the property back to 
the Universi ty. 

East Lansing is expected to 
vacate the proper ty in January, 
but the city st i l l must clean up 
the property before the Univer-
sity can use i t . 

" T h e department has b e e n 
waiting s ince last s p r i n g , " Tack 

said. " A s it s tands the proper ty 
i s a health and safety hazard , 
but nothing has been done to 
clean it up. Originally the city 
plans called for complete demo-
lition of the p r o p e r t y . " 

In October, East Lansing asked 
for bids to clean the plant but 
when none w e r e offered , the ma t -
t e r dropped. 

"We would move in tomorrow 
if the city would clean the p lan t , " 
Tack sa id . " T h e only a l ternat ive 
would be to build a r e s e a r c h cen-
t e r on Dobie Road ." 

Tack said that something will 
have to be done soon since public 
p r e s s u r e for answers to pollution 
prob lems a r e mounting. 

As it stands, the 10-12 foot 
deep tanks have been left one-
half to one-third full of sewage, 
and pumps and e lec t r ica l equip-
ment have been abandoned. 

"Since the Red Cedar River 
has been under study s ince 1951, 
the F i she r i e s and Wildlife Dept. 
has a recent his tory of the de-
cline of purity of the wate r , and 
several construct ive methods to 
co r rec t this situation a r e ready 

to be t e s t ed ,These methods could 
be tested on a pilot scale at the 
sewage p lan t , " Tack said. 

"Gradua te students a r e at work 
now on the technical problems of 
pollut ion."

"An increased amount of o r -
ganic mat te r in the r ive r water 
r equ i r e s a l a r g e r amount of oxy-
gen to break it down," Tack 
sa id . "F i sh also die quickly f rom 
lack of oxygen." 

The ponds in the sewage plant 
would take wa te r f rom the r iver 
which could be used in exper i -
ments for methods of hastening 
cleaning of the wa te r . 

" T h e most effective method 
of cleaning wa te r so that it is 
reusable is not to allow It to 
become excessively overused for 
dumping of was t e s in the f i r s t 
p l a c e , " Tack sa id . "Clean water 
is an asset for anyone who has a 
use for it. Dir ty, it is a liability 
to everyone ." 

Pe rhaps the only way to over -
come public apathy in the p rob-
lem of water pollution is to 
t r ans f e r the cost of cleaning it to 
the general publ ic . 

I n d u s t r i a l wastes produce 
large costs to the public. Besides 
the cost, the public loses the 
serv ice of the w a t e r . 

"A major health hazard for 
man, especially prevalent in the 
Red Cedar River , is hepatit is. 
This virus is very dangerous, 
often l e tha l , " Tack warned. "I t 
is easily taken in through any 
cut on the s k i n . " 

Tack added that the F i she r ies 
and Wildlife Dept. has an active 
r e s e a r c h p rogram on water qual-

i ty. " T h e r e s u l t s of the studies 
proposed fo r the new research 
plant will yield benefits for all 
s t r e a m s in Michigan," Tack said. 

"If r e s e a r c h worke r s can an -
alyze the na ture and extent of 
degradation of the Red Cedar 
River and then set up a c r i t e r i a 
to detect the onset of this deg-
radation, water pollution can be 
cu rbed , " Tack said. 

Informed sources in Wash-
ington said about 20 have joined 
the original 30-plane fleet on 
Guam, In the Pacif ic 2,000 miles 
east of Viet Nam, to step up 
saturation bombing ra ids against 
Communist troop and supply cen -
t e r s . 

Small unit ac t ions -pa t ro l s , 
reconnaissance miss ions and 
ambushes-went on aground, but 
no significant action was repor ted 
fo r the third straight day.

Vietnamese headquarters said, 
however, the Viet Cong inflicted 
some casual t ies on a 17-vehicle 
Vietnamese mil i tary convoy, 
bound for Dalat, In an ambush 
98 mi les northeast of Saigon. 
This was the third Communist 
ambush in the Dalat sec tor in 
less than a week. 

Bad weather Monday limited 
pilots to 39 bombing m i s -

sions over North Viet Nam, and 
spokesmen s a i d the weather 
Tuesday could be summed up a s 
mi se rab l e . 

S imi lar weather conditions 
were repor ted over much of South 
Viet Nam.

Resolution 
asks stote 
fax reform 

Michigan's independent ac -
countants adopted a resolution 
urging the new State Legislature 
to make fiscal reform one of its 
major goals for 1967. 

Meeting at Kellogg Center last 
week, the accountants also asked 
for a continuation of "manage-
ment checks to eliminate waste-
ful spending," 

In the resolution, passed at die 
final session of a three-day tax 
clinic, the accountants pointed to 
the "growing financial pressures 
being exerted on state govern-
ment to maintain balanced bud-
gets ." 

