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Hours change 
could mean 
extra charge

T h e c o s * of implementing the p r o -
posed women 's hours revision, expected to 
r each at leas t $70,000, will be charged 
to students living in res idence hal ls , a high 
adminis t ra t ion source said Tuesday night. 

T h e comment was made during a ques -
t ion-and-answer session of Spartan Round 
Tab le , a dinner meeting of student l eaders 
and adminis t ra t ion off icials . 

Off icials at the meeting also said: 

• it is highly unlikely that the Uni -
ve r s i t y will ever permi t 18- and 19-
yea r old students to live of f -campus in 
unsupervised housing. 

• an average fee and tuition inc rease of 
$75 per student, per year will be n e c e s -
s a r y if the legis la ture appropr ia tes to the 
Univers i ty only what Governor Romney 
recommended in his budget. 

• the Univers i ty i s " o p t i m i s t i c " about 
being granted a Phi Beta Kappa chapter 
in the near fu ture . 

" T h e r e i s no possibil i ty of the Un i -
vers i ty assuming the cost of the extra 
supervision needed if this hours proposal 
is p a s s e d , " the source said, " T h o s e c o s t s 

• would have to be charged back to the 
res idence h a l l s . " 

The hours revision, proposed by A s -
sociated Women Students (AWS) a f te r a 
year - long study, cal ls for an end to the 
curfew for Junior, senior and women over 
21 and a hal f -hour extension to m i d -
night of the weekday closing hours for 
f r e shmen and sophomore women. 

T h e hours revis ion would mean the 
Univers i ty would have to keep a watch-
man on duty all night in d o r m s to tend 
unlocked f ron t doors , a source f rom the 
Dean of Students office said. 

The watchmen weuld be nece s sa ry " to 
prevent the type of incident for which 
Richard Speck i s now on t r i a l for in I l -
l i no i s , " he said. 

He added he didn't expect any changes 
to be implemented before fal l t e r m . 

Refe r r ing to a petition present ly being 
c i rcu la ted by Off-Campus Council (OCC), 
another source said, " I don't think there 
i s any possibi l i ty that 18 and 19 y e a r -
old students a r e going to be able to live 
anywhere they want t o . " 

T h e OCC petition ca l l s for an end to 
housing regula t ions for sophomore, junior 
and senior men. It would open the way 
for sophomore men, who now may live off

'Light' referendum vote 
supports draft change 

WASHINGTON I/Pi — T h e House Wed-
nesday night b a r r e d Adam Clayton Powell 
f r o m the House seat he has held for 22 
y e a r s . 

The action shat tered a carefu l ly con-
structed proposal to seat the Har lem 
Democrat with a stiff censure , rebuffed 
the select commit tee which draf ted the 
censure proposal , and repudiated the 
leadership of both par t ies who supported 
it. 

By declaring Powel l ' s seat vacant, the 
House was opening the way to a special 
election which Powell probably could win, 
thus thrust ing the problem back before the 
House la te r th is yea r . 

It also set up the possibility that Powell 
would challenge the House action in cour t . 

The Har lem leader , 58, became the 
third represen ta t ive in the 20th century to 
be denied admiss ion to the House. 

The o the r s were Victor B e r g e r , a 
Socialist convicted of sedition during 
World War I, andBr ighamRober t s , a Mor -
mon convicted of polygamy. 

The decision to exclude Powell f rom 
membersh ip came a f t e r the House had 

voted 222 to 202 to block the r ecommenda-
tion of a select investigating commit tee 
that Powell be seated but given a public 
censure , a $40,000 fine, and deprived of 
a l l of his seniori ty. 

The commit tee accused Powell of 
" g r o s s misconduct" and m i s u s e of 
government funds. 

Wednesday night 's action c a m e on a 
tentative vote of 248 to 176, l e s s than two 
months a f t e r the Democrats had stripped 
Powell of h i s Education and Labo r Com-; 
mit tee chai rmanship Jan. 9 and the House 
had made him step aside pending an in-

vestlgation of his qualifications for m e m -
bership . 

By re jec t ing the effor t of the select 
committee to close off debate, block 
amendments and bring the censure p r o -
posal to a vote, the House in effect de -
feated the proposal of the select com-
mit tee. 

The resul t was a stunning defeat to 
leaders of both par t i es who had thrown 
their support behind the proposal of the 
select committee, but it c a i r e in the wake 
of strong public p r e s su re , ref lected in 
polls and constituent mail 

CONGRESS BID UNANIMOUS 

ASMSU votes 12-1 
to reaffiliate wi th NSA 

In what was te rmed by ASMSU election 
of f ic ia ls as a " v e r y light and disap-
point ing" turn out students expressed their 
p r e f e r e n c e In l iberal izing present s e -
lect ive se rv ice sys tem. Only 4,864 s tu-
dents par t ic ipated in the al l -Universi ty 
r e f e rendum. 

Some 2,870, or 59 per cent, of those 
who voted said they would actively sup-
port a movement to a l te r the p resen t 
d ra f t law. 

The f i r s t question in the re ferendum 
asked students what they thought the 
relat ionship of the universi ty and the s e -
lect ive se rv ice sys tem should be. In r e -
sponse-, 1,893, or 39 pe." cent, said the 
Universi ty should r e l e a s e any and all 
Information to the s tudent ' s local draft 
board only at his reques t . 

Another 1,435, or 30 p e r c e n t , replied 
the University should continue compilation 
of c l a s s ranks for use by the Selective 
Serv ice , while 951, or 20 per cent, said 
the University should not. 

The remaining 11 pe r cent, answered 
that the University should In no way 
coopera te with the draf t boards . 

To the second question, which asked 
who should be draf ted , 23 per cent, or 
1,028 students, repl ied that able-bodied 
m a l e s on a selective bas is only when 

Congress dec la res war and only for the 
duration of that w a r . 

The p resen t sys tem was favored by 21 
pe r cent , or 995, while 19 pe r cent, or 
943 called for a new sys tem; 

A lottery sys tem with no deferments 
granted was voted favorably by 1 4 p e r r e n t , 
or 740. Issuing only handicapped people 
de fe rmen t s was 13 per cent favorable , or 
640. 

The remaining 10 per cent favored no 
government conscription at a l l . 

About 65 pe r cent of the votes cas t 
indicated eligible males should be given 
the opportunity to par t ic ipate in some 
government se rv ice , such as Peace Corps , 
VISTA or the National Teache r s Corps 
as an al ternat ive to mi l i ta ry se rv ice .

