WASHINGTON IJP) —The adminis t ra t ion 
told congress ional l eade r s Thursday the 
United States is trying to set t le the Middle 
Eas t c r i s i s ahead of any at tempt to test 
Egypt 's proc la imed an t i - I s r ae l blockade 
by f o r c e . 

Vice Pres iden t Hubert H. Humphrey, 
Secre tary of State Dean Rusk and S e c r e -
tary of Defense Robert S. McNamara 
gave special br ief ings to Senate and House 
leaders In a move to bols ter bipart isan 
support fo r Pres iden t Johnson 's policy in 
the c r i s i s . 

Without going Into specif ics on how the 
adminis t ra t ion thinks a peaceful solution 
can be achieved, Humphrey would give no 
backing to repor t s that the United States 
and other m a r i t i m e powers a r e planning 
to use naval fo rce to c l ea r a passageway 
through the Gulf of Aqaba, I s r ae l ' s link to 
the Red Sea. 

" I have not heard of any such cons ide r -
a t ion ," Humphrey told newsmen a f t e r a 
two-hour closed session in the Senate 
Foreign Relat ions Committee r o o m . 

But t h e adminis t ra t ion did s a y i t 
supports Br i t a in ' s move for a mar i t ime 
nations declarat ion that Aqaba is an i n t e r -
national waterway. 

The vice pres ident also dealt with 
accounts of m o r e Soviet warships ar r iv ing 
In the Medi te r ranean . 

Acknowledging that " a n additional ship 
o r s o " has joined the Soviet Medi te r -
ranean f l ee t , he said this amounts to no 
pa r t i cu la r buildup, is comparable to Soviet 
ship movements of a yea r ago, and is 
"nothing unusua l . " Bes ides , he sa id , the 
Russians also have f reedom of the s e a s . 

Humphrey said he sought the meeting 
with l eade r s of the Senate Foreign R e -
la t ions , Armed Serv ices and Appropr ia -
tions c o m n i t t e e s and a s imi l a r afternoon 
gathering with their House counterpar ts 
a f t e r Cabinet m s m b e r s decided Wednesday 
t h i s would b e a good idea. He said 
congressmen would continue to be in -
formed about the Middle Eas t situation as 
often as they d e s i r e .

The great powers eyed the c r i s i s war i ly . 
The U.S. a i r c r a f t c a r r i e r Intrepid, with 

78 jet f ighters aboard, s teamed southeast 
through the Red Sea on Thursday night on 
a voyage that threatened to r a i s e t e m p e r -
a tu re s in the c r i s i s . 

I s r a e l ' s official radio announced the 
Dayan appointment, Eshkol himself had 
held the Defense Ministry post . Dayan 
is par t of a minori ty spl inter group, in-
cluding Ben-Gurion, with whom he had 
worked on the lightning s t r ike that c a r r i e d 
I s rae l i t roops a c r o s s Egypt's Sinai Deser t 
to Suez in the 1956 c r i s i s . Eshkol heads 
the major i ty Mapai pa r ty . 

I s rae l i l eaders debated whether I s rae l 
should stand still while Egypt blockaded 
the Gulf of Aqaba or depend on i ts a l l ies , 
such as the United States , to work out a 
solution to the c r i s i s . 

Dayan's appointment could indicate the 
influence of those who sought action ra ther 
than waiting. 

The cabinet meet ings a lso resul ted in 
the appointment of Menahem Begin, leader 
of the Herut par ty opposition, as minis te r 
without portfol io. Another min is te r will 
be selected f rom the Libera l p a r t y . 

The decisions brought the Dayan and 
Ben-Gurion Rafi par ty , the Herut and the 
L i b e r a l s into the government It meant 
all but the Communis t s were represen ted 
in what amounted to a national govern-
ment. 

In the Red Sea, two Egyptian submar ines 
shadowed the U.S. c a r r i e r Intrepid as she 
sai led southeastward. 

resul t of that discussion was a r e c o m -
mendation that the council invite students 
at l eas t once a yea r to give fo rma l 
or in formal presenta t ions and for a 
question and answer pe r iod . But it did 
not recommend fo rmal m e m b e r s h i p . 

Recommended p rocedures fo r selection 
of the students fo r the faculty c o m m i t -
tees was not r evea led , nor is It known 
if they will be voting m e m b e r s . 

The commi t t ee ' s recommendat ions d i f -
f e r sharply f rom what was requested by 
an ASMSU commit tee which mgt with the 
Commit tee on Commit tees severa l t lmas 
s ince Apr i l . 

The students also asked for student 
part ic ipat ion according to t h e functions 
of the commi t t ee s . They asked for one 
ex-off ic io student m e m b e r of the In te r -
national P r o j e c t s Commit tee; one student 
board m e m b e r on the Student Affa i r s Com-
mit tee; combination of the student and 
faculty l ib rary commit tees ; a six to e ight -
man student advisory commit tee to the 
Educational Pol ic ies Commit tee ; equal 
representa t ion on the Curr icu lum C o m -
mi t t ee , and three ex-officio student m e m -
b e r s of the Faculty Affa i rs and Faculty 
Tenure Commit tees to meet only when 
questions per t inent to students were to 
be d i scussed . 

Selection p rocedures recommended by 
ASMSU ranged f rom petitioning to the 
student board to selection by college 
student advisory commi t t ee s . 

The recommendat ions of the Commit tee 
on Commit tees were p resen ted to the 
provost ear ly this week. Copies of the 
document have been sent to Academic 
Council m e m b e r s .

Student board abolishes 
ASMSU General Assembly

Tne ASMSU General Assembly was 
abolished Wednesday. 

The a s s e m b l y , originally Intended a s a 
communication link between the ASMSU 
Stud ent Board and s tudents , was begun 
fal l t e r m . 

It was abolished by student board at 

the i r meeting Wednesday night due to lack 
of student in teres t in the organisa t ion . 

P e t e El lswor th , v i c e - c h a i r m a n of 
ASMSU, and modera tor of the a s sembly , 
said it was the feeling of assembly m e m -
ber s that they should be given some power 
over student board o r e l se be abolished. 

The assembly could only make r e c o m -
mendations fo r board act ion, but could not 
initiate ac t ion . 

By precedent the v ice-cha i rman in t ro -
duced a t student board meet ings motions 
which the assembly d i scussed . 

The a s s e m b l y , which had a quorum only 
once in its t h r e e - y e a r h is tory , will be r e -
placed by open forum d i scuss ions , which 
can be attended by all Interested s tudents . 

At the s a m ; meeting the ASMSU c o m -
pensation commit tee declared that the p r e -
vious sess ion of student board had c o m -
mitted an unconstitutional act by cutting 
its compensat ion. The money was used to 
help sponsor the Winds of Change p r o g r a m . 

Under the constitution student board 

cannot change the amount of compensation 
it r e ce ives . 

To make up the needed funds the board 
used al l the money allocated for compensa-
tion next fa l l . An additional $89.20 f rom 
the genera l fund was also needed. 

Member s of the student board will r e -
ceive approximately $56 this t e r m . 

