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CLUE: The upper part of this stamp represents an island
possession of Great Britain; the central part was issued by a
country which became a republic in November, 1918; the
lower portion represents an island possession which lies north
of the Friendly islands.
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CLUE: Robert Louis Stevenson, the novelist, lived for some
time on the island represented by the upper part of this
stamp; an important city of the region represented by the
central part of this stamp is Port of Spain. The bottom part
of the stamp was issued by a nation once ruled by Emperor
Franz Josef.
