The czar and czarina of Russia made
a visit to Emperor William and Em-
press Augusta of Germany, at Berlin,
Breslau and Gorlitz. Great festivities
marked the occasion, including state
dinners, military reviews, ete. The
departure of the czar and czarina for
Kiel was marked by an enthusiastic
popular ovation. All of the German
princes § and the court officials awaited
jes at the station. On the
platform the czar and czarina bade
adjeu 1o the emperor and the German
princes and to the other distinguished
persons. The two empresses embraced

Pitlable Lot and Treatment of Bilind
Girts.

in China the subject knows no such
thing as liberty and the individual, who
fs but the fraction of the upit of so-
ciety, which is the family, knows no
rights as an individual, says the Balti-
more ‘Sun.” Thl§ being true, slavery is
the .necessary consequeuce. Human
beings are bought and sold as chattels
and quite frequently a childless man
buys a boy from poor pacents to save
his family from going out of existence,

A form of domestic slavery, in which
families of means buy slave-girls, is
very common here in Canton, and pur-
chasing them in early girihood for trom
$10 to $100, according to their beauty
and health, they work for.their own-
ers without wages until they are of a |
marriageable age, when they are eold
in marriage or disposed of for other
purposes, according to the price offered.

But there is a kind of slavery more
appalling still, ot which I desire espec-
fally to write—namely, the slavery of
blind girls. "Passing down the streets
of Canton at night my attention was
called.to numpers of blind girls from
14 to 18 years of age, dressed in ¥l
liant outer garments, with their faces
rouged and their hair ornamented
with flowers.
