Superintendents are not merely gar-
deners for large pieces of real estate.
Responsibility is to the game of golf as
a businessman. I have talked with
several of these businessmen during
the past two weeks, who are struggling
to keep local superintendent organiza-
tions alive. They believe that getting
together and discussing common prob-
lems will lead to solutions and that an
official organization will give a pro-
fessional image. Discussion of what
golfers like at various courses can lead
to adaptation at all courses, can lead
to pride in the area as a golfers’ haven,
can lead to a lot of talk about golf in
the area, can lead to a lot of new
golfers in the area.

New golfers are extremely impor-
tant to superintendents. Granted, new
courses are still being built, but the
numbers are beginning to taper off.
Competition for jobs is going to
become even stiffer. And when it
comes time to polish up the resume, it
helps to be able to say “I've been a
member of my turf association for x
number of years, have served onch
such and such committees.” In other
words, you've been involved and have
a visible expression showing that you

care.
Contrast that with only being able to

say “I'm not a member of any organi-
zation, don’t go to conferences, and
don't really do much of anything to
better myself, but hey!, I mean, I've
got a lot of experience.

The past experience can provide
useful reference for dealing with the
present or future, but it won't be done
as efficiently if you don’t know what
the most efficient, up-to-date method

is.
Being involved takes time and costs
