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usyness is a way of life for many 

of us. Ask someone how they’re 

doing, and there’s a good chance 

he or she will reply, “Busy!” 

I’m constantly amazed by 

the landscape and lawn care busi-

ness owners I’ve met who are running 

their companies, coaching kids’ sports 

teams, engaging with civic organiza-

tions, spending time on hobbies and 

more. I wonder how many of them do 

it, don’t appear to be frazzled and yet 

make room for a call with an editor of 

a trade magazine. Many of them seem 

to have all the time in the world. 

People like this are the exception. 

In fact, according to a 2015 Gallup sur-

vey on time stress, 61 percent of people 

who are employed say they don’t have 

time to do the things they want to do. 

The igure was also six in 10 for people 

who have children at home.

When it comes to time management, 

a cliché comes to mind. As most par-

ents have been told a time or two, “The 

days are long, but the years are short.”

Doesn’t that feel like the truth? And 

wouldn’t it be nice if you could ind a way 

to slow down time to make it feel like 

more of your time is spent off the clock?

That’s the premise of Laura 

Vanderkam’s book “Off the Clock: Feel 

Less Busy While Getting More Done.” 

Her approach isn’t like a typical pro-

ductivity book where the author simply 

shares what works for herself. She is a 

proponent of tracking your time in half 

hour increments and has been doing it 

for years, so she can’t simply make the 

excuse that she’s too busy to do X, Y or Z. 

Vanderkam is clearly a numbers 

person, calculating how many weeks 

she is likely to have left on this earth 

based on life expectancy data. 

“If I live to age 83.4, I have just 45 

more times to see the lowers bloom 

in the spring, and I will shufle off this 

mortal coil precisely as they bloom that 

45th time,” wrote the author, who was 

born in 1978. 

This horticulture example made me 

think of our readers—most of whom 

are men with a shorter life expectancy 

than her—who are well in tune with 

the ebbs and lows of growing seasons. 

In preparation for her book, 

Vanderkam conducted a time diary 

study by recruiting 900 people who are 

employed and have children at home. 

She surveyed them about their percep-

tion of time—whether they felt like 

they had enough time for the things 

they wanted to do. 

The results from the people who do 

believe they have enough time are inter-

esting and instructive. These people: 

⦁ Are mindful of their time, accept 

ownership for it and also relect on 

their lives;

⦁ Are adventurous, seeking rich expe-

riences that create memories; 

⦁ Edit out things that don’t add value 

to their lives—like constant phone 

checks;

⦁ Know how to linger in the present;

⦁ Spend their resources to maximize 

happiness and can cope with unpleas-

antness; 

⦁ Let go of perfection and seek steady 

progress; and 

⦁ Spend quality time with friends and 

family. 

I recommend this book to anyone 

looking to feel more fulilled and less 

frantic, which surveys show are the 

majority of us these days.

THE DETAILS The clients 
requested a backyard that their 
active family and friends could 
enjoy, with a pool located near 
the sun room, at least 90 feet of 
turf and colorful gardens in the 
front and back of the house.

While constructing the pool, 
the Fine Earth team found that 
the client’s property and several 
other properties drained into 
the area best suited for the pool. 

The team built a gentle turf 
swale above the pool, eficiently 
channeling the runoff, and 
installed additional drainage 
behind the pool wall and 
throughout the pool area. The 
pool also includes an elevated 
spa with a spillover waterfall 
that’s faced with natural stone. 
The stone continues along a 
retaining wall that holds back 
the grade above the pool. 

The rectangular patio lag-
stone and limestone border 
match stone features in the 
sun room and on the house. 
A stone ire pit completes the 
outdoor retreat.

The project earned Fine 
Earth Landscape a 2017 
Grand Award from the 
National Association of Land-
scape Professionals’ Awards of 
Excellence program.

ustomer reviews  

can make or break a  

company—but so can 

employee reviews, 

according to Maria Mayorga, 

director of sales at Coalmarch 

Productions, a digital market-

ing agency for service-based 

businesses.

“The reviews give social proof 

to people applying to a company 

that it’s a great place to work,” says 

Mayorga, who has been working 

with irms in the lawn and pest 

industry for more than ive years. 

“Millennials, especially, are look-

ing for social proof.” 

She suggests encouraging 

employees to post reviews on 

several platforms, especially 

Glassdoor, because those 

reviews are more likely to show 

up on the irst page of a Google 

search. The idea to encourage 

employee reviews came about 

when Mayorga was perusing her 

clients’ websites. 

She used to look at the websites 

from a potential customer’s per-

spective. However, when she heard 

her clients needed more employees 

just as much as new customers, 

she began browsing from a poten-

tial employee perspective.

“My advice is to think of every-

thing you’re doing for marketing 

and replace ‘customers’ with 

‘employees,’” Mayorga says. “The 

same methodologies will almost 

always apply.”

The irst step is requesting 

reviews from employees—partic-

ularly ones who are likely to leave 

positive reviews. 

While there’s no limit to the 

amount of reviews employees can 

generate, Mayorga cautions that 

the reviews must be genuine and 

not all posted at once. 

“You want to sprinkle them in 

over time,” she adds.

Reviews should discuss the 

work experience, beneits, man-

agement and hours.

While companies may incorpo-

rate incentives for employees  

generating reviews, Mayorga says 

it’s important that those incentives 

aren’t publicized anywhere online.

ttempts by some lawmakers 

to apply political solutions 

to questions of science is a 

disturbing trend impacting 

the green industry. In the 

U.S., we have a scientific, legal and 

administrative framework to evaluate 

pesticides for safety and effectiveness. 

Before the Environmental Protection 

Agency (EPA) grants or renews regis-

tration to a product, extensive research 

is conducted so we can be conident 

it will not have adverse effects on the 

environment, people or pets.  

