Agzin, on April 13th of this year, right here in ihis very theater, I thoughi the day had come when I _
heard 190 women, representing 75,800 Los Angeles Clubwomen, piedge themselves to organize and drive the -~
Reds oot of Bollywood., But within 30 days the woaith apd power and ruthiessness of Hoilvweod moved ageiast
this sincere movement of patriotic women, and by corrupting the weak and deceiving the saive, they tor- . =
pedoed  this potential erasade {rom wilhia.. ' .

That was when much of the noble work that was done by the 3dotion Picture Allianee was piven 12 body
biow, but theoughout it all 3 wes amazed —- zod inwardly proug -- ai the courage, the steadiasiness and _
patrictism of such well known pergonalities as Robert Tayior, {isorgse Murphy, Bob Monigomery and Adplphe
Menjou, in spite of muzgiss, strait jackets, leg irons and hanpdecfis, while in their secre: souls this stalwart
band of Hollywood satellifes said: ‘‘How long, oh, how long can America continue to he blinded by the
ireacherous, geceptive and coercive propaganda pearing out trom Stalin’s pals right here in Hollywond? 7

Then, on the night of Dotober 22nd, sxacily seven weeks ago, I was inspired fo do what T am Aoing tonighi.
My wite and I attended a lecture at the Wilshire Ebell Theater. We heard the most ihrilling, the most elo-
quent address cencerning the subject matter in hand, Up to that fime the mcat impressive adgdress 1 ever
heard on that subiect was Adolphe Menjou’'s statement at the hearing conticted by the Dongressional Com~
mitier on Un-American Activities in Washington on the 220d of October, 1847, but it remained for Myron €.
Fagan, just exaclly cpe year lafer, to give us the convincing composite which some ddy doubtiess will have
proved to be the most influential single experience in my entire life, Just s0 must the immortal Patrick
.. Henry have sounded o his listeners when he cried out: “Give me liberty, or give me. death.”’ I
