within the dorms and develop better information concern-

ing campus activities,

But the question is: what will Women's Inter-Dorm
Council represent if the new hoard handles problems with-

in the dorms?

The Ceuncil, at least in the past, has directed seven
activities incinding the Inter-Dorm Sing and Inter-Dorm
Dance each year, These would seem to require only the
appointment of chairmen and committees. From there the
activities are out of the Council's hands except for an oc-
casional pat on the back or reminder of what must be done.

Any all-college activities must be approved by the pres-

idents acting tor the dorms, not just by the Council,

.

Therefore, when a new all-college activity is introduced
to living units, each dorm president must
since the Inter-Dorm Council has no jurisdiction to act
except as an informant hody,

Campus Chest found this out recently when they went
to the Council with their plea for the setting of dorm
quotas and delayed in notifying the individual presidents,

It was to alleviate this problem that the new hoard
was set up. Now campus activities will have to notify
only the board and the present confusion of improper

contact with the dorms will be cleared up.

That idea sounds good. But in practice confusion might
still reign. Two groups organized to assist the same living
units are bound to run into the problems of overlapping

authorit

It might be a good idea for the organizers of the board
to look at the example set by the Inter-Fraternity Council
last year. They had a separate presidents group, too, but
the two are now combined sinee fraternity presidents are
repredentatives on 11,

Why not put the women's dorm presidents on the Inter.
Dorm Couneil? Then the purposes of both groups could
be accomplished by one,
