caster and editorial commentator
for Lansing radio station WILS,
seemingly has assumed the role.

protected from themselves." And
judg!ng"from these editorials, he
is this protector.
Apparently a conservative, the

commentator says MSU should not
allow speakers, seeking to over¬
throw the U.S. government, to ap¬
pear on campus. He insists that
students should not hear the
"line" of Communists because
we are not able to Judge and eval¬
uate the speakers' words and in¬
tentions. We can not see the dif¬
ference between right and wrong
--right and wrong as Runyon sees
it.

_Runyon criticized the Free

Press for its objections to the
Speakers Committee (see reprint
below). Besides being immature,
Runyon says, students haven't had
to suffer the misery of a war gen¬
erated by persons with opposing
ideals, such as the Nails or Com¬
munists. So we don't know what
it's like to have the American

Way threatened, thus we arehTt
as anxious to protect It.
Runyon is free today to express

his opinions, but he wants to deny
others this right.

We do not need to be protected
from these outside speakers car¬

rying Communist doctrine or oth¬
er "subversive" intentions. Nor
do we need to be protected from
ourselves. We need to be pro¬
tected from outside speakers,
such as Runyon, who want to deny
us and others of basic freedoms--
freedom of speech and academic
freedom, for example.

Look Who's Saying What
About Censorship!

The f o 11 o w i n g editorial ap¬
peared in the "Detroit Free
Fress" on Nov. 14:

"INTELLECTUAL freedom
stirred hopefully at Michigan
State University this week when
its censorship-of-speakers com¬
mittee asked to be dissolved.

"A university in a democratic
society is committed to freedom
of inquiry," the student-faculty
report explained. That ought to be
undebatable at a major state uni¬
versity, but East Lansing's cam¬
pus bears intellectual scars to
prove it isn't.

"The student government pres¬
ident and five other students are

now on strict disciplinary proba¬
tion because some speakers
showed up last month without
committee clearance."

"Campus organizations which
invited those speakers will be
disbanded if they again dare to

"Think of all the trouble
America might have been spared
if committees could have effec-
tivelyscreened speakers and ideas
over the years: 'that troublesome
group that wanted to louse up the
new Constitution with 10 amend¬
ments, that rail-splitter from Ill¬
inois who questioned the morals
of slave owners, those « inter¬
ventionists 'before World War II.
"If Americans can't be trusted

to distinguish good ideas from bad
when ideas are put forth for ex¬
amination, then it's time to aban¬
don the democratic theory.

In contrast to the view which I used to hold
about American students, they they don't study,
and that they don't care so much for their
lessons — This view I formulated after at¬

tending such American films as "Blackboard
Jungle." and "Bernadlne."

In contrast to that 1 found out that the stu¬
dents really put much emphasis on their studies.
"Business is business." They prepare their les¬
sons. They discuss and ask questions ir. a way
which proves that they really understand what
they are about.
More than that is their decent behavior In

the class and the good manners they manifest.
Everyone has the freedom to discuss and to

express viewpoints. But within that freedom
there Is a respect for others' viewpoints too.
It is in such situations where I began to feel
and touch the democratic spirit with the Amer¬
icans.
But there is a disturbing, or ratter annoying,

characteristic In the way they speak, which
sometimes spoils everything. That is the way
that some of them twist the words.

HOW A' YA?
"What, by gosh," — another American ex¬

pression which denotes exclamation — "are
those guys speaking about?" It is only babbling
which comes to your ears when a group of
Americans start to speak inthelr slang language.
They eat half of the work and reproduce the
second half in a semi-chewed manner, so that
it becomes difficult for you to get Che whole
meaning.
This "slangism" is quite often carried into

the classes, which makes it difficult sometimes
to the teacher to communicate widHjis students.
I really doubt if the Americans understand each
other with such a Babylonian-slang manner.

THE COEDS—EXPERT BICYCLISTS
What strikes a foreign student mostly is the

big number of coeds criss-crossing the campus
on their bikes. You can see them all around

pushing hard on their bikes to reach their
classes.
And what Is most interesting is that most of

those coeds are beautiful and'blond. 1 wonder if
this is their natural color? But it seems that
Americans prefer the blond. So there is no place
for the "brunettes"!
But isn't it a pity to see that beauty hanging

over a bike? Doesn't that distort the scenes
and diminish the glamour of our coeds?
