Regardless of what either government
thinks of it, immigration from the U.S,
to Canada to avoid the draft is likely to
continue until either the war in Vietnam
is over and or Canada establishes some
sort of extradition treaty with the UdS,.

And it doesn’'t look like either will
happen for quite a while,

Canada, opposed to U,S, policy in Viet=-
nam, considers extraditing draft dodgers
one way of supporting the U,S, position,
\lso, as a potentially rich country lacking
only the people to develop its enormous
natural resources, Canada considers col=
lege=educated young men to be a consider=
able asset to it country’'s growthe One
newspaper called the exodus of Amer-
icans ‘‘a brain drain in reverse,'’

Most Canadians are efther apathetic or
sympathetic to the draft dodgers’ plight.
A few Parliament members have sald
that they wanted them rounded up and
sent home, but these are only a few dis=

senting voices, in a general mood of
approval exhibited in newspaper editorials
and articles about the dodgerss Even
the Canadian equivalent of the American
Legion, the Royal Canadian Leglon, has
taken to stand on the issue, and ac-

cording to its leaders, doesn’t intend to.

An estimated 6,000=10,000 Americans
are in Canada nowe As the Vietnam war
drags on and more publicity is given to
immigration to Canda,the number is likely
to Ln_creax-.

Besides having no conscription of
soldiers, Canada has many advantages for
the potential immigrants Americansthere
point out such things as lower taxes and
lower cost of living, the potential and the

beauty of the country and ‘‘complete lack
of tension and pressure,'’’

Canada is indeed a splendid place to
live. The standard of living is closest
to that of the U,S, But there are dis~-
advantages to living there, particularly
for those who have immigrated in such d
drastic manner to avoid the draft,

First and foremost is that they can
never return to the U,S, without risking
a §$10,000 fine and up to 15 years fin
_I-ail.

Many men there and a lot of the men
who are planning to go say that they don't
care, that they don't particularly want to
return, Not ever being able to come to
the US. could be a minus factor for
Canadian firms who might want to hire
peoples

‘I don't care,’’ said one of the four
MSU men interviewed, ‘‘That’s partly
why we're going=-to ecscape from the
‘big business’ syndrome over here, All
I want to do is teache [ have no execu=
tive ambitions whatever,and not being able
to come back certainly won't inhibit me
from getting a good teaching job,'’

Those who are over there now also
point to incredibly well-organized anti=
draft organizations in Toronto, Montreal
and Vancouver that can help them get
into Canada and adjust to the Canadian
way of life.

As one New Yorker put {t, ‘‘Canada is
less like the UJS. than most Americans
think., But on the whole, the bad things
about Canada aren’t as bad, and the good
things are a lot better,'’

Canada offers freedom from draft for a price

Therefore it would seem that the ad=-
vantages of living in Canada are great
for those who do it legally and for those
who are willing to pay the price of never
being able to return to the U.S,

In an article for the New York Dally
News, one writer said, ‘‘Then, too, there
is the possibility that Canada, as a NATO
ally of the U.S,, could become involved
in a war that would be just as abhorrent
to the new breed of expatriates as the
current one in Vietham.,''

Until that day, however, it looks like
Canada will provide a sanctuary for Amer=

icans avoiding the draft--for a price, and

a great one.

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Johnson felt
time was right

for McNamara

WASHINGTON P == President John-
son was described Thursday as feeling
that the time has become favorable for
Secretary of Defense Robert S. Mc-
Namara's departure from the Pentagon.

That the President authorized the
placing of McNamara’'s name before World
Baank directors without informing him at
the time was confirmed by George
Christian, White House press secretarys
Christian said George D, Woods, the out-
going bank president, informed McNamara
*of the latter's nomination, but he did not
know whether this was before or after
it.was actually submitted.

McNamara and Johnson had discussed
the matter in mid=October, however, even
to the point of mulling over possible suc-
~essors to the Pentagon job.

McNamara associates outside the
Pentagon portray him as surprised hewas
being mustered out so quickly, But a
McNamara co-worker detected no sur=-
prise in McNamara's reactions the past
few days--in fact, found him more casual
and relaxed.

