BRICKSE CONMANDER

OF CIVIL WAR DEAD

"GEN.’DANIEL E. SICKLES.

New York—Gen. Sickles’ end came
..peacefully at 9:10 Sunday night in
his home .at No. 23 Fifth avenue.
