Everybody Is Buasy Figuring His |

Income to See If He'll Have
To Pay Uncle Sam.

With the due Gate for Income Taxes
only a few weeks away, the collection
of this far-reaching tax on 1918 in-
comes has started off with a bang.
Everybody is figuring income tax.

Payments and sworn statement$ of
income must reach Internal Revenue
offices on or before March 15, and there
are severe penalties for delinquency.

Residents of Michigan will make re-
turns and pay their taxes to James J.
Brady, Detroit, or to Emanuel J.
Doyle, Grand Rapids, Collectors of In-
ternal Revenue, or to any of the
deputy collectofs who are doing free

- advisory work on Income Tax. N

“Pay your Income Tax by March
15,” is the slogan of the Internal Rev-
enue Bureauw, which has sent every
avallable officer into the ficld to help
the public to understand the reqyire-
ments and to prepare the returns.”

Who Must Make Return,

1t is estimated that many thousands
of single and married persons in this
section of the Unted States who have
never before made annual returns are
required to do so this year.

Income tax returns must be made

" between now and March 15 by persons
who come under the following classifi-
cations: .

Any unmarried person whose 1918
net income was $1,000 or over. Wid-
‘ows and’ widowers, divorcees and rar-
ried persons who are living apart from
their husbands or wives, are for the
purposes of the Income Tax classed as
‘unmarried. .

Any married person living with wife
or husband whose 1918 net income was
$2,000 or over. The income of both
husband and wife must be considered,
together with- the earnings of minor

. children, if any. -

must get busy at once if peralties are
to be avoided . He should: secure a
blank Form 1040 A for reporting net
income up to $5,00), or Form 1040 .if
his net income exceeded that amount.

Torms a CoIrrect return can be prepared
at home. If a person needs advice or
aid, the Deputy Collectors in the field |
will furnish this without charge.

The new Revenue law places the In-
{ come Tax duty on citizens and resi-
dents. The Internal Revenue Bureau
is sending its men to work right with
the public to get the tax and the re-|
turns in. With active co-operation . -
every tax due March 15 will be paid
and every return required by law will
be in the Revenue offices on time.

The food to be
served will depend upon the time of
day. If it is dinner a more elabor-
ate menu will be needed than for
a luncheen or supper.

Try oot to use dishes for these
occasions for the daily menus, bu:
keep them just for the emergency.
Provided you are sure of preper re-
sults, it is fatal to one's peace of
mind to experiment on an wvnusual
dish. Keep in your closet or on the
emergency shelf such foods as shred-
ded codfish, sardines, canned salmon,
tuna, crab and clams, canned toma-
toes, soup, grated cheese. salad dress-
ing, preserves, dates, nuts and marsh-
mallows. This list conld be enlarged
indefinitely and other attractive
things may be added.

An omelet is a dish generally. well
liked; it may be preceded by a
cream of tomato soup, which is soon
prepared and followed by a potato
salad if one is fortunate enough to
have a few cold potatoes on hand, if
not, cook a few, cut in dice and-serve
in a cream sauce. A cup of tea with
a cookie or piece of cake and a dish
of preserves for dessert will make
a most satisfying meal.

The canned soup. of course, is
quickly reheated and saves preparing
one dish; a salad of the solid part
of the can of tomatoes with a bit
of salmon or tuna will make a fine
salad with a good dressing. A can
of pineapple "with marshmallows and
whipped cream with a tablespoonful
or two of salad dressing makes a
most delicious sweet salad, which
may be served with wafers, a cup of
cocoa or coffee as a dessert.

A pretty table, with a few “cn-
cooked dishes and a hearty welcome
will make a feast for any guest.

VARIETY OF PIE.

