Education — Michigun has 6,165
rural school districts with a stu-
dent enrollment of 367,908. 1t
has 108 urban districts with an
enrollment  of 581,832 Most
Rural teachers roveive {000 leas
per year than those teaching in
distrids which gunploy  superin
tendents. Rural schools conse-
qQuently are in a weak position Lo
compete for the bexter teaChers.
Io 1940 the annual turnover of
of teachers in districts less than
1,000 population was 37.2 pel
cent with 2 state average of 79
er cent

“There are “Vely 1éw  modern
school builidngs in the rural ar-
eas” “since 1918 only 700 new
school buildings have been con-
structed, although 1,300 have
eel modemized in recent years.”

Many districks are -not levying
28 mnrh rax for school purposes
as they can and should. In 1342
there were 847 districts which
levied less than four mills for
school “purposes. (A mill is one
dollar per $1,0u0 ussessed valua-
won.) A tolal of 114 districts lev-
ied seven mills or more. ”
