commissioner April 23, 1943

The Commissioner explained the
Highway Depertment still will
maintain supervision of the trunk-
line maintenance in Washtenaw
county and will require the road
commission to fuaintain  a high
standard of work. The State will
make available to the county such
rosd equipment as it may need to
carry out the additionai work in-
volved in the:- contract. The
county has indicated it will hire
auch additional emploves as may
be needed from the state main-
tenance organization whick will
he discontinued July 1.

Disposition ‘of the state main-
tenance garage in the county bas
has not been determined.

Commissioner Ziegler said Ce-
cartment engineers have investi-

guted the equipment and personnel
of the Washtenaw commission and
are satisfied it will be able to take
over the maintenance work on
the 125 miles of state trunklines
and do a good public service job
for both state and county. Tie
commission now  maintains 1.550
miles of county roads.

The Commissioner also declared
the move will result in a saving of
manpower, emiipment and monay

FARM BUREAU MEETING
Mr. und Mrs. Walter Frey en-
tertained the  Iron Creek  Com-
munity Farm Bureau at their
home Friday evening., June 14,
with  large attendance.

The, originul parity formula is
based on tho period from 1909 %o
1914. The parity price of what
the farmer has  to sell s deter-
mined by the cost of what he has
to buy, comparable to the amount
that product would have purchased
during the base period. In theory
then. the parity price is supposed
to advance automatically with the
vising - price of things which the
farmer must buy to carry on his
business. In practice this has not
worked out due to several reasons,
not the least of which is that
farm labor which was never
figured in the original . cost of
what the farmer has-to buy in-
creased 34577 over the wages paid
farm help during the period 1909-
1914, : B
However the OPA does not want
any revision in parity prices,
claiming it would raise retail food
prices 15%7 and ‘beget new drive
for wage increases. . ’
The general opinion of the group
last Friday evening was that the
increase in wames pzid  to form
labor should be figured in the
parity price for economic condi-
tiong on farms. S0 one way to
help avoid a depression is to main-
tain satizfactory income on farms.
