Hungary and Aus-
tria, which Russia hoped to win
over, voted overwhelmingly against
the Soviet In France the strong
Cofnmunist upsurge now has hit
the downgrade. Even in Yugoslavia,

Thus in
more distant France. there is more
pre-Soviet sentiment than in the ad-
