WASHINGTON. -- Most impor-
tant question facing every house-
wife on Monday morning—soap—
probably won't be golved for some
dme. This is bad news, but it's
hard to get around.

There are two main reasons
for the soap shortage, one of them
unavoidable, the other avoidable—
provided the government had been
tough enough with industry.

First reacon is the loss of coco-
nut trees in'the Philippines and the
war-torn South Pacific.  Whereas
coconut il and copra used to be a
glut on the market, many trees
were destroyed in the Philippines,
in the Solomezs and wherever fight-
ing occurred. There are still pienty
of trees left, but it takes time to get
neglected plantations going -again
and General MacArthur at first re-
fused to l=t Philippine ¢ivilians re-
turn to some cf these areas.
