Hit or Miss

This is the time of year when
the river Raisin receives its
annual  publicity in  the
newspapers along its course.
Most any spring one may see
headings stating that “The Raisin
is Rising”. Most of the time these
reports come from the Monroe
area along with reports of other
risings on the part of Lake St.
Clair and other rivers which flow
into Lake Huron and Erie.
However things this year haven't
been near so bad as yet as they
have beer in many former years.

Fiooding of areas along the
river at Biissfield and Dundee and
on down to Monroe is quite
common on ihis river which is
historical, scenic and colorful for
much of its path through south-
western Washtenaw and across

Lenawee County and Morroe
County on its way to Lake Erie.
It drains more ihan a thousand
miles in its travels. Its source is
near the Norvell miilpond west of
Manchester and then it meanders
through Manchester and to
Clinton, Tecumseh, Blissfield, and
Dundee and by the time it reaches
Lake Erie it has become quite a
sizable river.

Much history was enacted on
the river's banks. Its banks are
the site of an almost forgotten
massecre of the War of 1812
which one historian tells us had a
death toll greater than that
sustained by, some hundred years
later, the troops under Gen.
George Custer at the famous
Battle of the Little Big Horn.

Another question often raised
by historians of the area is why is

AAA Michigan recommends
those interested in any events
listed on its guide to call ahead for
details. “A 30-mile route might
not seen: too ambitious until it is
discovered that it is mostiy hilly
terrain,” said Zwick.

Some events also have
restrictions. Children under 12,
for example, cannot participate in
the races.

“Befors beginning any fitness
program, persons shouid have a
medical evaluation or clearance
from a physician,” said Zwick.
“And, once they have an OK,
individuals should dress properly
and warm up &cst for the
maximum benefits.”
