Voice Library CD-R Labeling Methods

Option 1:  A one-to-one correlation of VVL call number to CD places only one call number item on a CD.  Has advantage of matching label of CD to VVL call number.

Items could be archived immediately after segmentation.

Has disadvantage of inefficient use of CDs and shelf space.

Option 2: Grouping VVL items onto a single CD by ascension numbers.  

This option would better utilize storage space of CD and shelf space.

CDs could be labeled with VVL number series.  Exp: 00001-00010

Disadvantage: would create random grouping of items.  Some items residing on CD would have no relationship to one another. May create some delays before a given CD can be filled with all items within a series awaiting segmentation.

Option 3: Grouping of items by genre.  Would require unique labeling of CD.

This option would efficiently utilize storage space of CD and shelf space. 

Disadvantage of source material limited to items in queue and what server can store.  May be insufficient material to create complete CDs of a specific genre.  May create long delays before a given CD can be filled.  Grouping by genre may be best accomplished after a large portion of the collection is digitized.

Option 4: Grouping based on original tape.  Items would be grouped as they come off of tapes.  Some items would be related and some would not.

This option would efficiently utilize storage space of CD and shelf space.

Provides for a fast, automatic method for grouping.  CD labeling could use original ascension number of tape.  Exp:  everything originally on M2408 would be stored with new VVL call numbers on CDR-02408.  Would assist with easy tracking of items.    

Notes:  Some CDs may need to be referenced by label number in the catalog record as:  


 Preservation master?


 Digital master?


 Data file Back-up?


 Use copy?


 Other?

        Option 1 and 2 would not necessarily need to be referenced because the CD label   

        would in some way match the VVL call numbers.

It may be possible to combine methods one and two into a version that archives CDs as soon as call numbers are segmented.  The CD session could remain open until all items in that series are segmented and archived.  

The number of possible items stored on any given CD will depend upon the size of wav file segments for each call number.
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
