	The source for Women Geographers on Film II contained the entirety of material from the first video in series named 01-0009-001 and the following individual wav files:

01-0009-002: this contains the entirety of the new material not found on 001, including (in succession) the segmented reactions to Women Geographers on Film I listed below:

kay1: Jeanne Kay responds to the film first through her emotions;  discusses the sociology of discrimination in the field of geography; the lack of expression and exposure to different influences in the field; attests to the strength of women geographers because of the struggles of being female in this field

andrews1: Alice Andrews speaks on her reaction to Women Geographers on Film I;  adds her personal experience to reinforce the point the film makes;  addresses her choices made,

renwick1: Hillary Lambert Renwick responds to the film; discusses her feelings toward the film;     

she speaks about questions of the feasibility of continuing as a female geographer; discusses the value of other careers than just in Academia

zapolsky1: Younger professional geographer comments on the academic vs. professional work; speaks to an awareness of the female perspective for geography; 

zimmer1:  this contains the student comment by Marie Zimmerman; she comments on the need for role models for women in the geographic world and the dearth of visible role models for students; provides a personal example of this;

andrews2: responds in sympathy with the student and provides a call to action for geography teachers to educate as to the achievements of female as well as male geographers

zapolsky2: comments on her realization of the lack of female perspective in geography and reinforces the comments made that there is a whole other viewpoint in the field that has not been recognized

kay2: she makes comments on the continuation of the repression of the female perspective in geography; she cites specific examples of how the male stereotypes are propagated today (1991); Ms. Kay mentions her optimism for the future of the females in the field because of the video viewing and the growing awareness; she discusses double standards in the field based on gender;

thomas1: briefly speaks on the speakers’ refrain from mentioning the names of the universities that have committed transgressions in the field; these transgressions would be those based on gender;

renwick2: the last comments on the tape;  Ms. Lambert Renwick discusses the search for a middle ground where the discussion between the women geographers can achieve a greater good;

ends with chamber music…
