Summary Note
Reagan’s first State of the Union address.  He discusses the economic problems of the previous decade and then talks about his plans to stimulate the economy, increase jobs, decrease inflation, and cut taxes.  He further talks about his defense initiatives.  He says that by the end of 1982, the economy will be out of its slump and “on the road to prosperity.”  He reaffirms that despite his desires to cut government spending, he will not cut out the Social Security program and will not turn his back on the elderly or the poor.    He also discusses briefly his Urban Renewal plan, his Civil Rights initiatives.  He then discusses foreign policy, including: policy in the Caribbean, policy on terrorism, sanctions against Poland and the U.S.S.R., and arms reduction talks.

Transcription of first phrase: ”Mr. Speaker, Mr. President, distinguished members of the Congress, honored guests, and fellow citizens, today marks my first State of the Union address to you…”
