He talks about the renewed strength of the military, the recovery of the world economy, his efforts to reduce government spending and the size of the federal government, the modernization of strategic forces, the reduction of the deficit, his desire to enact the line item veto law in Washington for the federal government, the space program and his desire to have a permanently manned space station within a decade, the EPA and the extension of the Superfund program, reforms in the educational system, he again mentions his desire to put prayer back in school.  He further discusses foreign policy issues including relations with the Soviet Union and the NATO allies, assisting developing countries, and the situations in the Middle East and Central America.  He finishes the speech by addressing the people of the Soviet Union and talking about his desire to do away with nuclear weapons and to have peace between the U.S. and U.S.S.R.
