Begins with Morse code beeping

Instead of our usual radio show we will listen the voice of Lee DeForest

“Greatest inventors of all time”

“The father of radio”

if it wasn’t for DeForest you would not be listening to this recording now

Three-electrode vacuum tube

DeForest holds over 300 patents in the United States and other countries

Not only in radio but also in telephone and television

1910 DeForest broadcasted music over amateur transmitted

It was the music of the Italian singer Enrico Caruso 

DeForest is “active and hardy” today at the age of 84

Lived in Los Angeles before he died

85th birthday August 26

Most notable birthday in his life

16,000 birthday cards received over ham radio

He read every card

1906 – DeForest explored the fleming valve (an discover of Thomas A. Edison)

battery in series with a receiver and another battery to heat 

Talk about how he invented the Three-electrode vacuum tube

Feed back circuit

Vacuum tube was an Amplifier and oscillator too.

Took until 1912 to build an amplifier

Colombian Broadcast system in New York City

WWI approaching – ham radios banned

1919 declaration of peace and ban is lifted

Election of Woodrow Wilson

Early election returns appeared William Hughes would win presidential election

DeForest announced that William Hughes had won (this was not the case) 

Says thanks for the improvements made to radio

Bill Lenard – broadcaster

Morse Code beeps again.
