Know as the father of the radio because he invented the three-element vacuum tube

Died last night at the age of 87

Fascinated as a young boy with science

Went to school in Northfield, Massachusetts

went Yale and graduated  in 1886 with Bachelor’s in Science

Also went for his Masters at Yale

Work for Western Electric right out of school

Audi-op: DeForest was the inventor of this

Many lawsuits over patent

First broadcast of music over the radio due to DeForest

Long distance telephone calls

Never reached the potential of the money he should made on his inventions

Wrote an autobiography

1957 suffered heart attack

[voice recording of DeForest]

General Sarnoff sends a voice message to widow of DeForest

Other speaker

Edwin K. Wheeler was main speaker

WWJ first radio station – DeForest was the founder

June 30, 1961 day of death

Recording was a broadcast from the radio station WWJ out of Detroit
