Q

How you use form?

A

All poets struggle with form.  In my case, a poem starts in free form notions.  The whole object of writing in those first drafts, I some times go through 90, 100, 150 drafts on a poem.  I way of raigning the poem in, some images are far more powerful, emotionally, to me, and the form of the poems screams to be let out of the lines.  

Three 11-line stanzas.  Taking a metaphor, an image, and seeing where it takes you.

Extremely beautifully crafted.

Your poetry struck me as being cool, and somber, and meditative.  You used untethered, in describing your work.

Is this representative of your work?

A

The selection from which I’ll be reading tonight has a very sort of tight, but there is a lot of feeling going on.  I like to see them as sculpted.  They are about the search and fulfilling of beauty in our time.  Wonderful questions of craft.  How to make formal things be informal.  I have let the poems go both ways, letting the voice take over.  But over time, it is actually that voice that is getting formalized.  I think I’m getting at the balance of feeling and thinking.  Crafted and polished over time.

I grew up in Chicago.  Cut my teeth as a writer at the Writers’ Workshop in Iowa.  But coming to MI. as part of the Humanities Council, I used to go to the U.P.  This is generically about the north.
