Comparison between the 60’s and the 30’s.  Both about the violence, then drugs v. prohibition, then politics, Russians, etc.  Russians and Republicans, neutrality against Republicans; Germans and Italians involvement.

Peace strikes, college students marching.  Spanish civil war broke out, idealistic people, sent their lunch money to Spain, in support.

Boxing;1936: Joe Lous v. Jack Schinnilling (?).

Excerpts from match broadcast, and rematch, two years later, same broadcaster.

War: attitudes: Isolationists, located mostly in the Midwest.  Easterners more open to Europe.  

Hamilton Fish, congressman, defending 30 yrs. Later his choices:  “We succeeded in keeping the United States out of  War until Pearl Harbor…”

Criticism of administration, the end of preserving the peace of the world, and more importantly, the peace of the U.S., the Western hemisphere.
