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The Illinois Turfgrass Foundation provided funds for this 40’ x 60’ building on
the turf research area at Urbana. The building, when completed, will provide
space for equipment and chemical storage as well as a field laboratory. The
field plot area at Urbana has been doubled so that more applied research can be

done.
