After rigid factory tests, Sproul ex-
plains, ball will be branded with well-
known U. S. names—grade 1 with “Royal,”
grade 2 with “Three Star Royal,” grade 3
with “Fairway,” and grade 4 with
“Nobby.”

With this year’s caddie supply sharply
focused on youth in the 16-year old, and
under, bracket, manufacturers of Kaddie
Karts, 105 N. Clark St., Chicago, report
the heaviest early season demand in the
history of their business.
