Quarter Million Is Pros' 
Summer Tourney Pot 

i t Sixteen events, an increase of five over 
the 1944 summer schedule, will constitute 
the record summer calendar announced 
by the PGA. The prize money will be 
approximately $250,000 in war bonds, al-
most $100,000 over last year. 

The top money event on the golden 
trail will be Tam O'Shanter 's Open a t 
Chicago for which George S. May will 
put up almost a quar ter of the summer's 
total prize money on the bond basis. The 
Tam prizes will be $60,000 in war bonds, 
or the winners can take $43,000 cash. 

A Pacific Coast tour from late Sep-
tember through October will take in Spo-
kane, Portland, Tacoma, Seattle and Van-
couver. The Pacific northwest events will 
have about a $50,000 bond purse. Mon-
treal will open the swing with a $10,000 
tournament June 7-10. 

One week-end of the summer go'd rush 
will be devoted to the Nelson-Snead 
match; 36 holes a t Fresh Meadow club, 
May 26, and 36 holes a t Essex CC, May 
27. Net proceeds of those events will go 
to the PGA program fo r building golf 
courses at hospitals fo r wounded warriors. 

The PGA asks tha t tournament pro-
moters give net proceeds to veterans ' re-
habilitation and tha t clubs conduct events