They pointed out that surplus 
funds in the State Treasury will 
soon be exhausted, and called for 
new sources of income, "with 
all citizens sharing their Just 
portion of the cos ts . " 

The accountants also went on 
record as abhorring "any form 
of deficit financing for govern-
ment services ." 

They urged "the incoming State 
Legislature and executive de-
partment to enact legislation that 
will erase all inequities and in-
justices existing in present 
Michigan tax laws and provide 
the revenues needed to permit 
the State of Michigan to ade-
quately meet the needs and ex-

Mayor Willy Brandt of West 
Berlin, scheduled to be foreign 
minister in Kiesinger's cabinet, 
has put pressure on Strauss to 
make a statement clarifying his 
role in the 1962 Der Spiegel af -
fair that led to his ouster from 
the cabinet of Konrad Adenauer, 
then chancellor. 

It was alleged at the time that 
he had misled the Bundestag -
parliament — i n saying he had 
nothing to do with the arres t of 
a writer for the newsmagazine 
Der Spiegel, who was vacation-
ing in Spain. It later turned out 
that he had asked for the a r res t 
through the West German mili-
tary attache in Madrid. Treason 
charges against the writer were 
later dropped. 

Kiesinger, the Christian Dem-
ocrat who is expected to replace 
Ludwig Erhard as chancellor, 
has promised Strauss a job in 
the new government. 

Brandt, leader of the Social 
Democratic - Socialist party, 
said his party would like Strauss 
to make a "clarifying statement" 
on his role in the wri ter ' s a r res t . 

The Socialists, who have 
agreed to form a government 
with the Christian Democrats, 
strongly condemned Strauss in 
1962 when they were in opposi-
tion. 

An aide to Strauss said he did 
not expect Strauss to comment 
on Brandt's statement, 

"Mr . Strauss has other things 
to do than to occupy himself 
with such ma t t e r s , " the aide 
said.

Sunday's rain 'was the begin-
ning of the storm which was 
moving east across Michigan. 
At the same time temperatures 
dropped Sunday, the storm made 
a surprise move, looping back 
from its center near Windsor, 
Canada, dumping snow on mid 
and northern Michigan. 

Detroit was spared a snow-
sotrm by warmer temperatures 
which brought rain instead. 

In other areas of the state, 
Michigan State Police reported 
that all roads in the Upper Pen-
insula were open, freeing some 
1,000 persons who were maroon-
ed in autos and buses when the 
storm swept into the state early 
Monday. 

Snow depths varied from two 
inches in the Detroit area at the 
southeast corner of the state to 
16 inches in the far north around 
inf viAifn of M a r q u e t t e and* 
nuugiiion. Seven-foot drifts were 
reported in some areas and con-
tinued high winds were making it 
difficult, but not impossible, to 
keep the road clear. 

Weather forecasters said that, 
although snows had diminished 
in most areas, wind squalls would 
continue to make life miserable 
from one end of the state to the 
other.

Percy, who left the business 
world for a political career, was 
the Republican nominee for U.S. 
senator from Illinois and onNov. 
8 ousted veteran Paul H. Douglas, 
a Democrat seeking his fourth 
six-year term in the Senate. 
Percy had beer, chairman of Bell 
& Howell Co., manufacturer of 
photographic goods. 

In the same national election, 
Rockefeller, a Democrat, was 
elected to the West Virginia 
House of Delegates from Kanawha 
County. He previously had been 
with the State Department. 

A graduate of Harvard, Rocke-
feller, 29, was studying Chinese 
at Yale when President John 
Kennedy appointed him to the Na-
tional Advisory Council of the 

Peace Corps in 1961. The next 
year he joined the Peace Corps 
as special assistant to the di-
rec tor . Later he became opera-
tions officer in charge of the 
Peace Corps Philippines pro-
gram in education and community 
development. 

Atty. Gen. Robert F. Kennedy 
appointed Rockefeller a consul-
tant to the President 's Commis-
sion on Juvenile Delinquency and 
Youth Crime with special duties 
in Charleston. He later resigned 
from the State Department to 
spend full time with the West 
Virginia program. 

Miss Percy attended Brillant-
mont School in Lausanne, Swit-
zerland-, for a year and was 
graduated cum laude from Stan-
ford University in June. She spent 
her sophomore year on the Stan-
ford campus in Tours, France. 

Last summer she helped build 
a youth center in the Central 
African Republic under the aus-
pices of Operation Crossroads 
Africa. On her return she aided 
her father with his political cam-
paign by working with young vo-
ters .