Although a la rge parking ramp and a 
parking mal l would ease East Lansing 's 
parking problem considerably , nei ther 
solution has been implemented since B a r -
ton-Aschman Associa tes of Chicago made 
i ts recommendat ions in a 1965 parking 
study of this ci ty. 

" A parking mal l right now, on p o r -
t ions of Albert Street and MAC Avenue, 
would be nearly imposs ib le , " explained 
Roger Jonas , sec re ta ry of the East Lan -
sing Chamber of Commerce . " T h e r e is 
no per iphera l route to allow t ra f f i c to 
move smoothly around the port ions of 
MAC and Albert that would be c losed . " 

East Lans ing ' s Planning Commiss ion , 
a s well a s the t ra f f i c commiss ion , also 
recommend delaying the profwsed ma l l , 
at leas t until a sa t i s fac tory per iphera l 
route can be devised. 

A parking r a m p , according to city o f -
f i c i a l s , is the most acceptable means of 
al leviating central business d is t r ic t p a r k -
ing p rob lems . 

" H o w e v e r , in t e r m s of our long-range 
plans for the c i ty ' s design and develop-
ment , we want the parking r a m p , o r 
r a m p s , to blend well with the r e s t of 
the s t r u c t u r e s , " said G. Michael Con-
l i sk , city p lanner . 

A special public hear ing on the p r o -
posed long-range plan was held Feb. 
15 to de termine c i t izens ' opinions. The 
plan includes, among o ther p r o j e c t s , r e -
designing s tore f ron ts and constructing 
at leas t one parking r a m p . 

Bar ton-Aschman recommended a s e c -

ond r amp , completed by 1971, to serve 
the. continuing increase in parking needs . 

Opposition to construction of a parking 
r amp has come pr imar i ly f rom r e a l t o r s , 
who would p r e f e r to develop the land into 
commerc ia l use . Some rea l to r s also op-
pose the parking mall for financial r e a -
sons . 

" I f a mall were built on MAC and 
Alber t , it would be difficult for pa t rons 
to park near s to res on Albert Street 
between Grove Street and MAC Avenue," 
explained William Hicks, an East Lansing 
r e a l t o r . 

Hicks has threatened to initiate a law-
suit if the city decides to implement a 
parking mal l . 

Potential economic f ac to r s which would 
affect the parking ramp construct ion a r e 
in two a r e a s .

Under the present sys tem, If a student 
d rops a course , even during the d rop-
add period and moves into a lower fee 
ca tegory , he rece ives only half the d i f -
f e r e n c e in fees as a re fund.

A proposal forcing all undergraduates 
In the Red Cedar complex to park their 
c a r s *uuth of F e e Hall still faces a m a j o r 
obstacle before approval , say three of four 
student m e m b e r s of the All-Universi ty 
T ra f f i c Commit tee . 

The plan wil l , If approved, requi re that 
res iden ts of Shaw, Mason, Abbot, Phil l ips 
and Snyder Halls leave their c a r s some 
dis tance f r o m their hal ls . 

The problem is somehow obtaining a 
f r e e bus se rv ice operating until late at 
night to give students acces s to their c a r s . 
T h i s is the view taken by Franni F r e i , 
Dearborn graduate student; Bill Lukens, 

Chicago, 111., junior and J im Tanck, East 
Lansing graduate student. Bob Rose, De-
troi t junior, the fourth student committee 
m e m b e r , was unavailable for comment . 

The bus se rv ice and other problems 
In installing the cont rovers ia l proposal 
will be discussed at the commit tee ' s mee t -
ing F r iday . 

The proposal to move the undergraduate 
s tudents south of the ra i l road t racks near 
F e e Hall was originally prompted by two 
developments : . 

—the addition of Wells Hall, which Is 
present ly being constructed next to the 
International Center , will c rea te a need 
fo r 500 new parking spaces to accommo-
date the faculty m e m b e r s and universi ty 
employes who will be working in the 
building. 

—second, 1,000 extra spaces will be 
needed in the near fu ture to accommodate 
the ever - Increas ing number of graduate 
students who will be parking in the a r e a . 

The commit tee decided that it would be 
best to move the students f rom the Shaw 
romp parking a rea because they cannot 
use their c a r s during the day and so would 
be mere ly using the c lose r - ln faci l i t ies for 
a s torage a r e a . 

According to Tanck, " t h e r e doesn' t 
s eem to be any doubt in the minds of the 
commit tee m e m b e r s that eventually all 
student parking on campus will be south 
of the ra i l road t r a c k s . " 

Tanck also fee l s that no real workable 
changes were suggested when the c o m -
mi t t ee met with students in Shaw and

At that 
t ime Sink and Roger Will iams, Men's 
Halls Association representa t ive , voted 
against the motion.

" I respec t the board ' s right to make 
decisions but cannot condone the p r o -
cedure , t iming or student part icipation 
used in coming to that dec is ion ," Sink 
sa id . 

Graham, said that the s t rong major i ty 
a f f i r m s the board ' s faith in the value of 
NSA. 

Sink replied that last week Graham said 
a student referendum should not be held 
on the reaffi l lat ion question because the 
major i ty opinion does not necessar i ly 
re f lec t wisdom. 

" I would apply the statement to the 
board Instead of to thé s tudents , " Sink 
sa id . 

Sink voted in favor of invlting'NSA to 
MSU for the summer congress because 
he said If ASMSU is to part ic ipate in 
NSA a f fa i r s it would be advantageous to do 
so act ively. 

Al Milano, NSA Congress -Co-ord ina tor , 
called MSU an outstanding prospect fo r 
the Aug. 15-30 congress and Indicated 
the choice would be between MSU and the 
Universi ty of Chicago.

Other college 
fee systems 
to be studied

Struc ture and adminis t ra t ion of fees 
at o ther univers i t ies will be studied by the 
th ree -man commit tee named Tuesday by 
Pres iden t John A, Hannah. 

Milton B. Dickerson, p r o f e s s o r of bus i -
ness law, Dale E . Hathaway, p ro fes so r of 
agr icul tura l economics, and Char les C . 
Kill ingsworth, p r o f e s s o r of labor and In-
dus t r ia l re la t ions , compose the commi t -
t ee . 

The study will not be under the direction 
of the board of t r u s t e e s . The committee 
is to consider the poss ibi l i t ies of fee 
s t ruc tu re revision to provide the $3 mi l -
lion needed to maintain MSU operations 
if George W. Romney's proposed budget 
Is approved. 

Hannah said Tuesday night that if the 
legis la ture approves the governor ' s 
budget, there is not a l ternat ive but to ra is t 
f e e s . Romney's proposed budget fal ls $3 
million short of what is needed to main-
tain cur ren t university p r o g r a m s . 