In its las t meeting of the t e r m , student 
board also decided to hold one of i ts 
regularly scheduled meetings in a d o r m i -
tory complex , instead of in the Student 
Services Bldg. The change of location will 
be t r ied on an experimental bas is and may 
be expanded if student in teres t Is s t rong . 

Since ASMSU needs off ice space and A WS 
is no£ a m e m b e r of e i ther the student 
board o r the cabinet , it was felt that AWS 
should be moved to a new locat ion. Al -
te rna te rooms In the basement of Student 
Serv ices and in the Union were suggested. 

Student board also decided to suspend 
meetings fo r s u m m e r t e r m but allocated 
$200 to continue some of its operat ions and 
internal funct ions . 

mari juana passed by a vote of 1,862 to 
1,279. 

The amendment on the Judiciary passed 
by a vote of 2,526 to 372. 

The WIC-Pan Hel proposal passed by a 
vote of 756 to 437. 

J i m Sink, head of the ASMSU mari juana 
study committee, said, "The r ;ul ts indi-
cate the s tar t of a generat rna l social 
movement in which students and student 
government should lead. 

"The next step Is to chan laws so that 
all can enjoy i ts benef i t s . " 

The $25 allocation was made by s t u -
dent board a month a _,o but was not 
actually spent, pending r e su l t s of T h u r s -
day's r e fe rendum. 

The question was put on the ballot 
a f te r Men's Halls Association (MHA) 
questioned the appropriat ion. 

Some m e m b e r s of MHA disapproved 
of the allocation because they fel t it was 
unconstitutional. Under the ASMSU con-
stitution student board may not spend 
money for political i s sues . 

Other m e m b e r s of MHA felt students 
did not support the allocation. 

The question on the reclass i f icat ion of 
mar i juana was placed on the ballot to 
de termine student feelings on the Intoxi-
cant . 

ASMSU established a fact-f inding c o m -
mit tee on mari juana ear ly this t e r m which 
sought student opinion and looked Into the 
medical and social implications of the 
d rug ' s use . 

ASMSU may establ ish a standing c o m -
mi t tee fall t e r m to support the legal iza-
tion of mar i juana . 

The Women's In te r - res idence Council 
(WlC)-Pan Hellenic (Pan Hel) amendment 
was initiated by WIC. 

The proposal sought to de termine If 
coeds felt the Associated Women's Stu-
dent (AWS) was a ma jo r governing group. 

Although the referendum did not spec i f i -
cally mention AWS it did state that WIC 
and Pan Hel shall have sole policy making 
powers over women 's regulat ions. 

The question on the All University Stu-
dent Judiciary was necessary to change 
the ASMSU Constitution to conform with the 
Academic F reedom Report . 

This amendment sought to change the 
p resen t judicial s t ruc tu re in two ways: 
by having a c l a s s requirement for Just ices 
and by abolishing automatic renomination 
of j u s t i ce s .

Repor t s of six of the seven subcom-
mit tees of the special Commit tee on 
Undergraduate Education (CUE) have been 
wri t ten and a r e now being discussed by 
the commit tee . 

CUE C h a i r m a n Arthur Adams said 
Thursday that he hoped a p re l iminary r e -
port f r o m the committee as a whole could 
be presented to Pres ident John A. Hannah 
by June 28. 

CUE has been meeting daily s ince the 
end of winter t e rm . Its 11 members were 
re l ieved of most or all of their teaching 
duties to concentrate on the study, which 
was requested by Hannah upon a r e c o m -
mendation by Provost Howard R. Neville 
las t fa l l . 

The commit tee divided into subcom-
mi t t ees in April ro study specific a r e a s . 
These a r e a s a r e : quality of teaching; 
genera l education; ma jo r cur r icu la ; the 
student body; enrollment, regis t ra t ion and 
academic advising; the academic c l imate ; 
a n d adminis t ra t ive organization, s t r u c -
ture , and budgeting. 

Adams said the commit tee will begin 
working full t ime next week, with the 
whole commit tee meeting in the mornings 
and the subcommit tees meeting each a f t e r -
noon. 

Hannah Instructed the commit tee to r e -
evaluate the purpose of undergraduate 
education, t r ends , and s t ruc tura l s t rengths 
and weaknesses . 

" I t is my hope that in a reasonable 
t i m e , " Hannah said, " t h i s commit tee 
may attempt to establ ish the p a r a m e t e r s 
of undergraduate education as they see 
them, fo rmula te a philosophic position 
with respec t to undergraduate education, 
and make specif ic recommendations to 
s t rengthen, to d i s ca rd , to reorganize , to 
emphasize , to l imit , to extend, or to 
take action In any other way they see 
f i t . " 

"What we want to do Is m e a s u r e the 
Universi ty—the s i tua t ion ," Adams said 
in April , " and to maintain a respec t fo r 
individualism and humani ty ." 

In the cou r se of the last four months, 
the commit tee has met with a number 
of deans, the Educational Policies Com-
mit tee , the ASMSU Academic Coordfii-

nating Commit tee , severa l student and 
faculty panels and student groups. The 
commit tee has held dinner meet ings with 
students, open hearings for faculty and 
students, and has compiled and computed 
a faculty quest ionnaire . 

Some 1,400 faculty quest ionnaires were 
sent out, Adams said and approximately 
500 w e r e re tu rned . P r o f e s s o r s w e r e asked 
such questions as what they were proud 
of at this Universi ty, what they felt were 
Its weakest points, how they would improve 
the general education, whether they felt 
t e a c h i n g was a s important o r m o r e 
important than r e s e a r c h a n d what t h e y 
would do to Improve academic advising. 

The facul ty ' s biggest concerns , Adams

The academic year 1966-
67 has been a memorable 
one for MSU. But it wasn't 
the " T i e of the Cen tury" 
with Notre Dame, or the 
paralyzing 24-inch snowfall 
in January that mark this 
year as important .

nately, weakened--a t leas t 
in sp i r i t . 

The original guaran tees of 
students ' r ights to a quality 
education were deleted in 
r e s p o n s e to faculty p r e s -
su re s and f e a r s . But the 
repor t r emains a landmark 
document of this yea r . 

As approved finally by the 
MSU Board of T rus t ee s on 
March 17, the document gives 
more autonomy to student 
o r g a n i z a t i o n s , more 
independence to student pub-
lications. It makes a s ta r t 
at c lar ifying the place and 
purpose of student r eco rds , 
and sets forth in print the 
explicit student role in ru le -
making. 

Despite w h a t has been 
called an essent ia l ly bland 
document, the f reedom r e -
por t ' s real meaning will be 
tested only by the spi r i t 
with which it is in te rpre ted .

And the hobby, the family, the job, and 
the house will soon rep lace the cur ren t 
ways In which we have talked away Involve-
ment . We have no t ime to become involved 
in that which does not direct ly concern 
and influence ourse lves . 

Oh, and the youthful exuberance, and op-
t imism and ideals will p a s s w l t h t i m e , with 
mor tgages , and with offspring. 

And poverty will be l i t t le concern to 
those of us who a r e comfortable as long 
as there Is a United Fund.