Problems arise when politicians 

believe their personal political phi-

losophies are more important than 

the evaluation process. For example, 

the insecticide chlorpyrifos was once a 

mainstay in horticulture, but in 2000, 

manufacturers agreed to change the 

labeling to exclude uses in and around 

the home, including landscapes. 

Today, chlorpyrifos is a restricted-

use pesticide, mostly conined to agri-

culture. However, last year, Sen. Tom 

Udall (D-NM) joined other senators 

to block reauthorization of the EPA’s 

ability to collect fees from pesticide 

manufacturers to support the Ofice of 

Pesticide Programs. Sen. Udall’s ratio-

nale was that he disagreed with the 

EPA’s decision to evaluate chlorpyrifos 

just as it would any other pesticide. He 

was willing to hold hostage the evalu-

ation process until the EPA banned 

chlorpyrifos immediately.

Neonicotinoid insecticides are also  

under assault in many states. The active 

ingredient in Roundup, glyphosate, is 

similarly targeted. You may or may 

not use any of these products, but the 

tactics being used should be concern-

ing—eventually they’ll be coming for 

products that you rely upon.

It’s important to keep the  
following safety tips in mind 
when using a generator. 

Before using a generator, you need to be sure  

it’s fueled up. Remember:  

⦁ Never add gasoline when the unit is running or 

when the unit is warm.  

⦁ Don’t fill the tank all the way to the top. Leave an 

inch or two so the gas has room to expand when 

the generator heats up.  

⦁ If you spill fuel, clean it up immediately. 

⦁ Check the oil before you begin. If it’s low, fill it up. 

Before you start the generator, make sure it’s on 

flat, firm ground. Don’t use the generator indoors or 

in an unventilated location.  

Point the exhaust port away from houses, build-

ings and other structures. Always keep at least a 

1-meter gap between the generator and any build-

ings. Make sure all loads are removed from the 

generator if this is not the first use of the day.      

To start  

the generator, 

⦁ Open the fuel valve.  

⦁ Move the voltage selector switch to  

120 volts.

⦁ Put the ignition switch to the “run” position.  

⦁ Open the choke.  

⦁ Pull the starter cord.  

If you need to switch voltage selections, shut the 

generator off first. Make sure the main breaker is 

shut off, switch the voltages and turn the machine 

back on again.

ooler fall temperatures represent a battle cry 

to lawn care operators (LCOs) in the Southeast 

and the Transition Zone—it’s time to combat 

Poa annua.

Also known as annual bluegrass, Poa annua is a 

winter annual weed that features wide leaves and grows 

in small clumps. Though there are perennial types of Poa 

annua, in warm-season grasses in the Transition Zone and 

southward, Poa acts more like a true annual, germinating 

in early fall and spring, when temperatures fall below 70.

Once temperatures heat up in the summer, Poa annua 

dies off in warm-season turfgrasses, leaving behind un-

sightly brown voids.

Each Poa annua plant can produce 6,000 seeds, which can 

remain viable for six years and spread rapidly in a lawn through 

mowing or watering. It’s also known for its seedheads that are 

light green or white in color—very distinctive in a green lawn. 

Bayer Green Solutions Team Manager Laurence Mudge 

says that because Poa annua can germinate at different times 

“You need the right product, right rate and 

right timing,” Mudge says. “There’s a lot to 

consider when you’re designing a Poa weed 

control program.”

RESISTANCE HAPPENS

is spraying a single preemergent herbicide in 

the fall, according to Jim Brosnan, associate professor of 

weed science at the University of Tennessee. This applica-

tion typically occurs from September to November.

Brosnan warns that using only this strategy year in 

and year out can lead to strains of Poa be-

its mode of action. He has seen re-

sistance happen with dinitroaniline 

products, such as  prodiamine, used 

in Barricade and other preemergent 

turf herbicides. 

Rotating herbicides, as well as 

their modes of action, is the key to 

preventing resistance, he explains.

“Every turf manager should be aware 

of resistance, whether it’s lawn, golf or sports turf,” 

Brosnan says. “It’s human nature to ind something that 

works for you and to continue to use that.” 

He adds, “It’s like football, you can have the greatest run-

ning back of all time, but if you run on every down, eventu-

ally that plan is not going to work. If we do the same thing 

to treat Poa every year, eventually it’s going to break.”

An alternative strategy is to do nothing in the fall and use 

a postemergent product such as glyphosate to control Poa 

later, says Brosnan. For example, some lawn care operators 

opt to apply a postemergent in the spring in combination with 

a preemergent application that will cover their customers 

for crabgrass season, as well.

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This year, Brosnan has been recom-

mending mixed applications of a pre- 

and a postemergent with different modes 

of action—for example, something from 

the dinitroaniline  class of chemicals 

(Barricade) with an ALS inhibitor such 

as foramsulfuron (Revolver).

This mixture would be applied later, 

in mid-October to early November, 

rather than treating with a single pre-

emergent in September only. 

In this strategy, the postemergent 

can kill off Poa plants that have already 

emerged, and the preemergent will 

protect against future emerging plants.  

“I’ve got a pre- and a post-, so two 

modes of action that are going to help 

me from a resistance standpoint, and 

I’ve started my program later, so now 

I’ve got a higher probability of getting 

to April Poa free,” Brosnan adds.

Whatever your approach to controlling 

Poa, both Mudge and Brosnan encourage 

LCOs to speak with herbicide manufac-

turers and researchers to learn about the 

products they are spraying and formulate 

a plan to properly rotate herbicides. 

People often switch products and 

believe they’re avoiding resistance and 

keeping Poa at bay, Mudge says. 

“It might be a different product, dif-

ferent container, different company—

but the mode of action is the same,” he 

says. “Unless you’re rotating mode of ac-

tion, you’re not accomplishing anything.”

GETTING AHEAD OF POA 
“Poa is our No. 1 weed in the South-

east, along with crabgrass,” says Justin 

Brown, regional market leader of lawn 

care, Wayne’s Environmental Services.