Based on the oificial statements aswell
as several confidential interviews, this is
how McNamara came to face the open
door:

On April 18, Woods invited McNamara
to lunch and asked whether McNamara
was interested in the bank post. Mc-
Namara said he was interested, that the
bank’s role in helping underdeveloped
countries and thus world stability at-
tracted him,

‘] emphasized to him, however--as I
have to at least 20 others in the past
two years--that I have never believed in
considering any future job before com-
pleting a current one, and that [ felt
deeply obligated to serve thepresident...
as. long as necessary,’”” McNamara said.

In mid-October Secretary of the
Treasury Henry H. Fowler told Johnson
it was time for the United States, which
traditionally puts up a president for the
World Bank, to present a nomination.

“Accordingly, I told Secretary Fowler

that 1 concurred in the submission of

Secretary McNamara's name to the board
of the World Ba nk . . .'’ the President

said,
McNamara: ‘*Abou! the middle of
October, I was informed by the

President that nominations to succeed Mre
Woods would soon have to be made and
he asked me if I was still interested « «'o
I answered in the affirmative, repeating,
however, that I would not leave the post
of secretary of defense until he felt he
could release me.,’’

Pass-no credit’ grades

under study by council

A ‘“pass-no credit’’ grading system for
courses outside a stident’s major isbeing
considered by a student grading subcom
mittee of the Educational Policies Com-
mittee (EPC).

Ths system represents one part of ai
extensive report on grading that EPC will
hopefully complete by the end of this term,
according to EPC Chairman Jack Kir
singer, associate chairman of the chemis
try department.

‘“First' we discusseda pass-fail system,
then an honors-pass-fail, and now it's the
pass-no credit,”’ C.R. St. Clair, chairman
of the faculty subcommittee said. St,Clair
said the committee’s work is subject to
approval by EPC,

The long-term study for the grading
system includes a faculty subcommittee
and a specially appointed four-member
ASMSU subcommittee, headed by Skip
Rudolph, Detroit junior.

Several principals in Wednesday's Stu-
dents for a Democratic Soclety (SDS)
rally agreed Thursday that it was some=
what because It raised an
important {ssue on the campuse.

Bertram Gargkoff, assistant professor
of psychology, and a speaker at the rally,
sald the purpose was to raise the question
of allowing military recruiters on campus.

He said he was disappointed by the lack

Students who received fee
reductions fall termunder MSU's
sliding tuition scale and who reg-
istered for fall term classes,
need not reapply for winter term
reductions.

According to Kermit H, Smith,
head of the Fee Determination
Office, virtually all of the fee
reductions for, fall term have
been completely processed, and
winter term applications are now
being sorted.

Under guidelines passed at the
October board of trustees meet~
ing, graduate students and stu-
dents with one or more brothers
or sisters attending MSU may
also receive fee reductions
beginning winter term.

Smith said that the same gen-
eral guidelines are being used
for graduate students asare used
for undergraduates, except that
fees range from $143 to $177 for
in-state residents, with inter-
mediate amounts based on one
per cent of parental incomes of
$14,300 to $17,700.

MAY PASSS IN '68
Tax rise ruled out tor '67 .

WASHINGTON ¥ -- President
Johnson's tax increase proposal
was ruled dead for 1967 Thurs-
day, but given a chance of enact-
ment next year=-provided the
administratior cuts spending
much deeper than it has yet pro-
posed.

The verdict was rendered by
Chairman Wilbur D. Mills of the
House Ways and Means Com-
mittee, which controls tax legis-
lation,

The administration submitted
a tax-economize package pro-
posing spending cuts estimated
1t $4.1 billion. Mills told admin-
istration spokesmen before his
committee that the econontizers
should be able to do $2 billion

or $3 billion better that that.
Such action, the Arkansas
Democrat said, ‘‘would enhance
the acceptance of a tax increase
by the American people.”’
Johnson is asking a 10 per
cent surcharge on individual and
corporate income taxes, with a
corporate tax speedup and main-
tenance of excise tax levels.
Together, these moves are es-
timated to produce $7.4 billion
additional revenue during the
rest of the present fiscal year.
Mills demanded assurances that
the government would not simply
step up spending to absorb it.
‘‘“Yes sir,”’ Budget Director
Charles L. Schultze replied. He
said he would have to make a

reservation only in case of a
presently wholly unforeseen ma-
jor stepup of the Southeast Asia
war,