To prepare chicken pie cut a well
cleaned chicken into pieces, and place
in a saucepan, adding the
neck, giblets and the
skinned feet. To prepare
the feet, wash well, then
plunge them into boiling
water then dip in cold
water, when the outside
skin will be easily re-
moved. Add one cupful of
finely diced celery. one
large carrot cut in dice, two large
chopped onions, cook zll together until
the chicken is tender. Remove the
breast to cool and remove the meat.
Place the wings, legs and thighs in a
glass casserole and add the meat from
the breast, the other vegetables and
six quartered and parboiled potatoes.
Thicken the gravy with flour mixed
with cream or rich milk. cover with
baking powder biscuit dough after sea-
soning well and bake until brown.

Fruit Mince Pie.—Take one pound

each of raisins, dried penches, one-half |

pound of dried apricots. one pound of
prunes, one-half pound of candied
citron, orange and lemon peel shredded
fine; two quarts of cranberries. Put
all through the meat chopper using the
coarsest knife. Place in a preserving
kettle and add two and one-half pounds
of browa sugar and a cupful of any
canned fruit juice or water. Cook
slowly and carefully for one hour, then
cool and add five pounds of chopped
apple with the peeling left on. Add
one pound of suet chopped fine, one
pound of the seediess raisins, four
tablespoonfuls of cinnamon, one of
ginger, one of cloves, one of allspice
and one-half of nutmeg and one of salt.
Cover with one quart of cider boiled
ten minutes.. Mix thoroughly and can
bofling hot.

Mince From Preserves.—Take one
glass of spice grape jam, one pint jar
of cherries, free from juice, one pint
jar of peaches, sliced and strained.
one pint of plums, pits removed and
strained from the juice; one glassful
of quince preserves, one glassful of
apple butter, four quarts of chopped
apple, one cupful of chopped suet.
one pound of raisins, four ounces each
of candied lemon, citron and orange
peel shredded fine, two tahlespoonfuls
of cinnamon, one tablespoonrul of nut-
meg, one-half tablespoonful each of
cloves, allspice and ginger.

THRIFTY IDEAS FOR THE
HOUSEWIFE,

It is the accepted custom these
days to have as fancy a bread board
as one can afford and
use it on the table, cut-
ting the bread as it is
* needed. Serve smaller
portions; a whole slice
is often taken when half
is all that is eaten. In
spite of care there will
always be leftovers, but
not one crumb should be wasted. For
the crumbs and pieces which cannot
be served again if mixed with other
food, keep a small paper box and
scrape in all these bits for the birds;
there are many days in winter when
the sceds and all food are covered
with snow and a well-swept board
for a dining table for the birds, sprin-
kled with the waste which cannot be
eaten by the family, will make a feast
for the little feathered friends.

Tea Bread.—Take one cupful each
of milk and well-dried and rolled
bread crumbs, one egg, onehalf cup-
ful of corn syrup, one and one-fourth’
cupfuls of flour, three-fourths of a
cup of barley flour, four teaspoonfuls
of baking powder well sifted with the
flour, two teaspoonfuls of salt, three
tablespoonfuls of fat and one cupful
of raisins. Soften the crumbs in the
milk, add the beaten egg and syrup.
Sift together the flour, salt and bak-
ing powder, add the raisins, then mix
all together and beat well. Turn into
a well-.greased pan and allow it to
rise for twenty minutes. Bake in a
moderate oven -one-half hour. Nuts
may be substituted for half of the
raisins, . This recipe makes two small
loaves.

Bread Crumb Bread.—Take two
thirds of a cup of lakewarm water,
one cup of milk, one tablespoonful of
sugar. one and one-half teaspoonfuls
of salt, one and one-half tablespoon-
fuls of fat. one yeast cake, one and
two-thirds cupfuls of bread crumbs
and two and three-fourths cupfuls of
flour. Pour the scalded milk over the
fat, salt and sugar, add crumbs and
water, and softened yeast when cool
enough.  Add flopr . gradually and
knead ten minutgs,, Let rise until

TASTY DISHES.