Scheduled for the ad hoc commit tee ' s 
consideration is the differentiation of fees 
at var ious levels, including the graduate 
and undergraduate , in and out -of-s ta te 
students. 

An al ternat ive consideration is the divi -
sion of fees by family income, as has been 
proposed by four member? of the MSU 
Board of T rus t ee s . 

S imi lar plans were suggested when the 
tuition was ra ised last yea r . One plan con-
sidered at that t ime proposed a graduated 
tution cost system, with f reshmen and 
sophomores paying one r a t e , juniors and 
seniors* a higher r a t e , and graduate s tu -
dents another ra te .

For many y e a r s this Uni-
vers i ty has cons is tent ly f o l -
lowed an in loco parent is 
philosophy. As a result c o e d s 
have not been allowed to de -
velop responsibi l i ty through 
se l f - regu la t ion , but instead 
have been expected to d e -
velop it by being locked up 
every night at c los ing hours . 

The Associated Women 
Students (AWS) has sub-
mitted a report on women's 
c los ing hours to the ASMSU 
Student Board and to the 
Faculty Committee on Stu-
dent Affairs for approval. 

The report r e c o m m e n d s 
no hours for junior and s e n -
ior women, extended week-
day hours for f reshmen and 
sophomores and individual 
se lect ion of late p e r m i s -
s ions . 

Once acted upon by those 
two groups, all that i s r e -
quired is the action of John 
Fuzak. vice president for 
student af fa irs . With his ap-

proval the no-hours proposal 
will take e f f ec t . 

The report ' s central con-
tention is that no c los ing 
hours will "provide the f r e e -
dom of choice n e c e s s a r y for 
s e l f - regulat ion." 

If coeds are allowed to 
stay out as late as they wish, 
it i s hoped that they will 
develop the respons ib i l i ty 
neces sary to budget their 
own t ime. They will c e r -
tainly never develop that re -
sponsibil ity if they are never 
given the chance to stay out 
late. 

The only weakness in the 
report is that it s tops short . 
If junior and sen ior woman 

can develop maturity through 
removing r e s t r i c t i o n s , there 
is no reason why f r e s h m e n 
and sophomores cannot do 
the s a m e . 

It i s frequently argued that 
hours are n e c e s s a r y for 
f re shmen and sophomores 
for academic r e a s o n s . The 
girl who i s locked in the dorm 
may get the work done, but 
she won't grow up while she 
i s doing it. 

A no-hours policy for jun-
iors and s e n i o r s i s good and 
n e c e s s a r y ; so is a s i m i l a r 
policy for f r e s h m e n and 
sophomores . The AWS r e c -
ommendat ions should be 
given prompt approval by the 
student board and the f a c -
ulty c o m m i t t e e . 

Eventually hours should 
be abolished a l together . Im-
mediate real izat ion of the 
A W S recommendat ions 
would be a rea l i s t i c and 
s igni f icant beginning.

Parking paradox 
T h e All -Univers i ty Traf -

fic Committee is meet ing 
tomorrow to d i s cus s its pro-
posal to move Red Cedar 
Complex 'students out of the 
Shaw ramp and into a lot 
south of the railroad tracks . 
The recommended move was 
prompted by the need to find 
1,500 South C ampus parking 
s p a c e s for faculty and grad-
uatafcemployes. 

A better solution e x i s t s 
than the one the traff ic c o m -
mittee sugges t s . Leaving 
students in the ramp and 
having commuting faculty 
park in out- lying lots would 
be far l e s s inconvenient and 
more economica l ly feas ib le 
than the present tentative 
proposal . 

Twenty-four hour ramp 
util ization would be obtained 
by continuing student parking 
whereas faculty would be 
using this faci l i ty only during 
regular working hours . Un-
der the recommended change 
students would be allowed 
into the ramp between 6 p.m. 
and 2 a .m. . which in e f fec t , 
would leave the ramp empty 
after 6 p.m. 

Since faculty already c o m -
mute. taking buses from the 
lot to campi^s would be just 
a normal part of the routine. 
Bus s e r v i c e i s already pro-
vided all day from the c o m -
muter lot to a lot next to Shaw 
Hall. 

The run takes only s ix 
minutes and will , if the traf -
fic c o m m i t t e e ' s predict ion 
proves c o r r e c t , be l i tt le 
more t ime than that needed 
to find a space in the crowded 
center campus lo t s . 

Students use the lot at 
odd hours which would ne-
c e s s i t a t e the expense of 
running b u s e s throughout the 
night and to carry only a few 
students . 

The Univers i ty has a r e -
sponsibi l i ty to provide con-
venient parking for students . 
It also has an obligation to 
provide convenient parking 
for the faculty. Under the 
present situation the Univer-
sity cannot do both. 

But by allowing students 
to park c l o s e to their d o r m s , 
while switching faculty to 
commuter lots , the Univer-
sity could avoid inconven-
iencing a large number of 
students, and at the s a m e 
t ime save money.

A f e w r e s i d e n c e h a l I s ta f f s have 
s t u d i e d the d o c u m e n t and i ts i m -
p l i c a t i o n s f o r t h e i r jobs, but a t -
t e m p t s to e x t e n d d i s c u s s i o n o f t h e 
r e p o r t to the s tudents have m e t 
w i t h l i t t l e s u c c e s s . 

I t ' s the s a m e o l d s t o r y of s t u -
dent apa thy . A f e w o p i n i o n l e a d e r s 
a r e c o n c e r n e d , but the o t h e r 90 
p e r cent a r e u n i n f o r m e d about 
the d o c u m e n t , and p r o b a b l y don ' t 
c a r e one w a y o r a n o t h e r . 

T h e A c a d e m i c F r e e d o m R e -
p o r t , wh ich has such g r e a t p o -
t e n t i a l f o r r e a l i z a t i o n of s t u -
dent r i g h t s , m a y m a k e l i t t l e 
c h a n g e - at M i c h i g a n S ta te . T h e 
b l a m e , h o w e v e r , l i e s not in the 
r e p o r t ' s c o n t e n t s , but w i th the 
s tudent p o p u l a t i o n i t s e l f .

There has been so much talk about 
the National Student Assn. these last 
few weeks that I think something has 
been left behind — NSA Itself, what 
It of fers . 

NSA l i s t s four goals: to serve s tu-
dents; to represent student interests ; 
to provide an international voice; and 
to part icipate in the International s tu -
dent conference. 