And society, with a patch here and a mend 
there , will go on, as long as most abdicate . 

Some cheered George Lincoln Rockwell 
In 1967 at MSU. What will these people be 
doing fo r his type ten y e a r s f r om now? 

I t ' s an old di lemma facing those of us 
that have come to a m a j o r juncture in our 
l ives such as we a r e now.

The commi t -
tee will finish investigation 
by this s u m m e r , and submit 
recommendat ions for broad 
changes by next fal l . 

CUE held a number of 
lively open hear ings for s tu-
dents and faculty ear ly this 
t e r m , to rece ive f i r s t -hand 
impres s ions of the things 
that a re wrong and right 
with this Universi ty . From 
improving the res idence hall 
a tmosphere , to continuing 
the exis tence of the Univer-
sity College, no question has 
been ei ther too la rge , or 
too smal l , for CUE'S at ten-
tion. 

Student committees 

C o m i n g a l s o o u t 
of N e v i l l e ' s November 
speech was a charge to the 
Committee pn Commit tees 
to s t a r t investigating the 
placement of students on fac -
u l t y standing commit tees . 

. "Students want to be heard 
in m a t t e r s of policy affect -
ing t h e m , " Neville said, 
"and they should be h e a r d . " 

In a para l le l move, in-
dependent advisory commit -
tees have been establ ished 
in var ious col leges and de-
pa r tmen t s for student eval-
uation and part icipation in 
c u r r i c u l u m and policy 
format ion . 

Successful innovations 

And even before the mul-
titude of commi t tees and in-
vest igat ions began this yea r , 
one of 1965's most s u c c e s s -
ful exper iments reaped new 
r e w a r d s . T h e "co l l ege -
within-a-uni v e r s i t y " con-
cept s ta r ted las t year with 
J u s t i n Morr i l l (JMC), a 
smal l school for the l ibera l 
a r t s , will be extended in 
1967. 

The creat ion on two new 
colleges was announced: Ly-
man J. Br iggs for the natu-

.Of student challenge 
ra l sc iences in October , and 
James A. Madison for the 
social sc iences in January . 
Both will follow in the JMC 
path next fal l , as one in-
novative response to the Uni-
ve r s i ty ' s p roblems that ap-
parently works. 

Provost Nevil le 's position 
on s tudents ' inf luencing poli-
cy seemed to be essent ia l ly 
that s tudents ' concerns can 
no longer be ignored in the 
modern educational p roces s . 

The record of student ac-
t ivism leaves no doubt. By 
that s tandard, students need 
and have earned a voice in 
determining the policy o f the 
Universi ty. 

Student activism 

W h e n three American 
Thought and Language in-
s t ruc to r s were f i red for r e a -
sons likely to remain de-
batable for some t ime, s tu-
dents protested with a s i t - in 
at Bessey Hall. 

F rom this p ro tes t sprang 
the United Students, a group 
which has gradually extended 
its concern f rom academic 
f reedom to include Eas t Lan-
sing p r i ce s , the Universi ty 
budget, and student pol i t ics . 

I n c r e a s i n g student ac-
t ivism was somet imes led 
and somet imes followed by 
ASMSU. Rebuffed in an at-
tempt to work for the en-
f ranchisement of 18-year-
olds, the board initiated p ro -
g r a m s to help students live 
with Eas t Lansing p r i ce s , 
sent i ts cha i rman to Wash-
ington to take par t in a 
dialog on Vietnam, and was 
ins t rumenta l , at l eas t , in 
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When the National Student 
Association was attacked for 
taking funds f rom the Cent ra l 
Intelligence Agency, ASMSU, 
perceiving the benef i t s of 
affil iation w o u l d remain 
w h e n t h e cont roversy de-
par ted , continued to p r e s s 
for membersh ip . 

ASMSU expands 

The second sess ion of the 
student board , though often 
cr i t ic ized for its method of 
operat ions , made g rea t gains 
in expanding the role of s tu-
dent government at MSU. 
And in i ts few shor t weeks 
of off ice since the election, 
the third sess ion has shown 
p romise of e x t e n d i n g i ts 
power and influence even ' 
f u r t he r . 

When an injury resul ted 
f rom a f ra te rn i ty hazing s e s -
sion ear ly winter t e r m , the 
I n t e r - F r a t e r n i t y Council 
acted swiftly and justly to 
deal with the problem in 
conjunction with the whole 
problem of pledge t r ea tment . 
In r e t ro spec t highly encour -
aging, the incident demon-
s t ra ted the Greek sys tem 
can and will put i ts own 
house in o r d e r . 

There can be l i t t le doubt 
MSU students have, over the 
year grown in in t e res t and 
part icipat ion in the a f fa i r s 
of the University community 
and the nation. Their activ-
ism a n d dedication will 
make their voice in the Uni-
v e r s i t y ' s policy a respected 
one and their position in k 

i ts councils well deserved .

overdue . T h e r e 
has b e e n d e s i r - B L A C K M A N 
able l iberal izat ion in our par ie ta l 
ru les ; we now have almost unlimited 
f reedom for the State News; pol icies 
regarding distribution of o ther s tu-
dent publications a r e only mildly, 
and reasonably , r e s t r i c t i ve . V i r -
tually unlimited f reedom to bring 
highly cont rovers ia l speakers t o 
campus now p reva i l s ,The Academic 
Freedom Report for students has 
c rea ted a more open cl imate within 
which sti l l f u r the r changes may o c -
c u r . 

Yet t h e ed i to r ia l s , special co l -
umns , and l e t t e r s to the editor which 
have appeared with such regulari ty 
this yea r in the State News have 
exhibited a quality of ex t reme bit-
t e r n e s s , se l f -ha te , s e l f - d e s t r u c -
t iveness , and contempt for the Uni-

vers i ty as to damage the mora le of 
those who work and study and teach 
h e r e . Verbal abuse of pol ic ies , 
p r a c t i c e s , and individuals have been 
nothing short of savage much of the 
t ime . 

Some students have at t imes e m -
ployed morally questionable a n d 
semi- legal techniques to achieve 
the i r goa ls . It Is t r i te to say i t , 
but it must be said: however d e s i r -
able a goal , if one uses immoral 
methods to achieve i t , he wins a hol-
low vic tory , for in the p rocess he 
has corrupted himself by the means 
he has used . 

In relat ions between Individuals, 
as in relat ions between nat ions, is 
It wise to use the ul t imatum, the 
demand, the deadline, the politics of 
confrontat ion, the insistence on total 
victory? Has our education r e i n -
forced juvenile beliefs in good guys 
and bad guys , in s imple answers to 
v e r y c o m p l i c a t e d problems? 
Granted that educational institutions 
a r e very conservat ive , the fact is 
that the faculty and the a d m i n i s t r a -
to r s of Michigan State have adapted 
to extraordinar i ly rapid change in 
commendable fashion. As a con-
sultant and examiner for the North 
Central Associat ion, the regional 
accredit ing agency, I visit many 
schools each y e a r , but I have seen 
nowhere a faculty and an admin i s t r a -
tion more understanding of changing 
t imes , changing needs , new student 
moods. Yet I have seen no l e t t e r s 
to the ed i to r , and no edi tor ia l s , with 
a kind o r understanding o r s y m -
pathetic word for the faculty and the 
a d m i n i s t r a t o r s . Is it only the most 
bi t ter voice, the most strident voice , 
that we a r e willing to listen to? 