The Birming-

ham, Ala.-based 

company treats 

more than 2,000 

says it’s fighting Poa 

in all of that acreage. 

Wayne’s Environmental does over $30 

million in revenue and provides 65 per-

cent pest/termite control and 35 percent 

lawn care to a mainly residential clientele. 

“Everybody wants a green yard dur-

ing the growing season and a brown 

yard with no green in it during the 

wintertime,” Brown says. “When Poa is 

in a yard in the wintertime, that’s not a 

good look for us or for any other lawn 

care company.”

Brown says that his company has 

found Specticle preemergent applica-

tions in the fall to be effective in ighting

Weapons in the herbicide resistance war
There are 252 species of weeds with reported herbicide resistance, 

including Poa annua, according to the International Survey of Herbicide 

Resistant Weeds.

That’s why the experts agree that switching not only products but also 

modes of action is essential. 

“Diversity is important for sustained success over time,” says Jim 

Brosnan, associate professor of weed science at the University of 

Tennessee. “If (LCOs) have properties that are having continual failure, 

get the plant tested.” 

If you suspect you’re dealing with herbicide resistance, Brosnan 

recommends sending in plant material to programs such as the University 

of Tennessee’s Weed Diagnostic Center. “The cost of doing that will 

certainly pay dividends in the long run to prevent failed applications from 

going out repeatedly,” he says.

The University of Tennessee’s Turfgrass and Ornamental Weed 

Science program also offers online resources to help create a more 

diverse herbicide strategy and avoid an herbicide resistance problem. 

These tools include an herbicide resistance guide, which color-codes 

pre- and postemergent products according to modes of action, and 

a tool that allows turfgrass managers to select the herbicide they last 

applied from a dropdown menu. The tool then provides a list of pre-, 

pre-/post- and postemergent herbicides with alternative modes of 

action from that product.

Poa. For spring preemergents, he rotates 

between dithiopyr (Dimension) and 

prodiamine products.

Regarding postemergent products, 

Brown says that in warmer weather, Poa 

postemergent control is usually apparent 

within 14 to 21 days, and in colder tempera-

tures, it takes possibly three to four weeks 

before yellowing is visible on the weeds.

Depending on the time of year and 

the severity of the Poa annua popula-

tion on a lawn, Brown says his company 

charges a cleanup fee and a one-year 

agreement to clear up extreme cases 

with postemergent products such as 

Celsius or Tribute Total.

“It puts us on a level playing ield, 

so we’re not incurring the cost of get-

ting the lawn looking good and then 

(the customer) going to someone else,” 

Brown says.

✓ Use LED lighting.

“Using LEDs instead of incan-

descent lighting, you’re probably 

using 90 percent less electricity, 

and you’re still achieving exactly 

the display you’re looking for. 

You’re also able to get longer life 

out of them.” —AA

✓ Start installing in October.

“The trend has been to let cus-

tomers know that it’s okay to start 

lighting earlier than right after 

Thanksgiving.” —AA

✓ Store each customer’s lights 

together in the original box.

“Most of our distributors continue 

to use the boxes that the lights 

come in, so they’re not sitting out 

in the elements. I’ve always sug-

gested to keep each client’s lights 

together instead of grouping by 

light product.” —JS

✓ Consider a franchise.

“(A franchise) will provide you with 

a professional-grade Christmas 

light that’ll hold up season after 

season and then train you how to 

estimate, install and remove it.” —JS

✓ Market early.

“We generally start marketing in 

September and really amp it up in 

October and November. Once you 

get through Halloween, people 

start thinking about Christmas 

and wanting to decorate.” —JS

✓ Invoice upfront.

“We always suggest our contractors 

invoice upfront so that it locks peo-

ple in for the install timeline, and then 

they know they’ve paid for installa-

tion, removal and storage.” —JS 

✓ Return at night for a quality 

control (QC) check.

“Our franchisees will install dur-

ing the day and go back in the 

evening and do a QC check as a 

drive-by to make sure something 

isn’t of. We also suggest sched-

uling two proactive maintenance 

visits.” —BS

✓ Target existing clients.

“You don’t have to go chasing  

new customers. The clients who 

trust you to mow their lawn and 

take care of their landscape will  

probably trust you to do their 

Christmas lights as well.” —JS

“Roof lighting can be very danger-

ous if you don’t wear the proper 

harnessing equipment and have 

the proper ladders. As long as 

you’re trained on what you’re 

installing, you should know your 

limitations.” —AA

Light for more than 90 days.

“We try to follow the 90-day 

code with our customers not to 

allow them to light for more than 

90 days.” —AA

Article 590 of the National 

Electric Code states that tempo-

rary electric power and lighting 

installations aren’t permitted for 

more than 90 days.

Use glue, screws or staples.

“If you use glue, screws or staples 

like you see in the “Christmas 

Vacation” movie, those things will 

cause damage to the house and 

the contractor is going to be on 

the hook for that.” —JS

Overload a section.

“You need to be smart about 

power consumption, so you’re not 

tripping people’s outlets.” —JS

Buy lights from the big box 

stores.

“A lot of people look for the cheap-

est product. But the power of this 

business is to reinstall (lighting at) 

a house year after year with the 

same materials. If you don’t have 

quality materials, you’ll ind your-

self running back to the store, you’ll 

be overworked with service calls 

and your quality will sufer.” —BS

Rush takedown.

“Going slow and being safe  

is absolutely vital. It’s also  

important to not just rip the  

lights of the house but to  

categorize them and put them 

away properly so that next year, 

you’re not trying to igure out  

the mess you made.” —JS

Use a minimalist approach.