Because the tax-economy
package would involve three
House committees--Ways and
Means for the tax aspects, Ap-
propriations for spending and
Government Operations for a
proposed long -range study of
government programs--it is im-
possible to complete action on it
this year, Mills said. _

As for completing the tax por-
tion under the jurisdiction of the
Ways and Means Committee,
Mills said, *“It would not be ab-
solutely impossible, but I doubt
the committee could do it."’

The sixth member-at=
large would be elected from all
unsupervised housing,

The motion, presented by Stu
Cohen, president of Armstrong
Hall, passed 7=4=3.

ASMSU's six members =at=
large are currently elected in an
all=University election with any
on campus or off campus stu-
dent who meets the qualifications
allowed to run. The proposed
amendment would mean the in=
dividual complexes would hold
their own elections.

‘““We're not opposed to
change,’”’ Bill Lukens, president
of MHA salid. ‘‘But the proposal
that has been presented has not
been thought out well enoughe

“‘There are many loopholes,”’

he noted. ‘‘If this proposed
amendment became part of the
constitution, it would necessi-
tate other constitutional changes
later, We are favoring one solid,
substantial proposal that will be
well thought out,”’

Lukens said that the proposed
amendment does not call for a
change in the recall system,
which requires an all=university
referendum in order to recall
someone, Therefore, if the pro=
posed amendment were in ef-
fect, an all-university referen=
dum would have to be run to re=
call a complex representative
elected only by lils complexe

“On the recent state tax I voted twice
against it and once for it,”" he said.
‘I just felt that not enough thought had
gone into implementing the tax.'’

He said that most of the legislators
are too quick to pass legislation without
studying the bills or considering problems
of implementation and finance. Geerlings
used the recent open housing proposal,
which he is against, as an example,

Pulling the bill out of his folder, Geer=-
lings pointed to one section'he had marked
and said:

‘‘Here is a section that would make
the state of Michigan the virtual financier
of many of the suits brought to court
under it. No one can estimate how much
this will cost.”’

He predicted a rash of suits if the bill
is passed in its present form, and said
it was another case of legislators pushing
for a. bill before all of its ramifications
were analyzed.

‘*There were some politicians and mem-
bers of the clergy who were demanding
that an open housing bill be passed before
one was even drawn up,’’ he said.

With regard to MSU, he said he was

Wy
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opposed to the graduated tuition plan
and hinted that it was being used as a
punishment of the state legislature for
not appropriating enough money.

““Sometimes it is hard to vote against
money for schools, but I feel that I'm
doing my job and am acting in the best
interest of my constituents by not voting
to spend money that isn't available,’’ he
said.

Geerlings brought out a questionnaire
to show the difficulties a legislator has
when it comes to allocating money for
education.

The question he pointed to read: ‘‘Are
you in favor of higher taxes for improve-
ment of education.,’”' Delete the words
“higher taxes for'’ and, Geerlings said,
you will get a much different response
to the question.

““The liberals are always pointing to
the things that need to be done, and saying
how negative the people are that oppose
them, but I think liberals ought to give
some consideration to cost, money avail=
able and administrative problems,’”’ he
said. ‘‘MSU has been well taken care
of.”

As for national politics, Geerlings said
that Richard Nixon is the best Republican
candidate so far for 1968, but that Nelson
Rockefeller will probably get the nomina-
tion. The big issue, he said, will be
city riots.

Even bigger than Vietnam?

1 think so,’’ he said. ‘‘People back in
my district, who weren’t even involved in
the riots, are demanding stronger police

Geerlings is a well-built, 30~year-old
former schoolteacher who gave up a job
as high school math teacher to run for
political office. He was defeated onceand
won in 1966,

Army ROTC scholarships and advanced ROTC pay of $50a
month are two ways MSU students can have financial aid while in
colleges Two=year ROTC scholarships are available to sophomores
who have completed two years of ROTC,

Supplementing this program {s a four-year ROTC scholarship,
but the student must apply while still in high school.