Soup in various forms is an economy
not to be overlooked. A dish of hot
soup, though mnot
containing much
nutriment, will be
a good. beginning
for a light dinner,
making with a
good dessert a sat-
isfying meal. A
salad is always a
welcome dish, though not a necessity.
When simple and inexpensive a salad
adds to any meal, while a most elabo-
rate and expensive combination may
be served if the cost is not to be con-
sidered.

Date Custard Pie.—Rinse half a
pound of dares in cold water to cover
and remove the pits. Cut in quarters
and press through a puree sieve, add
the pulp to one pint of scalded milk
with two lightly beaten eggs and a
pinch of salt. Fill a deep plate lined
with pastry. dust with grated nut-
meg and bake as for custard pie.
Cannelon of Beef.—Take two pounds
of uncooked meat chopped fine. Meat
from the shoulder or chuck may be
used. Add two tablespoonfuls of sweet
fat, two egg rvolks or one egg: one-
fourth of a cup of bread crumbs; wo
teaspoonfuls of parsley and nutmeg to
taste. Mx all the ingredients and form
into a roll, place it wrapped in oiled
paper on a rack in a daking pan. Roast
in a hot oven for thirty minutes. When
done remove the paper, season well
with salt and pepper and place on 2
hot platter. Serve with brown sauce.

Rice and Pineapple Dessert.—With
a small amount of cooked rice and s
cupful or less of pineapple, if shredded
or crushed 2ll the better, a most dainty
dessert may be prepared. Mix the rice,
pineapple and sugar or honey to
sweeten, then fold in as much whipped
sweetened and flavored whipped cream
as the amount of rice will warrant,
Serve ir sherbet glasses with a cherry
for garnish. Dates, apricots, pears or
bananas may be used in place of the
pineapple.

A tablespoonful or two of cottage
cheese may be added to a salad dress
ng. or to the salad itself, improving
either.

ollskin and umbrella necessary.

GROWING OF SMALL FRUITS

Blackberries and Raspberries Most Do
sirable for Canning for Future
Consumption.

The growing of raspberries and
blackberries is not quite as easy a mat-
ter as the growing of strawberries, nor
is the fruit quite as popular. For use
on the table fresh the strawberry is
far and away the best fruit grown.
But for canning for future consump-
tion the raspberry and blackberry are
much to be preferred. For this rea-
son no farmer should be without them.

Fruits are absolutely necessary for
the maintenance of good health. The
farmer who does not supply an abun-
dance for every day of the year is in-
viting sickness, with its long train of
expense, care, Sorrow, and perhaps
death.

It is true tenant farmers, unless they
have a long tenure of the land, cannot
well afford to plant anything but straw-
berries. But men who live on their
own farms or have long leases, can
have no excuse for not growing all
classes of fruit saitable to the climate
in which they live. If they do not it
is pure negligence or-indifference to
the pleasure or health of those depend-
ent upon them.

Raspberries, both black and red; can
be grown in sbundance if care and
proper mapnagement are given, says a
writer in an exchange. Obtain plants
from the nursery. These are of only
a few months’ growth and are simply
the tip ends of the old stocks which
have taken root in case of the blacks,
and young sprouts in case of the reds.
It scarcely pays to attempt to reset
old stalks. | The new ones do not cost
much and are the only ones safe to
plant.

Put them in rows six or seven feet
apart and two feet in the row. You

will begin to get fruit the second year

and they are good for eight or ten

rears.

As the young shoots come up nip off

the end with the fingers at the height
of 15 to 18 inches. This causes them
to branch, supplying more bearing
wood.

Blackberries are grown and cared for
much the same as raspberries. How-
ever, they are much more susceptible
to injury from cold and drought. The
Snyder is really the only blackberry
that has wirthstood the winters of
northern Iilinois, and even that is fre-
quently injured. Heavy mulching will
carry it through dry spells and mature

fruit that sould be of little value with-

out it.
ARSENATE OF LIME AS SPRAY

May Be Used in All Situations Where
Paris Green Has Been Employed
for Pome Fruits.

{Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

Experiments thus far made by the
bureau of eptomology, TUnited States
department of agriculture, indicate
that arsenate of lime may be used in
all situations where paris green has
been employed. and that for pome
fruits (apple. pear, quince) it will
often be a satisfactory substitute for
arsenate of lead, the present cost of
which is much above normal, when
used with lime or fungicides contain-
ing lime.

Protection From Rodents.

In many sections of the country fruit
trees must be protected from mice and
rabbits during the winter. Otherwise
the trees are in danger of being gir-
dled, the rodents gnawing the bark f¢'
food.

Prune Each Year.

The young tree should be pruned
each year; at least one-third to one-
half of the preceding year’s growth
on the Himbs should he removed. This
will make the branches and trunk
stronger.

Game Bird Rulings.

Tnder the federal migratory bird
treaty act the sale of all migratory
game birds is prohibited throughout
the United States, except for scientific
or propagating purposes, or of water-
fowl raised on farms or preserves un
der proper permit from the secrtary
of agriculture.

In an effort “to put teeth inte t!fﬂ
dry laws”, Rep. Lynn J. Lewis, chair-
man of the house liguer commmeg.
has introduced the most drastic
amendments to the present prohibition
law of the state. The first amendmenE
makes possession or transporting of
any intoxicating liquid of any charac
ter illegal. Then follow provisions to
empower state officers to search any-
where they desire, except only in pri-
vate dwellings, for suspected quuc{.

Any and all baggage, whether grips,
suit cases, packages, or trunks may
be searched. So may trains, beats,
automobiles, wagone. railroad baggage
rooms, checking rooms and all sorts
of places where things are stored. It
the amendments are enacted into la?v
any person carrying liguor among his
| personal belongings in hand baggage
. or trunk will have the whole grip or
trunk seized and confiscated by the
state. Later the baggage may be sold
to the highest bidder at public auction,
so the owner weuld have to bid high-
est to get his baggage back, minus
the liguor which caused its confisca-
tion.

Automobiles, boats, wagons and the
horses or other animals drawing them,
also could be confiscated by the state
if any of the vehicles carried any
liquor. Cider and fruit juices that
are allowed to ferment in order to
make vinegar are exempted. Hotels,
clubs and other public or semi- pubiic
places are forbidden to have any
liquor on their premises for any pur-
pose.

Another bill by Rep. Lewis designs
'to raise the salaries of several of the
employes of the food and drug depart-
ment, the salary of the analyst being
placed at $2,000 per year; the four
chief inspectors. $2,000; and the other
inspectors, $1,800.

Rep. Brown has put in a bill to
have the state print all the text books
used in the public schools of the
state. Senator Millen has put in a
school bill to provide that a course
of physical educaticn be taught in the
public schools, under the supervision
of a director of physical training.
Senator Mayes wants all lawyers to
have at least two years of college
training in their profession before
they can be admitted to the bar. Still
anotber school bill introduced by Sen-
ator Millen would make October 21 a
school holiday to be known as “Carle-

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OPERATION OF GASOLINE ENGINE IS NOT
DIFFICULT IF INSTRUCTIONS ARE OBEYED

(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

The gas engine, a great labor saver
on thousands of farms on which sta-
tionary engines, trgctors, motor trucks
or automobiles are operated efficiently,
is also at times the cause of a great
waste of labor. Often large crews
hired to help with thrashing, hay bal-
ing, cutting ensilage, ete., draw full
wages for hours spent in idleness ow-
ing to inefficient handling of the en-
gine. A man frequently will spend
much more time and energy in start-
ing a gas engine to bump water for
stock, run a milking machine, or for
some other similar purpose, than
would be required to do the work by
hand. The time lost throughout the
country in this manper, enormous in
the aggregate, is to a great extent
preventable.