ASMSU, In its motion to reaffUlate 
with NSA, specified that any MSU dele-
gate would not vote on any i ssue which 
would not pertain to the student as part 
of the University community. It is un-
fortunate that this concession to student 

opinion will automatically narrow the 
benefits NSA offers . 

But there still remain definite bene-
f i t s f rom NSA, including the most e lab-
ora te student government information 
Service in the coun-
t ry , life Insurance, 
t ravel and discount 
programs, and the 
intangible benefit of 
participating In lo -
cal, regional and na -
tional conferences 
with r e sou rce s p e r -

sonnel. 
Th i s broadening aspect of NSA could 

make affiliation an educational experience 
to be added to the tangible benefits open 
to all students. 

Party discipline necessary for success 
To the Editor: 

Connor Smith is right. The resolution 
presented to the State Democratic Con-
vention Is political retaliation. But he Is 
also wrong. The resolution Is not the 
result of any policy stand on his par t . 
It is the resul t of his fai lure to meet 
his obligations on an organizational 
mat te r . 

It is impossible for voters to know 
about more than a ' few candidates. P a r -
t ies per form a service for the candidates 
by pulling together people with similar 
goals. Voters can then know the candi-
dates ' goals by knowing which party the 
candidates belong to. Party members give 
valuable resources—time, money, and 
effort—to help elect a man who, by identi-
fying himself with them, has said he will 
work for the goals they want Implemented. 

Having accepted party help, the success-
ful candidate has an obligation to help the 
party achieve its goals. Controlling an 
organization Is the f i rs t step toward 
achieving goals . Without this nothing can be 
accomplished. 

That is where Mr . Smith blew it. Demo-

c r a t s nominated him in good faith, they 
worked hard for the par ty , and he won 
because of their hard work. With either 
o r both of these factors missing, he would 
have lost . 

Democrats do not expect M r . Smith to 
vote as they would on specific i ssues . 
They do expect him to support the general 
ideas which they share . To do that, he 
must help control the organization of 
which he is a member . 

Now if Mr . Smith votes against the 
Democrats on organizational mat te rs , all 
they can assume is that he does not 
share their general goals. And If he does 
not share their general goals , why should 
they waste resources to put him in a 
position where he can work against them? 

If M r . Smith wants to bolt the par ty, 
the Democrats cannot stop him. But he 
should understand that the party has the 
right to tell him where to get off. Party 
support is a privilege to be earned, not 
a right that is automatically granted.

WASHINGTON uR — C o n g r e s -
sional Republicans staged a $1-
million, fund-rais ing dinner 
Wednesday night - attended by 
some 2,000 people who paid $500 
a plate to dine with GOP c o n g r e s -
sional l eaders - to see and hear 
a parade of potential Republican 
White House contenders. 

Among them were Govs. 
George W. Romney and Ronald 
Reagan, f o r m e r Vice Pres iden t 
Richard M. Nixon and a team of 
GOP off ice-holders rated poten-
tial dark horse contenders. 

The dinner was billed a s a 
victory celebration, rejoicing in 
the pa r ty ' s November election 
t r iumphs. 

Romnfey, one of the ma jo r ben -
ef ic ia r ies of that election show-
ing, spent the day in Washington, 
sampling the political c l imate . 

Romney's diet was one of pure 
politics: breakfas t and lunch with 
groups of Republican senators , 
dinner at the fund-rais ing a f fa i r . 

He said he was sampling public 
and par ty opinion, and still does 
not know when he will decide on 
a possible White House r a c e . 

He said he neither asked nor 
expected any Senate c o m m i t -
ments . 

Once again, Romney said he 
had no specif ic proposals to make 
now on the war in Vietnam - one 
of the most t rouble some topic s in 
the ea r ly phase of his campaign 
buildup. 

And he pledged to "do e v e r y -
thing I c a n " to make Pres iden t 
Johnson ' s war sett lement e f fo r t s 
success fu l . " I should r e f r a i n 
f r o m saying things which would 
in t e r fe re with the P r e s i d e n t ' s e f -
f o r t s , " Romney said. 

T h i s was in contras t to what 
Romney said in Anchorage, 
Alaska, 10 days ago when he 
descr ibed the adminis t ra t ion ' s 
Vietnam policy in this way: " I 
think it has been clumsy, i l l -
t imed and poorly coordinated ." 

Nixon - who has been pol i t i -
cally s i lent in recent weeks -
was making one of his final 
stops be fo re a personal inspec-
tion t r i p to Europe, with vis i ts 
scheduled on both sides of the 
Iron Cur ta in . 

The fund-ra i s ing dinner was 
Jointly sponsored by the Senate 

and House Republican Campaign 
Commit tees . 

I t s p romote r s said money was 
still coming in, and forecas t a 
total take of well over $1 m i l -
lion.

TOKYO V — A Hong Kong 
newspaper said Wednesday Mao 
Tse- tung had vested full execu-
tive power in p r emie r Chou En-
lai to get Red China's economy 
moving. Repor ts out of Peking 
cas t some doubt on this repor t . 

China watchers have been ex-
pecting Mao to call on Chou to 
halt the excesses of the cultural 
revolution - or purge - and to 
revive fa rm and factory work. 
Repor t s f rom Peking say he is 
t rying to do both. 

Quoting " i t s own squrces in -
s ide Ch ina , " the newspaper, the 
Hong Kong Star said Chou was 
charged with getting spring plant-
ing s ta r ted and factory production 
going a f te r displacements caused 
by Mao's rampaging young Red 
Guards . 

The Star said also that Chou's 
o ther duties were to halt the 
cul tura l revolution, stop power 
s e i zu re s and to take the a rmy 
out oi the political s t ruggle . 

T h e official Peking People 's 
Daily, meanwhile, was calling 
on Maoist "p ro le t a r i an revolu-
t i o n a r i e s " to c lose ranks and 

fo rm an all iance to win " d e -
c i s ive v ic tory" In the cultural 
revolution. 

This showed that the revolu-
tion is still on and the Maoists 
a r e still trying to se ize power 
f r o m the adherents of Pres ident 
Liu Shao-chi. 

As for power se i zu res , Peking 
wall pos te rs have S3id that Mao 
o rde red Red Guards and other 
Maois ts to stop taking over gov-
ernment off ices and fac tor ies in 
Peking.

The only thing to support a 
halt In the cul tural revolution 
was a dispatch to Sofia by the 
Bulgarian News Agency that Chou 
had o rdered the revolt stopped 
in the northwest Sinkiang p rov-
ince . 

Quoting wall pos t e r s , the news 
agency said Chou s t r e s s e d this 
halt was in China 's i n t e re s t s . 
By all accounts, Maois ts have 
run into stiff r e s i s t ance in Sin-
kiang.