Some of your r eade r s insist that 
there is no genuine personal concern 
h e r e , that they a r e all numbers

processed through IBM mach ines . l t 
is a convenient c l iche, and the re is 
no space here to refu te i t . But I will 
c i te one example . University College 
m a i n t a i n s four student advisory 
c e n t e r s , in Bessey, Wonders , Hub-
bard , and Brody. Any student, but 
e s p e c i a l l y f reshmen and sopho-
m o r e s , will find the re at all t i m e s , 
without p r i o r appointment, t ra ined 
adv i se r s who know every rule in the 
book and all academic requi rements 
eage r to help, patient in l is tening, 
ready to wri te l e t te r s and m a k e 
phone cal ls to straighten out the con -
fusions that so la rge a bureaucracy 
as this one must inevitably produce . 
These adv i se r s will cheerfully help 
every student with d rops , adds , r e -
pea t s , wa ive r s , ma jo r c h a n g e s , p r o -
g ram planning, and general advice 
and a s s i s t a n c e . Those who tell us 
so often about alienation and i m p e r -
sonality and student numbers and 
IBM machines and the loss of identity 

a r e talking about some rea l p r o b -
lems in the modern world, but they 
a r e not descr ibing the atti tude of 
most faculty and admin is t ra to rs t o -
ward students at Michigan State , 
e i ther in University College o r e l s e -
where in the Univers i ty . 

One grows weary of the o f t - r e -
peated asse r t ion that Michigan State 
has an anti- intel lectual c l ima t e ,The 
accusation is ra re ly made in a spi r i t 
that suggests that students a r e in-
volved in this m a t t e r . Ins tead, those 
who make the accusation c lear ly 
imply that the faculty and admin i -
s t r a t o r s a r e somehow respons ib le . 
Once again we confront a meaning-
less cliche which is both fa l se and 
damaging to the reputation of the 
Univers i ty . The faculty and admin i -
strat ion provide for a foreign fi lm 
s e r i e s , for a dramat ic s e r i e s of 
the highest profess ional s t andards , 
for a concer t - l ec tu re s e r i e s u n -
matched on any campus in this 

count ry , for a Provos t ' s s e r i e s of 
l e c t u r e r s , for special conferences 
and symposia and visiting l ec tu re r s 
on a lmost every conceivable topic. 
Indeed, t h e r e Is on this campus 
such enormously rich provision for 
the Intellectual and cultural l ife of 
the student that no student can even 
begin to attend all these events . 
The re may .be a n t i - I n t e l l e c t u a l 
s tudents , but there Is most c e r -
t a i n l y n o t a n an t i - I n t e l l e c tua l 
c l ima te . 

The most vicious personal at tacks 
this y e a r have been on Vice P r e s i -
dent fo r Special Pro jec ts Gordon Sa-
bine, F i r s t he is attacked for r e -
cruit ing bright students to the c a m -
pus . I hear no cr i t ic i sm of those 
who seek to recru i t bright faculty 
m e m b e r s of those who seek to a t -
t r ac t able a th le tes . Is there s o m e -
thing wrong in seeking bright s tu -
dents , in bringing to Michigan State 
unusually l a rge numbers of the best 

high school graduates in the country? 
Is not this a worthy way in which 
to strengthen the quality of the s tu -
dent body? 

Yet another attack on D r . Sabine 
has to do with the alleged juvenile 
nature of the summer orientation 
sess ions . It i s , of cour se , easy when 
one is a sophisticated uppe rc l a s s -
man to look back on these s u m m e r 
sess ions with amusement , to r e -
gard them as childish o r unneces -
s a r y . But it really will not do, a s 
some of your correspondents and 
columnists have suggested, to turn 
these summer meetings o v e r to 
high-level discussions of alienation 
and s imi la r subjec ts . The boy o r 
g i r l just out of high school, often 
away f rom home for the f i r s t t i m e , 
frightened and confused, wants to 
know his way around the campus , 
he wants to make a few f r i e n d s , 
but most of all he wants to learn 
about academic requi rements and 
m a j o r s and what he should sign up 
f o r . 

The American Council on Edu-
cation recently published an au tho r -
itative book called "An Assessment 
of Quality in Graduate Educat ion." 
The most distinguished univers i t ies 
in the country a r e he re rated by name 
and each depar tmant is given a p r e -
c i se numer ica l ra t ing . The d e p a r t -
ments at Michigan State , as e l s e -
where , vary in quality, but we come 
o u t pretty c o n s i s t e n t l y around 
number 21 — that i s , at the very 
top of the second group of 20. Such 
a rating may seem low to students 
who a r e accustomed to a football 
team generally among the top in 
the country. But only a few y e a r s 
ago, we would not have deserved 
to be included at a l l . Now, in about 
21st p lace , we a r e among the lead-

To the Editor: 

In his le t ter to the State New s, May 24, 
Mr . Joseph Werner wri tes , " the United 
States does not make the civilian pop-
ulation of Vietnam a del iberate target . 
American bombs and napalm a re never 
dumped s p e c i f i c a l l y o n t o civilian 
a r e a s . . . " Pe rhaps he would be in te r -
ested in the following brief quotes f rom 
the p r e s s : 

" . . . a mass ive toll is taken among 
civil ians by a r t i l l e ry and a i r c r a f t . The re 
a re es t imates that up to 5,000 casua l -
t i e s d i e each m o n t h , with 10,000 
wounded . . . After a battle, al l the dead 
other than allied t roops a r e counted as 
enemy, even women and children. 

From the Milwaukee Journal , 
Oct. 24, 1966 

"Observa t ions of medical faci l i t ies e s -
t imate six civilian casual t ies for each 
mil i tary casua l ty . The majori ty a r e ch i l -
dren . . . How can we so devastate a 
people whom we say we a r e aiding?"

"All the sampans and junks I saw were 
pockmarked with bullet holes.

John Gera s s i repor t ing f rom North 
Vietnam in "The New Republ ic ," 

March 4, 

"I cannot understand the bombing of 
Vinh Yen, an agr icul tura l center of 10,000 
some 65 miles northwest of Hanoi . . . 
U.S. planes had dropped 10 mother bombs 
car ry ing 300 f r a g m e n m i o n 'guava 'bombs, 
each with some 300 tiny pel le ts . . . there 
was absolutely nothing that could be m i s -
in terpre ted as a mil i tary t a rge t—jus t mud 
huts . . . The re were pel lets embedded in 
walls, in t r ees , in telegraph poles— and 
in hundreds of k i d s . " 

T h e s e quotes could be multiplied. If 
our Air Force boys a r e res t r i c t ing the i r 
f i r e to mil i tary t a rge t s as Mr . Werner 
says, then their aim must be te r r ib ly 
bad. 