“If you’re going to light the 

canopy of a tree and it takes 400 

lights, don’t try to get away with 

350 or 300 because the quality 

will sufer.” —BS

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ike LaPorte says it’s an exciting time for polli-

nator-friendly plants. The co-owner of Owl Run 

Nursery in Catlett, Va., located about 35 miles 

outside of Washington, D.C., says customers 

come to him speciically for Owl Run’s selec-

tion of native plants that attract pollinators such as bees, 

butterlies and birds. Plant propagators are also getting 

in on the action, he adds, as he inds new and improved 

species of pollinator plants to offer these eager customers. 

Owl Run is selling ive times more pollinator plants than 

it was just three years ago, LaPorte says.

“We are out in front of a lot of places in terms of polli-

nator gardens and things like that—we have seen sales of 

these plants increase massively,” he says. “The native move-

ment and the pollinator movement have really taken off.”

While Owl Run Nursery’s pollinator plant boom may not 

be the norm in all areas of the country, industry experts 

agree that awareness of and interest in pollinators and the 

plants that attract them is growing. Pollinator-friendly 

plants are species that attract bees, butterlies and birds, 

as well as lesser-known pollinators such as bats, beetles, 

moths and lies. According to the U.S. Fish & Wildlife Ser-

vice, these creatures help pollinate more than 75 percent 

of lowering plants and nearly 75 percent of food crops 

worldwide. But recent studies show that a growing number 

of pollinator species are headed towards extinction due to 

factors such as habitat loss, pesticide misuse and climate 

change, putting the world’s food supply and ecosystems 

at risk. Incorporating pollinator-friendly plants—such as 

aster, lantana, bee balm, milkweed, oregano and penste-

mon— into the landscape provides important habitats for 

pollinators to thrive. 

“There is a serious increase in search activity for 

pollinator-friendly plants on our site but not a signiicant 

increase in sales numbers yet,” says Michael Kwiatek, a 

data analyst at LandscapeHub, an online source for buying 

and selling plants and landscape materials. “People seem 

curious about it until they realize they don’t want bees on 

their roof garden or swarming about in their backyard. 

Lack of actual orders for these products conirms that it 

is just an interest at this time.”  

While perhaps not yet as popular among clients who 

prefer bee-free properties, LaPorte has seen a notable 

increase in developers incorporating pollinator gardens 

into their green spaces. Many of these developers install 

pollinator gardens as a step toward Leadership in Energy 

and Environmental Design certiication or for govern-

ment tax credits. Others realize these spaces may require 

less water, chemicals and maintenance than traditional 
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Pollinator-friendly landscape 
plants are beginning to grow in 
popularity as awareness about their 
importance rises.

HABITAT CREATION

alive and thriving.  



landscapes. Regardless of the reason, LaPorte says this is 

a positive step for the pollinator movement. 

“In the D.C. market, we are seeing green spaces on almost 

every building in the district,” he says. “The government is 

leading developers in that direction and that’s a good thing. 

The other good thing is people are getting used to seeing 

these gardens used in commercial settings, which may 

inspire them to do similar things on their own properties.”

Jody Shilan, president of landscape design company 

Jody Shilan Designs in Upper Saddle River, N.J., says that 

while he has not seen an increase in clients requesting 

pollinator-friendly plants, most customers are receptive to 

the idea once they learn about it. Shilan typically incorpo-

rates pollinator-friendly plants into his landscapes whether 

customers request them or not, because there are several 

species—such as purple conelower, veronica, salvia and 

butterly bush—that are colorful, low maintenance and 

low cost, which are the primary requests of most clients. 

Many are also deer-resistant. 

“The issues with bees, butterlies and other pollinators 

are not on most people’s radar,” Shilan says. “It’s up to us 

to introduce those ideas to our customers and educate 

them about it as opposed to waiting for them to ask about 

pollinator-friendly plants. Once they think about it and get 

an explanation of what is going on, they are excited about 

using that kind of plant material.”

Bernadette Mach, a recently graduated research assis-

for contractors to be mindful when 

it comes to choosing pollinator-

friendly plants because “they are not 

all created equal.” She emphasizes 

the beneits of pollinator-attractive 

woody plants that are not susceptible 

need to be treated with an abundance of 

chemicals. She says her lab likes the late-

blooming seven suns lower tree and a midseason-blooming 

native species of St. John’s wort, which are both beauti-

ful, pollinator-friendly plants that do not have any major 

known pest issues.  

“That way, you don’t run the risk of contaminating a 

food source, and the homeowner won’t have insects eating 

up all the leaves,” Mach says. “You have to use common 

sense when choosing a plant. Talk with someone who re-

ally knows what kind of landscape you’re dealing with and 

the factors that will affect the success of any plant, like soil 

type, wetness, drainage and pH levels.”

Mach adds that it’s a good idea for contractors to con-

sider the placement of pollinator plants, particularly for 

customers who are wary about the presence of bees. 

“These may not be the plants you necessarily want to put 

right by someone’s front door,” she says. “Take the land usage 

into account. Not everything in a yard has to provide pollinator 

resources. If there is a corner in the backyard where something 

bee-attractive would be beneicial, put it there.”

REMEMBER MAINTENANCE
Maintenance is also an important aspect of pollinator-

friendly gardens, which Shilan says is a good business  

opportunity for contractors. While pollinator gardens can be 

associated with having a “wild” appearance that may be off-

putting to some homeowners, Shilan says this doesn’t have to 

be the case. Pollinator gardens can be clean and manicured, 

and maintenance of them can be an additional service offer-

ing for contractors. Contractors can educate themselves on 

pollinator garden maintenance through community college 

courses, garden clubs, botanical garden programs, books 

and even YouTube videos, he adds. 

“If you have clean bed lines, then what is planted inside 

of the bed—whether it’s pruned or has a more organic feel 

to it—still looks organized and maintainable,” Shilan says. 

“Maintenance can provide reoccurring revenue and the 

opportunity for contractors to expand their businesses.”