If the student has completed two years of ROTC and has been
accepted for enrollment in the ROTC advanced course, e may apply
for Army scholarships beginning Dec. 1. Completed applications
must be postmarked not later than Jan. 31, 1968,

‘*The ROTC scholarships cover tuition, books and laboratory
fees, plus, as a junior, the student receives an advanced ROTC pay
o $50 a month,’’ Capt.Gordon S, Steadman,University ROTC public
information officer said.

In addition, the ROTC student is paid $151.95a month for attend=-
ing a six=-week summer camp.

‘“The student is receiving a large sum of money, considering he's
glven $600 a year In just subsistence pay,’’ Steadman said.

Approximately 845 two-year Army ROTC scholarships will be
awarded to selected college students who have completed two years
of ROTC training for the 1968-1969 school year,

To be eligible for a two=year scholarship, applicants must be
under 23 years of age on June 30, 1968, and must be a cadet In good
standing in the second year of his ROTC training.

Selections of students for two=year scholarships are basedon his

academic record, his military studies and a subjective evaluation
by the professor of military science.

Army scholarships were authorized by the ROTC Vitalization Act
of 1964 to provide financial assistance to students interested in ob-
taining a regular officer's commission through the Army ROTC
programs

““At MSU there are 18 students on four-year Army ROTC scholar-
ships and nine students on two=year scholarships since the ROTC
Vitalization Act went into effect,’’ Steadman said.

Recipients of two-year scholarships will be selected from stu-
dents who have submitted applications to their profcssor of military

science., Applicants are then screened by a board consistin of
representatives of MSU faculty, members of the ROTC instruction

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European study offered

“‘Learning by immersion’’ {s
one way of describing a pro-
gram at MSU which offers stu=
dents a chance to study and live
in a foreign country while learn=
ing that country's language.

Administered by the American
Language and Educational Center
(AMLEC) in coordination with the
European Language and Educa-
tion Centres (ELEC), the pro=-
gram offers selected students
from across the country lan=
guage study programs for credit
and non-credit in French in
Paris and Lausanne; German at
Cologne; Italian at Florence, and
Spanish at Madrid and Barce=
lona.

To be eligible for the credit
program, a student must be in
good standing with his univer-
.;ir)' and have two years of col=
lege level study in the language
to be studieds In addition, two
letters of recommendation from
people qualified to evaluate his

study
grades
AMLEC.

For the non=credit courses
only one year of university lan-
guage study or two years of
high school language study is
required.

Fhe program runs for seven
weeks during the summer and this
year will include courses in polit-
ical science at London, Florence
and Lausanne and courses in
Humanities 241 and 242 at Lon=
don,

Instruction in the political
science and humanities courses
will be in English, but all other
programs will be conducted en-
tirely in the language being
studied.

““The purpose of the AMLEC
program is to give a student
an insight into how other people
live in the hope that he develops
a more mature understanding of
another culture and people, and
to work towards a complete mas-

and a transcript of his
must be submitted to

tery of the language being
studied,’’ explained Keith B,
Odle, director of AMLEC.

Except in Paris, where the
students will live in hotels, all
students will actually live and
eat with a European family, he
said.

The language programs will
include lectures on the political,
economic and social conditions
of the country.

“All credit courses will be
taught by MSU professors with
assistance from native person-
nel,”’ Odle said. ‘‘However,

the non-credit courses will be
taught entirely by native lec-
turers.’

‘‘Last year the AMLEC pro-
gram drew 257 students,’’ Odle
said, '‘with 104 of them coming
from MSU,"’

The cost for the seven week
program, which includes room
ahd board, round-trip air trans-
portation, all fees and two meals

a day will run between $800-
$900, he said.

Once a student is accepted he
will be sent information onpass-
ports, vaccinations, the country
he is going to, travel information
and travel andaccident insurance
application forms, Odle said.