Pres iden t Azlkiwe of Nigeria fe l t 
a m o r e prac t ica l education fo r 
a g r e a t e r number of students was 
needed, Buschman said. 

In a visit to the United States, 
he saw a number of land-grant 
schools and decided that the land 
grant system would work well in 
Niger ia , according to Buschman. 

A gran t - in -a id was obtained 
f r o m AID and Michigan State 
was granted the development e x -
change cont rac t for the U n i v e r -
sity of Niger ia . Nigeria con t r ib -
uted $14 million to the s ta r t 
of the school f r om i t s t rade 
surplus , Buschman said. 

Today the school, which was 
s tar ted in 1950, has an e n r o l l -
ment of 3,000 students and is 
graduating m o r e than 500 s tu -
dents every yea r . 

The faculty of the Univers i ty 
of Niger ia numbers nearly 400, 
and 80 per cent a r e Nigerian, 
making it the only school in 
Afr ica with more than 50 pe r 
cent native faculty member s , 
Buschman said. 

Univers i ty of Nigeria g r adu -
a tes a r e now placingconsis tent ly 
higher on the national Examina-
tions- fo r Meri t than gradua tes 
of any other Nigerian school, and 
a Univers i ty of Nigeria graduate 
recent ly won a Rhodes Scho la r -
ship, F r o s t said. 

But the emphas i s at the U n i -
vers i ty of Nigeria is on total 
development a s well as a c a d e m -
ics, and rel igion and athlet ics a r e 
highly emphasized, Buschman 
said. 

a r e a se r ious problem. Since 
July 1, over $69,000 worth of 
goods has been lost in 978 r e -
ported incidents .

Las t June a ca r - the f t ring 
was broken and seven non-s tu-
dents a r r e s t e d . Zutaut said they 
were responsible for 11 ca r thef ts 
f r om campus and at least 71 
throughout the state, including 
Flint, Saginaw and Lansing. The 
ring specialized in c a r s with 
many a c c e s s o r i e s that could be 
str ipped a f t e r stealing the c a r . 

Since July 1, 74 a r r e s t s have 
been made in connection with 
campus thef ts . One student was 
a r r e s t e d two y e a r s ago when 
30 miss ing wallets were found 
in his room. He stole for the 
wallets themselves and not for 
the money. He told police that 
he just liked to have them around 
so he could feel the lea ther . 

Clean water 
talk topic 

"C lean Water for Michigan" 
will be the topic of a public 
symposium Saturday lr. the au-
di tor ium of the Natural Re-
sou rce s Building.

Foreign students on U.S. cam-
puses form a vast manpower r e -
source which has beeiywerlooked 
by American businesses com-
peting in international marke t s , 
according to John R. Shlngleton, 
d i rec tor of the Placement 
Bureau. 

85,000 foreign students stand 
by, while most international 
operations hunt for manpower on 
a h i t -and-miss bas is in the coun-
try where they a r e based. 

"Wouldn't It be to the advantage 
of the American companies to 
h i re these foreign students on 
U.S. campuses before foreign 
competi tors h i re them? Shin-
gleton asks . 

Some companies a r e beginning 
to think so. Ford, IBM, Good-
year International, Venezuela 
Oil, the Ell Lilly Co., and the 
Canadian government a r e all 
l isting their foreign job oppor-
tunities with the MSU Place-
ment Bureau for the f i r s t t ime 
this yea r . 

Shlngleton said that the cur ren t 
trend of merging foreign and 
domestic operations and the need 
fo r g rea te r efficiency In foreign 
act ivi t ies suggest a need for a 
" to ta l 1 ' placement p rog ram. 

The business community also 
has a responsibili ty, Shlngleton 
sa id . " T h e employer has to do 
some homework to know his com-
pany's international needs and 
long-range plans. And com-
munication between domestic and 
foreign operations will have to 
improve substantially in this area 
If such a p l a c e m e n t p r o g r a m l s t o 
succeed . "

"Hey , that ' s m e . " 
This was the reaction of one 

of the students at West Junior 
High School in Lansing when MSU 
moved in its videotape machine 
last week to use in an experiment 
to promote teacher-student in-
teract ion. 

An instant replay of the c l a s s -
room session which had just 
ended was shown on a conven-
tional television se t . 

The machines simultaneously 
make visual and sound r e c o r d -
ings which can be used like the 
instant replays of football action. 
The recording can be stopped, 
backed up and replayed. 

Within moments a f t e r the l e s -
son Is presented , t eachers and 
student t eachers can view the 
ent i re c lass session and evalu-
ate student react ions and teacher 
techniques. 

Jamie Haley, one of the MSU 
student t eachers at West Junior 
High, said , " I t ' s a fantast ic 
idea l " 

" I t ' s great for the se l f -con-
cep t , " she said. "Although I 
learned that I ta'ik too fas t , It 
gave me a lot rrffcre confidence 
a s a t eacher , and the c lass loved 
i t . " 

The machine seems to motivate 

student in teres t even though it 
wasn' t intended for that purpose . 
Cheryl Lee , another MSU student 
t eacher who was taped by the 
machine , said " T h e s e students 
have never been so attentive in 
the i r l i ve s l " 

M r s . Lee said it was par t icu-
larly good for her c l a s s because 
" i t c rea ted good in teres t and 
enabled the children to hear how 
they sounded." 

As the machine moved f rom one 
c lass room to another,one student 
commented, "Where did you get 
that? Do they sell them around 
h e r e ? " 

The supervising teacher In 
one of the c lass rooms said, " I 
wish I would have had a chance 
to use th is machine. You find out 
so many things about yourself 
and your teaching manne r i sms . " 

Kent L . Gustafson, media con-

sultant for student teacher co-
ordinators at MSU, s a i d t h e p r o j -
ect started last fall with three 
units and has now expanded to 
f ive . 

Gustafson said the experiment 
is unique In that the units a r e 
taken into the c lass room. " A l -
though It does disturb the c lass 
to some extent now, we hope it 
will be a commonplace event In 
a few y e a r s . "

Man must learn to enjoy the 
" e a s y l i f e" without guilt feelings, 
said William Lazer , p ro fes so r of 
market ing here . 

Laze r spoke Tuesday night at a 
meeting of the Detroit chaper of 
the American Marketing Assn. 
at the Northland Inn. 

" T h e puritanical view that an 
abundant life is sinful and that 
hard work and thrif t a r e Import-
ant v i r tues must be discarded if 
the United States is to continue 
to g row," said L a z e r . 