Secre ta ry-Genera l U Thant once said 
that if the American people knew the 
truth, they would never support what 
their government was doing in Vietnam. 
I hope I have contributed a bit to the 
spread of this t ruth.

The ruling by Col. E a r l V. 
Brown, law of f ice r in the c o u r t -
mar t i a l of Army Capt . Howard 
B . Levy, apparently lef t Levy 
without a defense against cha rges 
of disobedience and disloyalty. 

Levy, 30, a Brooklyn,. N.Y. , 
dermato logis t , Is accused of r e -
fusing to obey o r d e r s to t ra in 
UJ5. S p e c i a l Forces medics 
headed f o r Vietnam and of p r o -
moting disloyalty and d i s a f f e c -
t ion. 

Col . Brown made his decision 
a s Levy ' s three-week-oid t r i a l 
neared its conclusion. 

In outlining how he Intends to 
cha rge the 10-member c o u r t -
mar t i a l panel of c a r e e r o f f i c e r s , 
Brown said disobedience of " a 
legal command" cannot be j u s -
tified " o n grounds of medical o r 
ethical be l i e f s . " 

Brown said he would amend 
his off icial charge to the m i l i -
tary tr ibunal If the defense can 

ci te legal c a s e s to convince him 
that medical ethics should be 
grounds fo r disobedience. 

Brown e a r l i e r r e fused to a d -
mit defense test imony to the e f -
fect that Levy ' s act ions and s t a t e -
m e n t s were jus t i f ied because 
Special Fo rces t roops w e r e c o m -
mitting war c r i m e s in Vie tnam. 
B r o w n said isolated c a s e s of 
a t roc i t i e s did not consti tute a 
mi l i ta ry pa t t e rn . 

Brown discussed his p r o s p e c -
tive charges at the conclusion of 
test imony with m e m b e r s of the 
high-ranking, c o u r t - m a r t i a l 
panel absent f r o m the F t . J a c k -
son cou r t room.

Brown said Levy need not have

U*>. units lost 313 men ki l led, 
2,616 wounded and 12 miss ing in 
action through the seven days 
f r o m May 21 to last Saturday 
midnight. 

In a l l , 2,216 of the enemy and 
554 of the i r a l l i es per ished in 
combat marked by sharp f igh t -
ing in and around the border 
demil i tar ized zone and in the 
cent ra l highlands. 

Operat ions over North Vie t -
nam in May cost the United 
States 36 warp lanes , th ree m o r e , 
than the previous high las t Ju ly . 
Some 27 Communist MKJ je t s 
a lso were shot down In dogflght-
ing during the month. The p r e -
vious record was nine in J a n u -
a r y . 

The s ta t i s t ics emphasized a 
warning In April by Gen. William 
C . Westmoreland, the U.S. Com-
mander In Vietnam, that bigger 
bat t les were just around the c o r -
n e r , The 2,941 American c a s u a l -
t ies exceeded the previous record 
of 2,650 set In the week of May 
14-20, though m o r e men—337— 
were killed in that week. 

In ground act ion, a t ank - sup -
ported detachment of 300 UJS. 
t roops killed 18 Communists in 
a huge underground f o r t r e s s on 
the cent ra l coast that was blasted 
open by a Navy rocket ship Wed-
nesday. Bombardments made a 
smouldering ru ins of t imbered 
bunkers and t r e n c h e s , 15 mi les 
southeast of the city of Quang 
NgaL, The bunkers were believed / 
designed to accommodate 500 o r 
m o r e enemy so ld ie r s . 

In Binh Dinh Prov ince , south 
of Quang Ngai , t roops of the U.S. 
1st Air Cavalry Division pursued 
remnants of a North Vietnamese 
company that they had flushed 
f r o m a s m a l l e r bunker sys tem 
Wednesday. The cava l rymen , 
backed by tanks and p lanes , s c a t -
te red the Red f o r c e and killed 77. 
Four Amer icans died in the a c -
t ion, and 35 were wounded. 

U.S. Mar ines won the battle of 
Hill 174 under way since Sunday 
while fighting below the d e m i l i -
tar ized zone lapsed Into sporadic t 
contact .

" T h e f t s f r om dorms a r e much 
lower than las t y e a r , but thef ts 
f r o m bookstores a r e slightly 
h ighe r , " Wiles sa id . 

"An organized 'group seems to 
be operat ing in the books tores . 
They seem to look for secur i ty 
weaknesses and then take not one , 
but severa l books ," he added. 

The University has pat ro lmen 
check the bookstore on campus 
d a i l y . When thef ts become a 
m a j o r p rob lem, police intensify 
the i r watch, according to Z u -
tau t . 

Stores a lso check ln-comlng 
books as poss ib le stolen I t ems . 
They check these books because 
most students steal books to r e -
sel l them, according to Wiles . 

" W e can only speculate what 
the reason Is for the genera l d e -
cline in book t he f t s , " Wiles sa id . 
" I t could be due to the extensive 
publicity the subject received 
last y e a r . "

During his th ree -yea r vars i ty 

football c a r e e r at MSU, Smith 
has played defensive end, tackle 
and middle guard and has been 
a consensus Ail-American for 
the past two seasons."He said he 
p r e f e r s playing in the inter ior 
defensive line. 

"Ba l t imore Coach Don Shula 
f ee l s he is quick enough off the 
line and is greatly impressed 
with his pass rush . He' l l p rob-
ably be using him a s a defen» 
sive t ack le , " Hulmes said.

The spor t s y e a r 1966-67 will 
probably be r emembered by mos t 
fans as the y e a r of the t i e . The 
enigma oi -the t*e game o r a 
t ie for a p lace In the Big Ten 
standings haunted Spartan squads 
al l yea r long. 

It was a yea r which was f r u s -
t ra t ing In many ways for MSU 
f a n s , but like al l the past y e a r s 
It had m o r e than Its sha re of e x -
ci tement and r e w a r d s . 

The football tea*n was the f i r s t 
athletic squad to fall to the t i e . 
Coach Duffy Daugherty 's t eam 
won nine s t ra ight games and 
Its second s t ra ight Big Ten t i t le 
before being tied by Notre Dame, 
10-10, In the much publicized 
" p o l l bowl ." 

For one week the United P r e s s 
International r a ted MSU the No . l 
team in the nat ion, but Notre 
Dame crushed Southern C a l i f o r -

nia the following weekend to take 
the mythical national champion-
ship. 

The two t eams shared the Mac-
Arthur Bowl award a s the best 
football t eams in the nation, and 
both placed a number of p layers 
on the All -America t e a m s . 

The socce r squad was also 
kept f rom a possible national 
championship by a t i e . 

G o i n g through the r egu la r 
season with 10 v ic tor ies and a 
t i e , the Spartans played Long 
Island to a 2 -2 standstil l in thf 
NCAA semi- f ina l s but lost on 
fewer co rne r k icks . 