LaPorte agrees. “The maintenance of pollinator-friendly 

gardens is an untapped industry, ready for someone to delve 

into and make it their niche,” he says. “But we are going to 

have to reeducate ourselves and sell our customers on some-

thing that looks completely different, moving away from 

perfectly manicured landscapes to a more natural look.”

By embracing pollinator-friendly plants and gardens, 

contractors can create attractive, low-maintenance land-

scapes for their customers that will make an important 

impact on the environment—a win-win for everyone.

“Having a multifunctional landscape can be a really de-

sirable thing,” Mach says. “Not only can contractors create 

a landscape that will look beautiful season after season, 

but it can also provide critical ecosystems and play a vital 

role in the day-to-day lives of pretty much everything that 

lives in the natural environment. We are trying to push 

the idea that, with careful thought, you can have it all.”

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hen Bruce Lively founded Blue Jay Lawn 

Care in 1982, offering irrigation services was 

not even on his radar. The company was little 

more than a grass mowing endeavor, run by 

a high school kid.  

That all changed for the London, Ontario-based company 

when Bruce Lively attended the Landscape Ontario trade 

show in 1986 and stumbled across a small back-corner booth 

showcasing Toro’s irrigation products.  

Bruce Lively’s startup irrigation project consisted of 

installing a system at his parents’ house. From then on, he 

was hooked, according to Trevor Lively, Bruce Lively’s son. 

“A week later, my grandmother came home, opened up the 

garage and found it full of irrigation pipe. At that point, she 

knew he was into something different,” Trevor Lively says.

The company oficially became Blue Jay Sprinkler Sys-

tems in 1986.

It currently employs three generations of the Lively Fam-

ily: Linda and Don Lively—Bruce Lively’s parents—serve as 

accounts manager and service support, respectively. Founder 

Bruce Lively is currently the president. Bruce Lively’s wife, 

Betsy Lively, is the sales and installs administrator. Trevor 

Lively and Brent Lively—Bruce Lively’s sons—hold roles as 

general manager and service technician, respectively. 

The company offers 85 percent irrigation and 15 percent 

lighting and drainage services to a 40 percent commercial, 

40 percent residential and 20 percent government clientele. 

It projects a $4.5 million annual revenue for 2018, up from 

$1.2 million in 2013, representing a 275 percent increase. 

A YOUNG APPRENTICE 
Trevor Lively took over as general manager in 2011—right 

before Blue Jay Sprinkler Systems began its upward growth 

trend.  He had worked his way up from technician and sales-

man before being promoted to general manager. 

From a young age, Trevor Lively knew he wanted a hand 

in the family business. He’d tag along with his father and 

grandfather on service calls, beginning at eight years old. 

At age 12, he accompanied his father to two different golf 

courses, where the pair performed irrigation work through-

out the entire summer.

“I was up at the crack of dawn, slugging away every day 

with (my dad). I loved it,” Trevor Lively says. 

He adds, “That was the summer that I knew this was 

my passion.” 

As he’s ascended through the company, Trevor Lively 

says his biggest challenge was proving himself to other crew 

members. 

“Being a young guy and the boss’s son, you don’t earn 

respect, you have to prove respect,” he says. “I really had to 

work hard and prove that as things got turned over to me, I 

would deliver and make things better.”  

GROWTH FACTORS 
To account for the 275 percent increase in growth over six 

years, Trevor Lively points to several underlying factors.

He says the company’s local landscaping partners have 

helped refer clients who may not have previously heard of 

Blue Jay Sprinkler Systems—or even considered irriga-

tion services.

In exchange, the landscaping part-

ner receives a commission, based on 

the type of work and how long they’ve 

been in a partnership with Blue Jay 

Sprinkler Systems. 

“For us, it’s incentivizing the land-

scapers to promote irrigation, but to 

their advantage, they don’t have to 

worry about the customer inappropri-

ately watering the landscape they just 

installed,” Trevor Lively says. “They get 

less warranty complaints about their 

work because it’s being taken care of 

by our irrigation system.” 

Each winter, Blue Jay Sprinkler 

Systems evaluates the landscapers it 

worked with throughout the previous 

season and chooses its partners for the 

next season from there. The company 

currently has about 25 landscaping 

partners across south-

west Ontario. 

“It’s not for every-

one,” Trevor Lively says. 

“But for our specific 

partners who we work 

really well with, we help 

grow one another’s businesses.” 

Trevor Lively also attributes the 

company’s growth to its budding on-

line presence, which has helped with 

Blue Jay Sprinkler Systems’ branding. 

“We’ve done a really good job of roll-

ing with the new times and making sure 

we’re continuing to be the front-runner 

in our marketing efforts,” he says. 

To help manage the digital marketing 

side, Blue Jay Sprinkler Systems hired 

a marketing company. 

Trevor Lively adds that while  

irrigation used to be a luxury item, the 

booming Toronto 

housing market 

and simultaneous 

upsurge in clients’ 

funds have made it easier for them to 

justify irrigation services. 

“Coming out of the recession, there’s 

just more funds to spend on luxury 

items,” he says. 

Rounding out the company’s success 

factors is its Blue Jay points system. 

Similar to a frequent lier miles program, 

Blue Jay points allows team members

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to earn points for receiving positive 

customer reviews, and demonstrating 

the company’s core values, which are: 

customers irst, humbly conident, in-

tegrity, reputation and persistence. The 

points can be exchanged to purchase gift 

cards, GoPros, iPads and more.  

“This has really helped our team 

grasp the importance of our core values 

and ensure they’re living them every 

day,” Trevor Lively says. “It’s also a great 

way to kick start a review discussion.”

BUMPY ROADS
Despite Blue Jay Sprinkler Systems’ 

rapid growth, the company has still had 

to confront its own set of challenges.

For example, the minimum wage 

in Ontario shot up from $11.60 to $14 

per hour. 