The biggest problem is trying
to predict how the students will
react to a different environment,
he said. AMLEC emphasizes
that general conditions are not
as good as in this country, but
there is still no way of knowing
how a student will react until he
experiences the new
ment,

ster Don Ward said Thursday,
In the near future a formal struc-
ture may be set up.

“This has already happened
here in a non-structured way,"’
Ward said, ‘‘because our office
has been so besiegéd with this
kind of request.’’

The idea is spreading to othér
campuses as well,  he said, in
cluding the University of Chicago.

“l think the clergy is being
forced to evaluate the situation
and will have to take a stand,”’
Ward said.

The New York statement ex-
plicitly recognized the possibility
that some ministers might be
prosecuted as accomplices in
criminal proceedings and said:

“The chances arethatinvasion
of the sanctity of the mctorxl
counseling relationship will 1
be attempted, but if one mer u‘»er
of the clergy is singled out and
brought up on charges, we would
support and align ourselves with
him in a mutual bond of concern.”’

The New York clergymen de
clared that they were ‘‘deeply
distressed’’ because of the
failure recent attempts to
reform New York's extremely
conservative abortion law to
allow legal abortions in cases
of rape, incest and deformity of
the child.

“We affirm

of

that there is a
period during gestation when,
though there may be embryo
life in .the fetus, there is no
living child upon whom the crime
of murder can be committed,’’
they said.

‘“Therefore we pledge our-
selves as clergymen to a con-
tinuing effort to educate and in-
form the public to the end that
a more liberal abortion law in
this state and throughout the
nation be enacted,’’ they said.

A million a year

The ministers cited statistics
which show that over a million
women in the U.S, each year
must seek dangerous illegal
abortions because of presentU.S,
abortion laws, with the only al-
ternative being to have an un-

wanted, unloved, often deformed
child.

“‘Belief inthe sanctity of human
life certainly demands helpful-
ness and sympathy to women in
trouble and concern for living
children, many of whom today
are deprived of their mothers,
-who die following self-induced
abortions those performed
under medical standards,”’
they said.

Licensed doctors who perform
therapeutic abortions because
they are concerned for the patient
are not criminals, but are living
by the highest standards of re-
ligion and the Hippocratic oath,
they said.

“Therefore, belleving as
clergymen that there are higher
laws and moral obligations tran-
scending legal codes, we believe
that it is our pastoral responsi-
bility and religious duty to give
aid and assistance to all women
with problem pregnancies,’’ they
declared.

The New York clergymen also
pointed out that the largest per-
centage of abortion deaths occur
among married women from 35
to 39 years old who have five or
six children.

1,900,000, V. & /0000 live
births, with reliable statistics

being very hard to gather.

Journalist Lawrence Lader
writes, “The prohibitionsagainst
abortion are essentially a product
of Christian philosophy, for most
societies before the Catholic
Church included abortion intheir
basic framework of government
and morality.”’

In his book “Abortion,’’ Lader
describes some of the injuries
and deaths resulting from illegal
abortions,

A method involving the i{n-
jection of soap solution resulted
in 43 fatalities out of 77 cases,
for example. And one Boston
city hospital admits an average
of 600 suchcasesannually, Lader
found.

8,000 women per year qualify
for legal, hospital abortions,
which require only 15 or 20
minutes of surgery and rarely
keep the patient hospitalized
longer than overnight.

Catholic opposition is a major
factor in preventing the reform
of abortion laws, Lader said.
But Catholics comprise over 20
per cent of all abortion patients,
almost equal to theCatholic ratio
of 25 per cent in the total US,
population,

Richard Cardinal Cushing of
Boston has said, ‘‘Catholics do
not need the support of civil law
to be faithful to their own re-
ligious convictions and they do
not seek to impose by law their
moral views on other members
of society.’

Lader regards this statement
as a possible indication of a
softening of the Catholic position
on abortion. Meanwhile, he says,
the Protestant faiths are
becoming more and more con-
cerned about the welfare of the
woman as wéll as the rights of
the fetus,

“Our laws must not demand
that .conceptions be brought to
term without being equally con-
cerned about the child who is
born,”’ he said. ‘‘As crucial
as his right to be born is -his
welfare as a human being.”’