These historical values, Lazer 
said, a r e based on an economy 
of scarc i ty . They have lost their 
meaning in the • United States 
where automation is providing 
surp luses , increased le i sure , and 
an opportunity for a life with ease . 

"Man should not feel that he 
must be continuously perspi r ing 
and suffering to earn a liveli-
hood." 

Laze r also said a change is 
occurr ing in the traditional life 
s tyle of Americans . Marketing 

one—the roles of the mind and 
the personal development of con-
s u m e r s . 

Americans will find it neces-
sa ry to develop a set of values 
that correspond to the age. 

According to Laze r , it does not 
mean that the nation must become 
sof t , or that an existing state of 
self-actual izat ion should be a c -
cepted. 

It does mean that basic con-
cepts must change, he added. 

Lazer said that in the future 
consumers will be less concerned 
with Income and asset ownership. 
Consumers will spend their 
Income in gaining the use of 
products that increase their t ime 
a s s e t s . 

will play a key ro le in this 
change. 

Historically, market ing has 
been a st imulus to production, 
Lazer sa id . The next marketing 
f ron t i e r may well be an inner

Walker, Prov idence ' s p l ay -
making and point-producing 
t e r r o r , is averaging 29.5 points 
a game and has led the F r i a r s 
to an 18-6 record and into the 
National Invitational Tourna-
m e n t . 

Unseld is not among the top

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Swim contests begin; 
first 5 events crucial '

Five events today will open 
the 57th Annual Big Ten Swim-
ming Championships at the MSU 
Men's Intramural Pool. The 
events a re crucial to the Spar-
tans' chances in the three-day 
meet. As on Friday and Satur-
day, the preliminaries will open 
at 1 p.m. and the finals at 8 
p.m. 

In almost all of these events, 
the NCAA champion for 1966 is 
entered, or the "seed t imes" 
entered a re better than the old 
NCAA winning time. "Seed 
t imes" are recorded on the entry 
forms sent in by the various 
coaches and represent the best 
t ime of the season for each en-
trant and a re used to set up 
the preliminary heats. 

The five events to be con-
tested today are the 500-yard 
freestyle, the 200-yard individual 
medley, the 50-yard freestyle, 
the one-meter diving and the 
400-yard medley relay. 

In the 500-yard freestyle, 
which Asst. Coach Richard Fe t -
t e r s called "the most crucial 
event of the day," Indiana's Bob 
Windie andMichigan'sCarl Robie 
both have seed clockings better 
than last year ' s winning NCAA 
time. 

Spartan Co-Captain Ken Walsh 
spoke of the race in which both 
men achieved their seed t imes. 
"Robie made his mistake in 
swimming right alongside Win-
die in the early part of the race . 
Windie has a better sprint at 
the end and used it to beat 
out Robie." Windle swam 4:48.0, 
while Robie finished in 4:48.3. 

Walsh is seeded third in the 
event with a 4:54.4, but he had 
an unofficial t ime, ear l ier in the 
season, that puts him within a 
second of Windle and Robie. 

The event is important not 
only because of Walsh's chance 
for victory, but also because 
MSU will probably enter three 
other men In the event. Ed Glick 

is seeded fifth and Rolf Groseth 
eleventh, but both could move 
up if some of the other en-
trants a re "scra tched" — drop 
the event in favor of another. 

Spartan Co-Captain Glick said, 
"We could really sting Michigan 
in the sprint freestyle event. 
While seeded second only to P u r -
due Don Milne's 0:21.4, U-M's 
Bob Groft could be beaten by 
any of the three top MSU en-
trants — Ken Walsh, Gary Dil-
ley or Don Rauch. 

"You'd have to pick Indiana's 
Ken Sitzberger as the meet 's best 
diver, and probably Ohio State's 
Chuck Knorr and Indiana's Ed 
Young as second and third, 
Fred Whiteford, Spartan senior 
diver, said. "But after that i t ' s 
really wide open between the 
three of us, Michigan's Fred 
Brown and Jay Meaden and Wis-
consin's Krug." 

The 400-yard medley relay 
sees Michigan, Indiana and MSU 
In the top three spots, with less 

than a second split between them. 
Wisconsin, Minnesota and Ohio 
State form another bunch less 
than a second apart, but about 
two seconds behind the top three. 
Purdue, Illinois, bwa and North-
western are stretched out be-
hind. 

This is probably typical of 
the meet. Indiana is a solid fav-
orite, with U-M and MSU closely 
bunched behind. The Spartans 
have beaten the Wolverines in a 
dual meet, but U-M's greater 
depth must make them the slight 
favorite for second place. 

Ohio State, WisconsinandMin-
nesota will probably finish in that 
order, but could have a close con-
test among themselves without 
threatening the top three teams. 

Admission to students and f ac -
ulty is f ree for the preliminaries 
and $1 for the finals. The gen-
eral public will be admitted at 
$1 for preliminaries and $2 for 
finals.

The No. 3 sabre for the MSU fencers last year has the best 
won-lost record for the team this year and is a favorite in the 
Big Ten championships, to be held Friday at the University of 
Wisconsin. 

He is Charlie Baer and has compiled a 27-9 record after 
finishing 26-13 as the third sabreman last season. But this is 
understandable, since the one-two sabres last year, Mark Haskell 
and Mel Laska, finished one-two in the conference meet. 

"Las t year I had the better chance in practice with the two 
of them to work out with," Baer said. "The experience I got 
then is a big factor in my record this yea r . " 

MSU Fencing Coach Charles Schmitter calls Baer a "good 
solid fundamentalist, a smart fencer and good worker. 

"He has a good chance to win the championship. He will be 
going against some good fencers, but if his stuff works, his 
chances of winning are excellent," Schmitter said. 

Baer ' s style is somewhat unorthodox, and officials have counted 
this against him. "If he can get officiating that understands the 
sabre he is fencing, he could go undefeated next yea r , " Schmitter 
added. 

Baer feels a major point in his development this year is that 
he is now attacking more in meets. Other than that, he calls his 
style "pret ty basic." 

A Junior, Baer is reluctant to predict outcome of the champion-
ships, but said sabre will be more balanced than in previous 
years . During the season, he compiled a 12-3 conference record, 
but did not lose to any No. 1 sabre fencer in the conference. 

Teams rate their men either first, second or third, but can 
only enter their top two men in the Big Ten meet. 

Baer will fence teammate Dean Daggett in the f irst round at 
Madison and then meet the eight other fencers competing. 

The team, Baer said, could be in contention for the overall 
championships if everybody comes through as expected.