The MSU c r o s s country team 
was 4 - 1 In dual m e e t s , losing 
to Minnesota and having a sched-
uled dual meet with eventual Big 
Ten winner Minnesota canceled 
d u e to s n o w . Coach Fran Dl t -
t r l c h ' s team went on to finish 
second in the Big Ten , third in the 
IC4A and 11th In t h e NCAA 
tournaments . 

MSU*s winter sports t e a m s 
kept up thewinn lngways tha twere 
the ru le In the fall and were not 
f r e e of the tie e i t he r . 

The Spartan basketball team 
won the i r f i r s t four games to 
c l imb into the top 10 In the national 
basketball ra t ings ear ly In t h e 
season . But they dropped th ree 
of the next four and were never 
ra ted again. 

C o a c h John Benington's 
cagers finished the season tying 
Indiana for the Big Ten champion-
ship, but couldn't play In t h e 
NCAA tournament since MSU had 
been to the tournament more r e -
cently (1959) than Indiana. 

The most successfu l team of 
the yea r for MSU turned out to be 
G r a d y Pen lnger ' s wrest l ing 
t eam, 
% The Spartan wres t l e r s went 
through an 11-meet dual schedule 
with only a loss to Michigan and 
a t ie with Oklahoma. They then 
walked away with both the Big 
Ten and NCAA t i t l e s . 

MSU had f ive individual Big 
Ten champions and two NCAA 
champions . Dale Anderson took 

the NCAA 137-pound t i t le and 
George Radman the 167 c rown. 

The hockey team nearly pulled 
a repeat pe r fo rmance of its 1965 
rags to r i ches NCAA champion-
ship c l imb b u t lost out In t h e 
s e m i - f i n a l s . The Spartans f in -
i s h e d thi rd n a t i o n a l l y a f t e r 
taking sixth place in the VVCHA 
( f i r s t In Big Ten competi t ion). 
The Spartans had a r eco rd of 16 
wins, 15 losses and one t i e . 

The swim team went 9 -1 in dual 
m e e t s , including a victory over 
a r c h - r i v a l Michigan, and then 
finished third In the Big Ten and 
eighth in the national champion-
ships . 

The Indoor t rack team went un -
d e f e a t e d in dual meet compe-
ti t ion, but relinquished Its Big 
Ten t i t le to Wisconsin and then 
failed to place in the nat ionals . 

The gymnast ics team took third 
place In the conference with a 5 -2 
season , and then placed fif th in 
the Mideast regional of the NCAA. 

MSU's f i r s t losing dual meet 
season by a winter sports team 
was turned in by the fencing team

T o see the easy going, un-
hurr ied attitude of Jeff Kreger 
you would hardly expect him to 
be one of the nat ion 's top scu l l -
e r s . 

But the MSU scu l l e r ' s att i tude 
q u i c k l y changes once on the 
water . 

"A scul ler t r i e s to achieve 
total exhaustion at the end of a 
r a c e , " he said, "but , this i s a 
goal that is very difficult to 
a ch i eve . " 

It i s by achieving total e x -
haustion that a scul ler knows 
he has planned and paced h im-
self in the r ace perfect ly , a c -

cording to Kreger . 
Many people confuse sculling 

with al l f o r m s of rowing, Kreger 
said. But, in sculling one man 

must manipulate two oa r s , or 
scu l l s . In sweep-rowing, one man 
cont ro ls only one oa r . 

Krege r , a senior math m a j o r 
f r om Wyandotte, became i n t e r -
ested in sculling through his 
fa ther and older b ro the r . Both 
a r e f o r m e r rowers , and h is f a -
ther coached rowing at Wyan-
dotte High School and the Wy-
andotte Boat Club. 

Since he s tar ted racing, K r e -
ger has won the Junior High 

School National Championship, 
in 1961; the Senior High School 

National Championships, in!962-
63; the Senior Single State R e -
gatta in 1946 and the Assoc ia -
tion Single Championship, the 
Canadian Henley Regatta in 1966. 

Krege r explained that in the 
U.S. the re a re two sculling d i -
visions: high school and club. 
The high school division is d i -
vided into the junior c lass , 17 
y e a r s - o f - a g e and younger, and 
the senior c lass , 19 y e a r s - o f -
age and younger. 

T h e club division is divided 
into the junior, in termediate and 
senior c l a s s e s . T h e s e c l a s s e s 

a r e determined by the weight 
of the par t ic ipants . In in te rna-
t ional 'competi t ion, there is only 
the heavyweight c l a s s . 

Krege r , who had rowed for 
the MSU Boat Clj ib 's e ight-man 
shell this season, is now t r a i n -
ing fo r the summer sculling s e a -
son. 

T h e season runs f rom ea r ly 
spring to late August, and K r e -
ger said he is looking forward 

to the Pan American T r i a l s in 
ear ly July and the North A m e r -
ican Championships l a t e r in the 
month. Also there a r e the nation-
al championships in ear ly August 
and the European Championship 
t r i a l s late in August. 

"My grea tes t competition will 
come f rom f o r m e r national and 
world champion Don Sparrow, a 
C o l u m b i a Univers i ty graduate 
s t u d e n t ; f o r m e r national 
c h a m p i o n Bill Maher f rom 
Grosse Pointe; J i m Storm, of 
Cal i fornia ; and Seymour C r o m -
well, of New York C i t y , " K r e -
ger said. 

K r e g e r i s 5-10 1/2 a n d 
weighs 170 pounds, which i s con-
s idered small for a scu l le r . 

' T h e scul ler should ideally 
be about 6-2 and weigh 190-195 

pounds , " Kreger said. 
Kreger hopes to offset h i s 

s i z e disadvantage through a 
s t renuous training p rogram that 
will enable him to reach a peak 
in endurance, conditioning, and 
technique.-

Kreger said he plans to row 
until he is 28 -yea r s -o ld . 

'T want to learn what my t rue 
potential i s , " he said. " I n r a c i n g 
you always have a goal to shoot 
fo r , and by putting out your g r e a t -
est possible effor t , you rece ive 
a - t remendous amount of s a t i s -
faction in shooting for that goa l , " 
he said.

During the Punic Wars , a t ime only slightly removed f rom 
the construct ion of the present MSU Auditorium, Cato the Elder 
would c l a s s every speech with the demand that Car thage be 
des t royed . Ca to ' s insis tence, if not his m e s s a g e , is sorely needed 
today; MSU must have a new audi tor ium. 

MSU must have a new auditorium because the present one 
is w o e f u l l y inadequate. T h e s t a g i n g f a c i l i t i e s for both the 
Auditorium and Fairchild a r e done in David Belasco P r imi t i ve , 
and the d ress ing faci l i t ies a r e a d i sgrace to a community of 
this s i ze . 

The house does not provide enough seats to handle popular 
en te r t a inments , and the acous t ics a r e so incredibly bad In spots 
that conductors rai l against them and d i rec to r s hang or ienta l r u g s 
at the back of the houses to offse t them. 

MSU must have a new auditorium because the p resen t one is 
an es thet ic chamber of h o r r o r s . The only comfor table seats in 
the house a r e in Wilson P a u l ' s of f ice , and Inside the inverted 
urinal p ro p e r a WPA decor p r e v a i l s . 