While Trevor Lively says his employ-

ees generally earn more than minimum 

wage, other expenses—such as gas—

have increased as a result of the new law. 

In turn, the company decided to 

raise its rates. 

“It’s been a juggling act the last 

couple of years, inding the balance of 

what we should charge, while ensuring 

we’re still producing the proits,” Trevor 

Lively says. 

To further combat these issues, the 

company installed a leadership team 

made up of Trevor Lively and the man-

ager of each department:  install, ofice, 

service and sales.

Blue Jay Sprinkler Systems also has 

enlisted the help of a business coach—

who was originally brought on to help 

with the transition of ownership from 

Bruce Lively to Trevor Lively. 

“The business coach has helped me 

grasp my role as general manager,” he 

says. “I’m not always looking at the big 

picture now. I can look at the little line 

items that can get out of control over a 

period of time.” 

Looking ahead, Trevor Lively says 

he hopes to keep growing the com-

pany to provide more opportunities 

for employees. He also would like to 

make sure the generation transition is 

as smooth as possible for the company 

when his grandparents and parents 

eventually retire. 

“I put a lot of pressure on myself to 

continue to hold on to the core values of 

our company,” he says. “I’ll also never 

inish learning. We need to continually 

be adapting and adjusting the way we 

do business because our clientele is 

always changing.”

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Networking, 
educational 

opportunities for 
landscape pros 
have expanded 

along with 
GIE+EXPO.

“I’ll see you in Louisville,” has 
become a common refrain 
for many landscape profes-
sionals and those who sell to 
and support them.

What’s the attraction to this north-

ern Kentucky town, otherwise known 

for the Derby and the Bourbon Trail? 

GIE+EXPO—the industry’s only 

national trade show, which has been 

growing at a clip for the last decade. 

The show has established itself as a 

hub for the industry, as new events—like 

Hardscape North America (HNA)—have 

co-located, its sponsoring associations 

have expanded their educational offer-

ings and contractor-driven gatherings 

have sprouted up. Indoor square footage 

has doubled since 2009 and participant 

growth has increased more than 50 per-

cent from about 16,500 in 2009 to 25,000 

projected this year. In 2017, there were 

more than 1,005 exhibits indoors and out, 

including 226 new exhibitors. The indoor 

show loor has averaged a nearly 9 percent 

increase in square feet per year since 2009. 

“We’ve struck upon a successful for-

mula, and the audiences—dealers, land-

scapers, hardscapers—

have responded,” says 

Kris Kiser, president 

and CEO of the Out-

door Power Equip-

ment Institute (OPEI). 

“Word is getting out 

Kris Kiser
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that the growth and the co-location of 

HNA has created a meaningful event. 

It’s not just a showcase. It’s not just 

education. You have the ability to see 

equipment indoors and try it outdoors. 

It’s more of a family reunion.” 

This year’s event takes place Oct. 

17-19 at the Kentucky Exposition Cen-

ter, which has been its home since 

2007. The show, which is managed 

by Sellers Expositions, is presented 

by OPEI, the Professional Grounds 

Management Society (PGMS) and the 

National Association of Landscape 

Professionals (NALP). HNA, an Inter-

locking Concrete Pavement Institute 

event, has co-located with GIE+EXPO 

since 2010. 

“It’s really become the 

show for the lawn and land-

scape industry,” says NALP 

CEO Sabeena Hickman. 

“Many exhibitors are get-

ting larger booth sizes and 

the partnership with the 

hardscape show has been 

growing. Sellers has done a 

really good job of working to unify 

all segments of the industry under 

one show.”

A look back
GIE+EXPO debuted in 2007 after the 

International Lawn, Garden & Power 

Equipment Expo (Expo) and the Green 

Industry Expo (GIE) agreed to merge 

Equipment Expo was histor-

ically a dealer show held in 

Louisville in July. GIE was 

a national conference and 

show for landscape and lawn 

by NALP (formerly the Profes-

sional Landcare Network) and 

PGMS. It moved locations year to year 

and was held in November. In the early 

2000s, OPEI moved Expo from July to 

October—within weeks of GIE—which 

presented challenges for manufactur-

ers exhibiting at both shows. Eventu-

ally, the two shows merged and agreed 

to stay in Louisville for several years. 
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SHOW TIME 
GIE+EXPO has

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Show management has incrementally 

expanded its stay there. Currently, 

GIE+EXPO is contracted to remain in 

Louisville through 2021 with talks to 

extend it to 2024. Louisville’s 20-acre 

outdoor demonstration area continues 

to be a main attraction that other con-

vention venues can’t match. It also has 

become a better host city over the last 

decade, Kiser adds, with a number of 

improvements made to downtown. 

“I’ve seen the conversation go 

from, ‘Ugh, Louisville,’ to ‘I’ll see you 

in Louisville,’” Hickman says. “The 

skepticism of going there every year 

has changed.” 

Evolution of the show
In addition to adding HNA in 2010, 

the show instituted Dealer Day in 

2012, which allowed outdoor power 

equipment dealers to access the 

indoor show loor a half day earlier 

than other attendees. 

As a result of the show’s growth, 

GIE+EXPO is implementing a new 

format this year, giving contractors 

an extra day on the loor. 

“We’ve heard the contractors ask-

ing for an additional day to visit exhib-

its and demo equipment,” Kiser says. 

“So, in 2018 we’re giving them access 

to the show loor on Wednesday.”

The indoor show loor will open 

exclusively for dealers, retailers and 

the media at noon on Oct. 17. Then, 

beginning at 3 p.m. and continuing 

Oct. 18-19, the entire industry has 

access to the exhibits. The outdoor 

demonstration area will be open 

Thursday and Friday. 

That’s good news for landscape con-

tractors like Naylor Taliaferro, owner 

of Clean Cut Lawn Care Services in 

Midlothian, Va., who looks forward to 

having more time on the trade show 

loor and at the outdoor demo. 