Tfte previous ¡»olicy stated that 
all door? must be open, unless 
the occupant- were absent f rom 
the room. Students wishing to 
study in their rooms had to do so 
with their doors open'Or leave 
the hall, 

Donald V. Adams, d i rec tor of 

res idence hall p rograms , las t 
y e a r called t h e ' ' closed door open 
house" a c lea r violation of this 
policy. The resident ass is tant 
was given the responsibility to 
de te rmine which rooms were un-
occupied. 

An open house is defined a s 

an a l l -hal l social activity where 
gues t s , including m e m b e r s of the 
opposite sex , may be -allowed into 
the living a r e a of a res idence ha 11. 

The W1C-MHA statement 
make ¿ c l e a r thatal though.part ic-
ipation by al l students in the open 
house is encouraged, " t h e r ights 

of students who a r e not e n t e r -
taining gues ts must be r e -
spec ted ." 

The new policy also extends the 
maximum length of an open house 
f rom two-and-a-half to th ree 
hours .

MSU aids leukemia fight

MSU veter inary r e sea r che r s 
have made some progress in the 
battle against leukemia. 

It has been a long and d rawn-
out p rocedure , but some signifi-
cant advances have been made on 
this campus , according to Dr. G. 
H. Conner , research director at 
the MSU Veterinary Clinic. 

Conner is currently directing 
a l a rge - sca l e research project 
aimed at discovering the cause 
of leukemia in humans through 
exper iments with dogs. The p r o j -
ect is being sponsored by the Na-
tional Cancer Institute. 

Dogs a r e being used because 
of their c lose , day-to-day a s s o -
ciation with humans,Conner said. 
They could possibly be a clue to 
some agent or virus which causes 
leukemia. 

For the same reason, cats a r e 
being studied in a s imilar p r o j -
ect at Cornell University. Cattle, 
the human supply of meat and 
milk, have also been the subject 
of extensive study.

i s e , " he said. " B u t no agent 
has yet been ident i f ied." 

Even if an agent was identif ied, 
the " long drawn-out p r o c e d u r e " 
would still be In its infancy. The 
rea l t r ia l and e r r o r of expe r i -
ment , he said, »would just be 
s tar t ing . 

If identif ied, the agent would 
have to be isolated and grown in 
quantity, Conner said. Then it 
must be innoculated into a hos t , 
which in this case would be a new-
born dog. Waiting for the dog to 
contract the d isease could then • 
take a s long a s a y e a r . 

If the dog failed to cont rac t l e u -
kemia , then the yea r would be 
wasted. But if it did show signs 
of the disea-se, the v i ru s would 
have to be recovered f rom the dog 
and ver i f ied against the or iginal 
s t r a in . 

MSU veter inary r e s e a r c h e r s , 
in cooperation with medical r e -
s e a r c h e r s , face a long and c o m -
plex fu ture in the battle with l e u -
kemia , Conner said. But d i s c o u r -
agement has found no place in the 
p ro jec t .

MEXICO CITY IjPI —A Mexican 
virologist and Dr . Alber t Sabin 
repor ted Wednesday they will 
d isclose Joint findings shortly on 
a new paralyt ic d i sease that ki l ls 
both children and adults . 

Dr . Manuel Ramos Alvarez , 
the U.S. t ra ined head of Mexico 's 
ch i ld ren ' s hospital virology d e -
partment , has worked since 1953 
with Sabin, who developed the o r a l 
vaccine for polio. 

Ramos said the d i sease , which 
has no connection with polio, 
was f i r s t detected in Mexico but 
Sabin has found some ca se s in the 
United States . 

In Cincinnati, Sabin said: " V i -
r u s e s having nothing to do with 
the d isease and the cause is un-
known. The findings throw new 
light on a type of paralyt ic d i s -
ease -in chi ldren, and adults too, 
that can be f a t a l . " 

Sabin said he diagnosed the 

d isease a f t e r death of 3 2 8 - y e a r -
old woman f r o m the Cincinnati 
a r ea . 

"We don't think it i s just a 
Mexican d i sease . It jus t hap-
pens that a number of c a se s 
have occur red in Mexico in the 
l as t few y e a r s . 

Ramos said detai ls of the i r 
joint findings will" be published 
a s a paper in a m a j o r Amer ican 
Medical Journa l , probably la te r 
this month. He said the f i r s t 
symptoms look s imi la r to polio, 
but the vaccine i s helpless against 
i t . 

Sabin said the d i sease has two 
va r i e t i e s . One a f fec t s the cyto-
plasm of the nerve cell but not 
the nucleus. T h e other causes 
changes in the nucleus without 
deter iorat ion or change in the 
cytoplasm.

WASHINGTON uP) — Secre tary 
of Defense Robert S. McNamara 
said Wednesday new U.S. mi l i -
t a ry moves against North Viet-
nam have been made largely to 
compensate for bad weather that 
cut back a i r operations over that 
country . 

Appearing before newsmen 
with Secre ta ry of State Dean Rusk 
at the White House, McNamara 
said foul weather forced a r educ-
tion in attack s o r t i e s against the 
North to a monthly level of about 
6,600 to 6,800, compared with a 
level of 12,000 las t September .

T h e sale i s now breaking even, 
Kelly sa id , but a commerc ia l 
f i rm which had to pay for s to rage , 
f loor space , delivery and labor 
would not be able to maintain a 
s imi la r operat ion prof i tably. 
Kelly added that the University 
of Florida at Gainesville has had 
to r a i s e the p r i ce of apples sold 
on i ts honor sys tem to 15 cents 
In o rde r to make yp for l o s s e s . 

The pr ice of apples there has 
recently been reduced f rom 10 
to 5 cents because the MSU Food 
Stores buyers purchased a ship-
ment of apples in assor ted s i ze s , 
r a the r than the usual large s ize . 
The l a rge r apples were sor ted 
out and have been sold at the 
regu la r p r i c e . The smal l e r a p -
p les a r e being sold at the r e -
duced pr ice

With the t e rm-end rush on to 
finish t e r m p a p e r s , students hear 
a l ib ra r ian say , " I ' m s o r r y , that 
volume is In the b inde ry , " and 
get a lost feel ing. 

This could mean that the book 
is In the library' Itself and back 
on the shelf the following day, 
o r that it may be severa l weeks 
be fo re the book Is re turned to 
the l ib ra ry f rom a bindery many 
mi l e s away. 

The L i b r a r y ' s bindery is lo-
cated in the Main Library ba se -
ment and staffed with two c le rks 
and five student a s s i s t an t s . But 
" T h e bindery Is actually the 
binding preparat ion department 
as no actual binding Is done in 
our l i b r a r y , " Roger G. Gifford, 
acquis i t ions l ib rar ian , sa id . 