The auditorium is rarely t e m p e r a t e , with d ra f t s in the f ront 
sect ions and stifl ing fens of hot a i r in the r e a r sec t ions . The 
balcony was built for audiences under four feet in height, and fo r 
l i s t ene r s of lengths great and small the re a r e no r e f r e sh m en t 
faci l i t ies o ther than rare ly-working drinking fountains . 

MSU must have a new auditorium because its a r t i s t i c p r o g r e s s 
demands i t . In the last s e v e r a l y e a r s the University has shown 
that it is ready to discard i ts a r t i s t i c d iapers and to grow. Our 
music ians and thespians have hinted that they a r e finally ready 
to give productions of quality and consistent worth, but the re 
is no place f o r such productions to be given. 

MSU mus t have a new auditorium because such a projec t is in 
the best in te res t of the Univers i ty . Anyone who has observed 
MSU's growth has seen an amazing phoenix r i s e f rom the Mich-
igan wi lde rness , propelled by the e f fo r t s of the usual ly-pi l lor ied 
John Hannah, The president has lef t one bas ic a rea untouched, 
however, and MSU still l ingers in the cul tural s l u m s .

Regular fu l l - t ime students will 
probably not have the i r d ra f t 
s ta tus reviewed until next O c -
tober , according to Colonel W.J . , 
Meyers , deputy d i rec to r of the 
Michigan Selective Service S y s -
tem. 

Pending approval of new guide-
lines being developed by C o n -
g re s s , Michigan d ra f t boa rds 
have been directed to reopen 
only the c lass i f ica t ions of s tu -
dents who a r e not fu l l - t ime , who 
have left school o r who graduate 

th i s year , he said. 
Meyers said that he expects 

that the new dra f t law, now 
awaiting a conference c o m m i t -
tee between Senate and House 
of Represen ta t ives ve rs ions , 
would a l t e r student d e f e r m e n t s .

Graduate de fe rmen t s will be 
genera l ly tightened, with a n a -
tional advisory commit tee d e -
ciding which f ie lds of study a r e 
vital to the national defense , he 
said. 

T h e only action of the d ra f t 
boards for fu l l - t ime students this 
s u m m e r , at least in Michigan, 
will be to send them a s imple 
quest ionnaire , he said. 

According to R e g i s t r a r Horace 
C . King, MSU will still send 
c l a s s rankings this summer for 

those students who requested this 
action last fal l . 

National Selective Service 
guidelines now suggest that for 
continued draf t deferment , s tu -
dents should rank in the top 
half of their c l ass if f r e s h -
men, top two-thirds if sopho-
mores , and top t h r e e - q u a r t e r s 
if jun iors . 

Gradepoints neces sa ry fo r 
these rankings last yea r were 
2.29 for f r e shmen , 2.21 for sopho-
m o r e s , and 2.19 for juniors , a c -
cording to the r e g i s t r a r ' s off ice. 

C l a s s rankings a r e not r e -

ported for pa r t - t ime underg rad-
uate students o r graduate s tu-
dents. Undergraduate students 
a r e defined a s pa r t - t ime if they 
take l e s s than 12 c r ed i t s any of 
the t e r m s they a r e here . 

Meyers said that local boards 
have discre t ion to de termine the 
s ta tus of students who fall into 
the p a r t - t i m e class i f icat ion, but 
cautioned that such students were 
"ska t ing on thin I c e . " 

Meyer s added that, in genera l , 
d raf t inductions a r e seasonably 
higher in June and July, but that 
national quotas were somewhat 
lower than the las t six months 
of las t yea r . 

Later library hours asked 
The Honors College Student 

Board resolved Wednesday night 
that l i b ra ry hours be extended 
f r o m the p re sen t 11 p .m . closing 
t ime to 2 a . m . 

The board a l so recommended 
that hours be extended in a s i m i -
l a r manner at Conrad and Wil-
son L i b r a r i e s , and that these 
l i b r a r i e s remain open seven days 
a week. 

The proposal was p resen ted by 
the academic commit tee of the 
Honors College Student Board 
at a Joint meet ing of this y e a r ' s 
and next y e a r ' s boards .

T h e protest ing union wants to 
v>argain with the Univers i ty on 
job condi ons, wage r a t e s , and 
f r inge benef i t s , but MSU does 
not recognize the union. 

The t r ade union i s not par t 
of the Univers i ty ' s Labor Uni-

on 1585 of the American F e d -
era t ion of State, County, and 
Municipal employ»b which In-
cludes a lmos t al l o ther 1400Uni-
vers i ty employes . 

"We hope the pro tes t will let 
people know what 's happening 
and get the board of t r u s t e e s 
to open the i r eyes and take a c -
t ion , " Bob R o s s , Union 547 bus i -
ness m a n a g e r , sa id . 

If T r a d e Union 547 isn ' t r e c -
ognized by MSU, Ross continued, 
it may be neces sa ry to cease 
work and c lose the power plant 
down. 

According to Ross , the union 
has been recognized by the State 
Labor Mediation Board, but, he 
added, the Univers i ty does not 
feel that th is board has the a u -
thori ty to recognize T r a d e Union 
547. 

T h e c a s e has gone to the state 
Supreme Cour t where it is now 
pending.

Stapp 's pay was docked about $67 and he was 
demoted f r o m c lass E2 pr iva te to c lass E l . 

Bartholomew threatened to c l e a r the room of 
the seven d e m o n s t r a t o r s , who a r r ived here f rom 
New York on Wednesday night, but allowed them 
to remain a s he completed the cou r t -mar t i a l 
amid the chan t s . 

Leade r of the demons t r a to r s was Maryann 
Welssman, 29, who said she was national c o o r -
dinator fo r a group called Youth Against War and 
F a s c i s m . 

" Y o u r verd ic t is oneo f f ear ," Mrs,Welssman 

shouted a s Capt . Bartholomew declared Stapp 
guilty. " I n five minutes you walk out the re and 
de termine the fa te of mankind." 

Despite Bartholomew's shouted command for 
o r d e r in the r o o m , the chants continued: " T h e 
b r a s s is a tool. Wall Street ru les I Hg f i r m s get 
rich while GIs diel Stop the war in Vietnam,

Before the cour t -mar t i a l began, the demon-
s t r a t o r s passed out a mimeographed statement 
by Stapp declar ing his belief in the " r i g h t of 
revolutionary socia l ism to organize within the 
Army against Amer i ca ' s Imperia l is t war of 
aggress ion In Vie tnam." 

The cou r t -mar t i a l centered onStapp 's refusal 
to obey his commanding o f f i c e r ' s o rde r to open 
his footlocker May 9. The footlocker was 
spiashed open.

Senate for review, Adams said, 
and that sect ions could be r e -
f e r r ed to standing faculty c o m -
mi t tees . It could then be sent to 
the Academic Senate and the 
Academic Council for approval . 

Adams has pointed out that 
MSU is more sophisticated in i t s 
approach to educational problems 
than most col leges and un iver -
s i t i es . 