“GIE+EXPO is twofold,” he says. 

“It’s the best place to go look at every 

single piece of equipment out there. 

It’s a one-stop shop. The second thing 

is the networking aspect. It’s impos-

sible not to meet someone new, 

whether you’re sitting next to some-

one at lunch or in a class.”  

Access to all the equipment in 

one place at one time can’t be beat, 

says Taliaferro, who has attended the 

show to research stand-on mowers 

and aerators before.

“We all have dealers in our area, 

but we’d have to coordinate all those 

visits, and that’s a lot of work,” he 

says. “At GIE, you can try every single 

brand known to mankind in two days. 

It’s very eficient. It’s all there.”

GIE Rally surfaces  
as contractor-driven 
networking event

P
arallel to the growth of 

GIE+EXPO has been the advent 

of landscaper social media  

“inluencers”—owner-operators with 

thousands of subscribers on platforms 

like YouTube, Instagram and Twitter. 

Naylor Taliaferro, aka 

Lawn Care Rookie on 

YouTube, is one of 

these people. 

“Four years 

ago, I think, some-

body mentioned 

something about 

GIE+EXPO and how 

we should all go and 

meet up because it’s 

the biggest, baddest trade show in the 

industry,” he says. “That was the begin-

ning of the GIE Rally.” 

That year, a couple dozen people 

gathered at Pleasure Ridge Pizza in 

Louisville. The following year, about 50 

people were there. In 2016, after being 

promoted in a Facebook group Talia-

ferro created called “Road to GIE,” 150 

people showed up at the pizza place. 

“We couldn’t all it,” he says. “There 

was nowhere to park. It was craziness.”

Meanwhile, Taliaferro began con-

necting with several equipment manu-

facturers, thanks to social media. Echo 

was one of them. 

“The people from Echo came to 

Pleasure Ridge Pizza and they were like, 

‘You’re going to need a bigger boat. 

Maybe we can help you out,’” he said. 

And they did. Last year, Echo and a 

handful of other manufacturers were 

the oicial sponsors of the GIE Rally at 

the Louisville Mega Cavern, drawing 

300 people. 

“It’s all just the power of social media 

and people getting together in one loca-

tion just celebrating life and the green 

industry,” Taliaferro says, noting the Rally 

will be back at the Mega Cavern this year, 

expecting 300-plus. “It’s become a really 

good thing for our industry and our 

community. It’s becoming exponentially 

greater every year.” 

This year’s sponsors are Toro, Echo, 

Wright, Exmark, Scag, Stihl, Ferris, Sure-

Can, Wiebang, Husqvarna, John Deere 

and Gravely.

BUSINESS BASICS: PLANNING

y (ictitious) operations 

manager, Tom, just 

informed me he is leaving 

the company. I’m shocked. 

Tom is a good guy, and 

we have been investing in his devel-

opment and going out of our way 

to make him feel appreciated. He 

recently received a 12 percent raise, 

and, earlier this spring, we bought 

him a new truck. His announcement 

was completely unexpected. My team 

and I are scratching our heads trying 

to igure out what’s going on, and 

we’re nervously wondering who 

is going to be next. Tom was not a 

superstar, but we deinitely saw him 

as a building block. Now we are start-

ing over and it’s frustrating.  

Does this scenario hit home with 

you? Throughout my management 

career, I have witnessed this situa-

tion time and time again. In most of 

these cases, compensation is not a 

signiicant factor. I irmly believe—

and a great deal of research con-

irms—that other factors are much 

more signiicant than money when it 

comes to employee engagement and 

retention. For example, alignment 

with the company’s mission, values 

and receiving meaningful apprecia-

tion normally matter much more 

than compensation. But sometimes 

compensation is the determining 

factor, especially when it is perceived 

to be insuficient or unfair.

When people feel adequately com-

pensated, pay becomes a nonissue. 

But if there is any sense of perceived 

inequity in pay, it may become a seri-

ous issue because compensation is an 

expression of a person’s worth to the 

organization. It’s not the only expres-

sion of worth, but it’s an important 

one. Next-generation leaders and 

high-potential employees are often 

seeking validation from every angle. 

Their level of compensation needs to 

be in alignment with their expecta-

tions or you may convey the wrong 

message to them. 

In today’s talent war, you need to 

think of compensation differently than 

you have in the past. The traditional 

approach to compensation was to hire 

a person as low on the pay scale as 

possible, at whatever level the person 

was willing to accept, and then pro-

vide small, incremental annual raises, 

or slightly higher raises for promotions 

or additional responsibilities. The goal 

was to minimize payroll costs. This 

approach may have worked ine in  

the past, but it will not work going  

forward when a more important goal 

is to attract and retain talent.

A person with even a few years of 

experience is going to be valuable to 

your competitors—even more so for 

someone with three to ive years of 

experience. If your compensation  

system is not set up to reward your 

people for this rapid rise in market 

value, you have placed your employees  

in a position where the only way for 

them to realize their market value is to 

jump ship, even if they don’t want to.  

One of my large clients recently con-

ducted a wage study and found that 

it had a high level of loyalty among 

employees with more than 10 years of 

tenure. But the irm was having a ter-

rible time retaining employees within 

the ive- to 10-year range. After some 

analysis, the company realized one of 

the key factors was that its pay struc-

ture did not coincide with market value 

as these younger people gained great 

experience from years two to ive.  

If you haven’t looked at your 

compensation system recently, it 

may be time to do so. Consider the 

market value of your people at dif-

ferent ranges of experience. Updat-

ing your compensation program 

may result in a one-time adjust-

ment, which may be substantial. 

However, if it results in holding on 

to your high-potential people, the 

investment will be well worth it.

They say it’s not about the money. 