In binding preparat ion, m a -
te r ia l to be bound is sent f r om the 
reading rooms to be " p r e p a r e d , " 
I .e . , to be c lass i f ied In volumes. 

Mate r i a l may remain there a few 
days to a week. 

F r o m there the mater ia l i s 
sent to various binders in and 
around the Lansing a r e a . 

The binders pick up mater ia l 
every week. Binders that have 
previously bound cer ta in volumes 
a r e chosen to bind subsequent 
volumes . That way cloth binding 
and le t ter ing a r e cer ta in to be 
matched . 

In generally takes 5-6 weeks 
f o r a binder to complete a Job. 
" F o u r weeks would be consid-
e r e d excellent binding t i m e , " 
Gifford sa id . 

The amount of mater ia l to be 
bound is determined by the 
amount of money appropriated by 
the Univers i ty . The re is always 
m o r e mater ia l that can be bound 
s ince " I ' ve ' neve r seen a l ib rary 
yet that couldn't use more funds , " 
Gifford said. 

Las t year a total of 39,000 
p ieces were bound.

The U.S. college population will 
increase four t imes a s fast a s 
the national population during the 
coming decade, the U.S. Office of 
Education predicted. 

Paul A. Mi l l e r , a s s t . secretary 
for education in the Dept. of 
Health, Education and Welfare 
and fo rmer MSU provost, said 
that the predicted jump In college 
enrollment Is 49 per cent.

In its annual projection of 
school data, the office foresees 
a 12 per cent r i s e in overall 
enrollment by the 1975-76 school 
yea r , about the same as the an-
ticipated growth in the nation's 
population. 

" T h e projected boom in college 
population underlines the fo re -
sight of Congress in enacting new 
programs , such as the Higher 
Education Act of 1965," Miller 
said. 

"Amer ican colleges a re better 
qualified to accept la rger num-
bers of students, thanks to the 
Increased federal aid made avai l-
able for construction of college 
buildings and the training of qual-
ified college t eache r s , " Miller 
added. 

The Office of Education report 
said the steep Increase In col -
lege enrollment is expected to 
result f rom higher birth r a t e s 
in the late 1940s and 1950s, to -
gether with the increasing p ro -
portion of students who go to co l -
lege and then do graduate work. 

Despite the boom in college 
attendance, the proportion of the 
population attending school In 
1975-76 will be about the same 
as today (three out of 10), the 
report said. 

College and university teach-
e r s may number 640,000 in 1975, 
up 36 per cent f rom this y e a r ' s 
est imate of 470,000. 

Numerically, about 63 million 
Americans will be in school in 
1975-76, compared with 56 mi l -
lion In 1966-67.

The present parking ramp 
a c r o s s f rom Shaw Hall could 
be added to but, according to 
Tar.ck, only about 150 spaces 
could be added. 

A new parking ramp could 
conceivably be constructed In 
another a rea ; possibly in the 
space which is now Lot 0 a c r o s s 
f r o m Owen Hall, according to Bill 
Lukens, residence hall r e p r e -
sentative on the commit tee . But 
even if the space is available, 
the cost of constructing a r amp 

with a capacity of 1,500 c a r s at 
approximately $2,000 per space 
would be around $3 million. 

Tanck said It would be Impos-
s ible to have people using Wells 
Hall to park in the lot Just north 
of the Mens I.M. building because 
this lot is present ly filled to 75 
per cent capacity during the day. 

All the land north of the t racks 
has a l ready been reserved for the 
construct ion of office and c l a s s -
room buildings. 

According to Lukens this was 
done to cut the walking distance 
between c lass room buildings. 

If the parking lots were moved 
c l o s e r to the center of campus, 
It would mean the buildings would 
have to be spread out even more , 
making the already long walks 
between c l a s ses even longer.

A second al ternat ive was the 
graduated tuition cost based on 
family income. T rus t ee s Don 
S t e v e n s D-Okemos, and Clair 
White, D-Bay City, proposed a 
sys tem which would have tuition 
ranging f rom f r e e to $1,020. 

... Under that p lan , ln -s ta te s tu-
dents f rom famil ies with an an -
nual income under $5,000 would 
have been charged no tuition; 
fami l ies with an Income of $5,000 
to $10,000 would have paid $324; 
Income- of $10,000 to $15,000 
would have paid $350; incomes 
of $15,000 to $20,000 would have 
piad $870; and famil ies with In-
comes of over $20,000 and all 
ou t -of -s ta te students would have 
paid $1,020. A deduction of $1,000 
would have been allowed for every 
dependent in the family other than 
the student. 

The third a l ternat ive cons id-
e red last year was the one which 
was implemented — a $10 p e r 
t e r m ra i se per in-s ta te student

" I found that this was a much 
bigger problem than I had 
imagined," May said Wednesday. 
"Now the decision has been made 
to look into the whole question 
of adds and d r o p s . " 

May said that though the half-
fee refund is important f inan-
cially to the individual involved, 
it Is only a drop in the bucket 
in comparison to the Univers i ty ' s 
ove r -a l l financial p r o g r a m . 

"Frank ly , the money kept In 
this p rocess i s not.of significance 
to the Unive r s i ty , " May said. 
"Educational and scheduling 
ramif ica t ions a r e more i m -
po r t an t . " 

F o r this reason, May said, 
the investigation has been 
widened to Include the whole 
sys tem of drops and adds. 
Howard R. Neville, provost , Gor -
don A. Sabine, vice president for 
special pro lec ts , and severa l 
deans a r e now in charge of a n a -
lyzing the situation, May said.

Stevens estimated at the 
February boardof t rus tees m e e t -
ing that a tuition hike of $75 
pe r student was necessary to 
meet the demands of the un iver -
si ty.

A repor t Is expected to be p r e -
sented to Hannah by late Apr i l . 
It would then be sent to the Board 
of T r u s t e e s .

" F i r s t , if the University con-
s t r u c t e d - a parking ramp north 
of Morr i l l Hall on Grand Rive r , 
our needs would be d e c r e a s e d , " 
said John P a t r i a r c h e , city m a n -
a g e r . 

MSU planning off ic ia ls r epor t 
that they have no plans to build 
such a ramp. 

Secondly, Pa t r i a r che said if a 
shopping center were built wi th-
in a mile of the present cen t ra l 
business d i s t r i c t , possibly on 
Saginaw Street at Abbott Road, 
much of the need for c o m m e r -
cial parking would be gone. 

In spite of opposition and e c o -
nomic f ac to r s , Mayor Gordon 
L .