"Smal l col leges haven't even 
found the problem we insis t on 
f ight ing," he said. Too often 
they a r e concerned with p r o b -
lems more narrow in scope. 

" W e ' r e pre t ty well aware that 
there is a lot m o r e than academ-
i a , " Adams said. "But a l i t t le 
m o r e emphas is on academia 
wouldn't hurt th is p l ace . "

at the United Nations and e l s e -
where , though he acknowledged 
Indirectly that the U.S. bid fo r 
a fo rmal Security Council r e -
solution would not be the final 
answer . 

The United States has proposed 
a Security Council resolution 
asking all p a r t i e s to forego be l -
l igerency and to allow the dip-
lomatic breathing spell sought by 
Sec re ta ry -Genera l U Thant. 

"My own impress ion Is that 
the pr iva te talks in the co r r i do r s 
of the L'nitedNations will be m o r e 
important than some of the 
speeches made at the t ab le , " 
Rusk said. 

The s e c r e t a r y of s ta te declined 
to d iscuss with r e p o r t e r s the p o s -
sibility of any one-sided action by 
the United States . 

" I don't want to get into any 
question of uni lateral ac t ion , " 
he sa id . " T h i s Is a ma t t e r for the 
ent i re world communi ty . " 

McCloskey gave out this po l i -
cy s ta tement : " T h e fo rce of our 
effor t to solve the Middle East 
c r i s i s without hosti l i t ies is in 
the United Nations. We r e g a r d 
its responsibi l i t ies as essent ia l 
a n d fundamental a n d we a r e 
doing everything In our power to 
seek a fa i r and just outcome of 
the c r i s i s in that fo rum. 

" A s pa r t of that effort and In 
support of that policy we a r e 
supporting the Br i t i sh Initiative, 
which Foreign Minis ter George 
Brown announced yes terday 
(Wednesday). We a r e consulting 
with other mar i t ime powers as 
to their views on the Internation-
al cha rac te r of the Strait of Ti ran 
entrance to Aqaba Gulf . "

Hannah's s ignature needed f o r a 
policy change next fa l l e l imina t -
ing hours fo r sophomores , j u n -

Attempting to cor rec t ly imp le -
ment the Academic Freedom Re -
po r t , admin i s t r a to r s publicly 
stated that s tudents could view all 
the i r pe r sona l r e c o r d s , except 
those Intended to be confidential .

P ro t e s t failed to bring action 
last fal l when 1,100 par t ic ipants 
met one af ternoon at Bessey fo r 
an Orange H o r s e Rally demand-
ing r ea sons why three ATL in -
s t r u c t o r s , student f avor i t e s , 
were not being reh i red fo r next 
y e a r . 

In a s i t - in that lasted over 
Thanksgiving vacation fo r eight 
days and n ights , the vigil ended 
at Kellogg Cen te r , where the

Ira B. Baccus , d i r ec to r of the 
r e c o r d s divis ion, said that the 
only RA r e p o r t s st i l l In the f i les 
a r e those on students who have 
dropped out and have not been at 
MSU fo r a y e a r and a t e r m o r 
longer . These r eco rds a r e being 
removed m o r e slowly than the 
r e s t , but Baccus said he expects 

them to be out of the f i l e s " i n 
a few w e e k s . " 

He said that s ince the r e c o r d s 
were to be removed in two weeks , 
with May 20 as the deadl ine , 
pr ior i ty was given to taking out 
the r epor t s on presen t ly-enro l led 
s tudents .

Association of Universi t ies I s a 
r a t h e r exclusive club of the best 
univers i t ies in the country. It is 
extremely difficult to gain a d m i s -
s ion , and the re a r e only 40 m e m -
b e r s . How many of our students know 
that we were admitted a few y e a r s 
ago? 

i n i s is an Imperfect world; and 
this is an Imperfect univers i ty . But 
t he re a r e very genuine grounds f o r 
pr ide in Michigan State and fo r 
loyalty to I t . I hope that words like 
pr ide and loyalty a r e not so out of 
date that they a rouse laughter o r 
s c o r n . I believe they a r e impor tant , 
and I rea l ly do believe that most 
of our students feel the same way. 

Let me s a y , f inal ly, that few 
men a r e so pe r fec t that the i r l ives 
would bea r the kind of intensive 
scrutiny designed to elicit in fo r -

25th ann ive r sa ry was fu r the r 
recognized when the Senior Class 
Council requested him to be the 
June graduation speake r . 

The groaning board 

Fall t e r m , ASMSU voted to 
al locate $1,000 to support l o w e r -
ing the s ta te voting age . A s tu -
dent-Init iated petition called for 
a re ferendum In which the dec i -
sion was r e v e r s e d . Tne Univer -
sity of Michigan had allocated 
$1,000 to support the i s sue , but 
with 59 p e r cent of the students 
who voted opposed, MSU declined 
support . 

The second session of the AS-
MSU board turned over its re ins 
of controversy to a diversif ied 
third board , its membership in -
cluding l ibera l and radical c a m -
pus l e ade r s . 

The new board established a 
fact-f inding commit tee on m a r i -
juana which recently proposed 
creat ion of a standing commit tee 
to urge reclass i f ica t ion of m a r i -
juana as an intoxicant and r e -
legallzation of It with controls 
on its u s e . 

Olin Health Center medical 
d i rec to r D r . J a m e s S. Feur lg 
worked with the fact-f inding 
group at f i r s t , but l a t e r re fused 

to speak at the open hearings b e -
cause of " a d v e r s e national pub-
l ic i ty" fo r his comments . 

The ASMSU board attempted 
to encourage students to become 
" c i t i z e n s of the broader un ive r -
sity communi ty" by reaff i l ia t ing 
with the National Student A s s o -
ciation (NSA). Reaction resul ted 
in the passage of an amendment 
r e s t r i c t ing the board 's financial 
support of cer ta in political ac t iv -
it ies not di rect ly connected with 
the Univers i ty . 

Besides work of ASMSU's p r i c e 
study commit tee which sought 
to lower p r i c e s In the East L a n -
sing s t o r e s , ASMSU has spon-
sored the Varsi ty International 
Sales Association(VlSA)dlscount 
p rogram which makes var ious 
discounts available for VISA card 
holders In over 30 a rea s t o r e s . 

Shifting its focus f rom the local 
merchants to out-of-town v i s i -
t o r s , MSU staged three ac t iv i ty-
filled weekends. Homecoming, 
Li t t le S i s te r weekends. Pa ren t s 
Weekend and F a r m s r s Week a d d -
ed to the already crowded t ra f f i c 
condit ions. 

The parking ramp on Shaw 
Lane brought a few le t t e r s to the 
editor when students were d i s -
placed to make room for new 
faculty parking fo r the new off ice 
and c l a s s room buildings nea rby . 

E l sewhere , plans f o r a new 
graduate dorm and the building 
of Holden Hall Indicated the c o n -
tinued growth of the MSU student 
body—expected to hit 39,400next 
year—and construction of the new 
John A. Hannah Administrat ion 
Building gave evidence of an 
equally expanding cent ra l a d -
min is t ra t ion .