But sometimes it really is. Now 

is a good time to take the money 

issue out of the picture so you can 

focus on other areas of improving 

employee satisfaction, engagement 

and retention.

LET’S GROW

ave you ever noticed how some salespeople are 

quick to give a discount?  

I experienced this personally when shopping 

for a Mother’s Day gift for my wife. She hinted 

that she wanted a Le Creuset cast-iron cooking 

pot. I knew I’d better not buy it without her, so we went 

together to pick it out. When the owner told us the price, 

my wife simply asked if he could do any better, and the 

salesperson immediately defaulted to giving us a nice 

discount. I sort of felt sorry for the guy because I knew 

he gave away all of his net proit margin.

And yet, a better negotiator would have pushed back and 

tried to sell us on the value of this French blue enamel pot.

What is the underlying difference between these two 

types of salespeople?

Weak negotiators lack conidence and have lower self-

esteem. Deep down, they don’t feel quite worthy enough, 

and they fear losing the sale. The crockery salesperson 

even told us he was afraid of losing our business, which 

was crazy since we were already in the checkout line lug-

ging this 20-pound pot.

Strong negotiators, however, would have been better 

prepared to make the sale at list price. They would have 

irst sold themselves on the value of their own product 

and brand.

They would know that if they don’t make this par-

ticular sale to us, they would make the sale to someone 

else. Strong negotiators are not desperate; they believe 

that life is bountiful and that there’s always another 

opportunity right around the corner. These great sales-

people are highly optimistic about life. 

A great book on this topic, which I’m having all  

my peer group members read, is “Learned Optimism:  

How to Change Your Mind and Your Life” by Martin 

Seligman. I heard the author speak a few years back 

about the positive impact optimism has on the lives  

of soldiers with PTSD and anyone who needs resilience 

to thrive in his or her job. Seligman worked with  

the Army to help improve recovery from PTSD by  

showing people how to increase their optimism.  

God bless him.

Why is all this important? To run a proitable and 

thriving business, you need your salespeople to make 

sales that allow your company to win. If you underprice 

the work, you already have lost. No matter how hard your 

production people work, they likely will not be able to 

catch up and turn the job into a inancial win.

YOU HAVE TO AIM HIGH TO HIT HIGH
To sum it up, the best chance of achieving a inancial 

win is to have a strong negotiator making the sale. 

This requires salespeople to have an optimistic 

worldview, believe deeply in their own self-worth, 

regardless of what kind of day they are having, and  

be sold on your product before they set foot out of  

your ofice. (See the igure titled “The Psychology  

of Sales Success.”)

Back to the crockery salesperson, when we asked if 

he could do better, he should have looked at us with a 

big warm smile and reassured us that we were getting 

a great deal, that we would fall in love with this pot and 

cherish all the memories we would create cooking and 

eating great food. (Which we did—and do!)

If you think you can sell at a high margin—or if you 

think you can’t—you are probably right.

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ames Martin Associates 

(JMA), a landscape irm 

headquartered in Vernon 

Hills, Ill., has found a unique 

way to apply its in-house 

expertise to give back to the commu-

nity through“potting parties.” The 

company donates these parties to 

nonproits who can then auction them 

off to raise funds for their causes.

Over the last 15 years, the com-

pany has donated more than 120  

parties to local charities. Ashley 

Atkinson-Leon, JMA’s marketing 

manager, says the donation is valued 

at $600 per party for about 12 guests. 

Each potting party, held on-site 

at JMA, includes a guided tour of 

the company’s landscaped grounds 

with time for questions, a picnic-style 

lunch from a local deli and a hands-

on demonstration showing how to 

properly install plant material into 

pots. Guests then get to take home 

their newly potted lowers when the 

party is over.

The investment in these parties 

also includes all of the materials—

containers, lowers, fertilizer, gloves, 

water, rocks and soil. While the 

donated materials are relatively inex-

pensive, there’s the investment of time 

to consider. Besides the time spent 

coordinating parties, there’s also time 

spent hosting them. One of the com-

pany’s in-house landscape profession-

als, such as a landscape architect or 

horticulturist, will make him or herself 

available. Atkinson-Leon says guests 

are taught plant installation and plant 

care. Attendees also learn design tips, 

such as grouping plant colors and  

textures appro-

priately and how 

to ill the pot with 

soil in a way that 

allows roots to 

lourish. 

In terms of 

getting the word 

out about potting 

parties, Atkinson-

Leon says many JMA employees are 

already involved in leadership roles 

for multiple nonproits within the 

community, and offering potting par-

ties is a way the company can support 

the causes its employees believe in.

“We also offer the potting parties to 

nonproits that our clients work with,” 

Atkinson-Leon adds. “We often work 

with the same nonproits year after 

year, including the Winnetka Histori-

cal Society and the Maryville Crisis 

Nursery in the Chicagoland area. Our  

sister company, LID Landscapes in 

Boulder, Colo., also puts on potting 

parties for organizations like the 

Humane Society of Boulder and Boul-

der Health Community Ambassadors.” 

There have been few challenges 

running these parties over the years, 

Atkinson-Leon says; however, she 

advises having a backup space to host 

the gathering in case of bad weather. 

While JMA’s potting parties are typi-

cally held outside, under the pergola 

in the company’s gardens, they can be 

moved inside if necessary. 

Ultimately, the company sees 

these parties as a beneit for everyone 

involved. Atkinson-Leon calls them 

a “great educational learning experi-

ence for the community,” as guests 

walk away with a lot 

of knowledge that will 

help them tend to their 

plants at home. Plus, 

there’s the additional 

beneit of supporting a local cause—as 

well as supporting clients or employees 

who are invested in those causes.  

“We love that we get to support the 

nonproits that both our employees 

and our clients are passionate about—

and that we get to use our knowledge 

in horticulture to do it,” Atkinson-Leon 

says. “It’s a fun, rewarding way to give 

back to our local communities.”
