he GIE Show is over for 1998, our

turkey dinner is just a memory and

we're in the thick of the holiday sea-

son. For many people in the green in-

dustry, it's a time when production
slows— just as the personal demands of family,
celebrations, shopping and socializing ratchet up.
It’s also the time many of us start thinking of new
year’s resolutions and allow ourselves to remem-
ber our great hopes and our wildest dreams.

Darn those things. They keep coming back to
haunt us every year. It’s not that they're bad;
they're just distracting.
Too often, our hopes and
dreams get in the way of
getting the (real) job
done, or so we think.

When we were little,
hopes and dreams took
simple and fairly attain-
able shapes: a new bike,
the newest Barbie doll, a
Hot Wheels set, a real
quality baseball mitt. If
we were good, we might
get them.

ucts supply nitrogen, phosphorous and
potassium in ratios which are desirable for
spring shoot and root growth. Unlike high
nitrogen formulations which promote
mostly top growth, starter types contain
higher proportions of phosphorous (i.e., a
1:2:1 ratio).

The added phosphorous helps initiate
root development and early turf establish-
ment of new seedlings.

Go easy on nitrogen

Nitrogen is the most important element
in a turfgrass fertilization program. How-
ever, there are limits to its use.

When turfgrasses are overfertilized with
spring N, excessive top growth —which re-
quires extra mowing — and shallow root-
ing result.

Nature alone helps stimulate spring
green-up, but most turfgrasses need addi-
tional fertilization to achieve maximum
growth potential. Spring fertilization is es-
pecially critical on recreational turf areas,
such as soccer fields which receive intense
traffic from increasing play each season.
Without additional fertilization they often
become severely worn and weed-infested.

When using only fast-release nitrogen
sources, light applications, X to % pounds of
N/1000 sq. ft., are more desirable, and
should be applied more frequently.

This spoon-feeding approach has be-
come increasingly popular on golf course
putting greens.

Fast-release/slow-release

A widely used strategy in the spring is
to fertilize with products that have a com-
bination of fast- and slow-release nitrogen
sources. Fast-release nitrogen stimulates
earlier green-up and growth which is often
sought in recreational and landscaped set-
tings. Slow-release nitrogen sources,
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NUTRITION

whether synthetic or natural organic, last
eight to 15 weeks, are less likely to burn

the turf and will release nitrogen more uni-

formly than inorganic N sources.

Turf managers often must strike a bal-
ance between which combinations to use
in each situation.

Sometimes this requires supplementing
small amounts of fast-release nitrogen into
the spring application.

Late/dormant application an alternative

A late fall or dormant fertilization can
provide a successful alternative to an early
spring application. This strategy is primar-
ily used by athletic field managers to:

P> accelerate spring green-up and
growth;

P> help distribute the workload more
evenly over the year;

P avoid traffic damage to soft, wet turf.

One major concern with late fall fertil-
ization is the increased potential of nitrate
leaching during the winter. Using lighter
rates of slow-release nitrogen will help re-
duce this threat. However, this strategy
will generally be slower to stimulate
growth in cold spring soils.

Soil pH affects nutrient availability

The soil pH has a considerable influ-
ence on the availability of most nutrients.
Phosphorous is an example of a nutrient
that is most available when the soil pH is
between 6.0 and 7.0. However, in highly
acidic soils with pH of less than 5.0, phos
phorous gets “tied up” with iron and alu-

minum to form complexes which are un-
available to turfgrasses.
Maintaining near neutral soil pH values

also favors the activity of beneficial soil mi-

croorganisms and the release of nitrate
from nitrogen fertilizers.

In highly acidic soils, toxic concentra-
tions of aluminum, iron and manganese
may develop and cause impaired rooting
(roots will appear short, brown and
spindly) a decrease in overall turf vigor,
shoot growth, drought tolerance and recu-
perative potential.

Choose the right fertilizer products

for the job

Quickly available or water-soluble sources
provide a rapid growth response under
good growing conditions and include:

1. Urea, which is a water-soluble or-
ganic compound that contains 45% N.

2. Inorganic salts such as ammonium
nitrate, ammonium sulfate, potassium ni-
trate, calcium nitrate and ammonium
phosphates.

3. Methylol ureas, formed by reacting
urea with formaldehyde have produced
growth responses similar to other water-
soluble sources but vary based on formula-
tion. Examples of such products include:

P Form-U-Sol, which has 28% N, of
which 67% is urea and 33% is methylol
urea;

P CoRon is 28% N, has 50% urea and
50%methylol urea. It is an aqueous solu-
tion and its release is dependent upon mi-
crobial activity, but due to the relatively
high urea content, it has shown to be ef-
fective in cool-seasons on turfgrasses.

P> Nitro-26, which is 26% N with 30%
urea and 70% methylol urea.

Slowly-available, slow-release or
water- insoluble sources are released based
on manufacturing processes. These in-
clude:

1. Urea formaldehyde (UF): Also
called Nitroform, Ureaform, Blue-Chip, etc.

Keep potassium levels high

Potassium plays a vital role in plant nu-
trition, and deserves more attention in
many fertility programs.

Keep potassium levels high during the
growing season. It enhances turf tolerance
to various environmental and biological
stresses, including cold, traffic, disease and
drought tolerance.
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Contains 38% N. Nitrogen release is based
on activity index of various forms of
water-insoluble nitrogen (WIN)

2. FLUF is a flowable form of UF that
contains about 18%t N, of which 20-25%
is water insoluble and thus has less burn
potential than soluble sources.

3. Nutralene is a methylene urea
product with about 40% N.

4. Isbutlyidene diurea, also called
IBDU, contains 31% N. Its rate of N release
is dependent upon the hydrolysis of the
product.

Coated N sources are made by coating
urea or complete fertilizer prills with an
impermeable or semipermeable coating.

1. Sulfur-coated urea (SCU) is pro-
duced taking prilled urea and spraying it
with molten sulfur.

2. Polymer-coated urea (PCU) prod-
ucts are coated with some type of plastic
polymer coatings to reduce the rate of N
release.

Natural organic fertilizers include
sewage sludges, composted manures and
tankages, hydrolyzed poultry feathers.
Green-Releaf is composed of a biostimulant
growth complex with minor fertilizer ele-
ments and plant extract concentrate added.

A nitrogen to potassium ratio of 3:2 has
generally been considered desirable. How-
ever, higher potassium ratios to nitrogen,
such as 1:1 or 1:2 have improved stress toler-
ance in some cases, even when soil tests indi-
cate potassium levels are adequate. LM

Build cool-season weed
strategy on healthy turf

Turfgrass that is established
and maintained properly is

he coexistence of turfgrass and
weeds is the basis of the age-old
tip for controlling weeds in turf:
maintain a healthy, dense stand of
turf that prohibits weeds from establishing.
This is based on two important ecologi-
cal concepts-space and competition.
Therefore, the foundation of a turfgrass
weed management program must be to
implement management programs that
favor the competitive advantage of turf,
while minimizing bare areas where weeds
can invade,
These ecological principles will always
work in your favor as a turf manager if the

proper decisions are made during turfgrass

establishment regarding site preparation,
soil modification, turf selection and estab-
lishment procedure.

The primary cultural practices of mow-
ing, watering and fertilizing should also
focus on maximizing root growth. A
healthy root system will always make turf
more forgiving of environmental, biologi-
cal and traffic stress. For example, main-
taining a higher than usual height of cut
(3" or greater) will promote deep rooting
and shade the soil surface. Irrigating judi-
ciously will encourage weed seed germina-
tion. Finally, fertilizing cool-season turf in
the fall will maximize energy production

under cooler temperatures. Still, if turf

density is low in spring, a fertilization will
be needed to increase density (to fill the
space with turf).
Characterize your weed management.
Map and monitor weed populations (as
well as turf species). This provides insight
into the response of the turf and the weeds
to different environmental conditions and
management programs. For example, you
may have decided to change a fertilizer
program to a more water soluble source

and notice from your mapping new

patches of annual bluegrass. Following a
dry year, you may notice more clover.
Over time this information can assist with
weed management programs.

Establish weed thresholds. As you
might imagine, establishing thresholds can
be subjective. Do you evaluate the visual
quality from a distance, or by standing over
the turf? What season do you determine
threshold? Is there any tolerance for weed
invasion or must the turf be 100% weed

free? The same questions arise for func-

tional quality. How many dandelions or
prostrate knotweed plants can you have in
a soccer field before the game is affected?
How much clover is tolerated in a golf
course rough area before you hear com-
plaints of playability? How many crabgrass
or broadleaf plantain plants can a lawn tol-
erate before soil movement is increased?

Viewing weed management from this
perspective will challenge the turf manager
to communicate with their clientele to as-
sist in establishing thresholds. LM

or the professional turfgrass
manager, late winter and
early spring often rings in
the new season with a del-
uge of irate customers call-
ing about winter weeds.

By their nature, winter weeds usually
do not die until hot temperatures of early
summer. Until then, these weeds are an
eyesore for homeowners and because of
their maturity are difficult to control for
the professional turfgrass manager.

Usually, multiple applications are re-
quired to control these, which really drive
up labor costs. One also needs to be for-

TURFGRASSES

LATE SUMMER

To build root carbohydrates, apply winter-
izing fertilizer which supplies adequate
potassium and mow at the upper recom-
mended mowing height. Apply preemer-
gence herbicides for annual bluegrass if
scouting the previous spring warrants it.
Scout and map areas with crabgrass to pin-
point herbicide needs for the following
spring.

EARLY/MID FALL

If needed, apply postemergence herbicides
for annual bluegrass control.

Weed management is an integrated
process involving intelligent selection and
use of herbicides and good cultural prac-
tices.

Start with proper identification. Often,
turfgrass managers are forced to identify
weeds on the basis of the vegetative struc-
tures, such as ligules, leaves and stems. An
excellent weed identification guide is
Weeds of Southern Turfgrasses, a publication
available through Clemson University for
$8.00 per copy. Call 864/656-3261 for or-
dering information. Check also with Co-
operative Extension Services in Georgia,
Alabama and Florida.

Winter weeds germinate in late summer
through early fall when daytime tempera-
tures consistently drop in the 70s. They
grow throughout the winter, and flower or
produce seedheads during late winter and
early spring. Winter weeds are sneaky in
that they blend with the turf in the fall and
early winter months and do not become
noticeable until late winter, when growth
spurts, along with seedheads and flowers,
producing a ragged appearing turf.
Scouting for success

To control the weeds, you've first got to
identify them by scouting. This will give
you valuable information about where the
weeds are so you can make informed deci-
sions. Break the service area into logical sec-
tions or units and determine which weeds
are present and at what level. Because of
visibility, start in the front lawn, then go to
the side yards and finally the back yard sec-
tion. Section golf courses into tees, fair-
ways, greens and roughs for each hole.
Roughs receive least attention for weed

single patch. The owner or manager of the

turf site will probably determine how many

weeds will be tolerated.

Begin scouting for winter weeds in early

fall (September/October) with a follow-up
in early spring (March/April). The fall

Postemergence herbicides generally are
effective only on visible weeds. Young

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INSECT CONIRIDIS

Cool-season insect plan

he key to successful manage-
ment of turf insects is under-
standing their habits and life
cycles. This determines when a
particular management strat-
egy is most appropriate. Each insect species
has stages that are most vulnerable to con-
trol. That's when your control efforts have
the greatest chance of success. In addition,
each insect species has particular habits
that have some bearing on insecticide deci-
sions, such as soil dwelling or thatch
dwelling, which must be considered.

Get ‘'em where they live

Most turf insects are active only in cer-
tain parts of the turfgrass community.
Some insects occur in particular areas, pre-
ferring certain soil types or certain turf
species.
LD. them first, then kill them

Each white grub species has a slightly
different life cycle and behaves differently
in the soil. Thus, it’s important to deter-
mine which species is present before at-

tempting to control the grub problem. The

same goes for any insect species.
Beware night munchers

When insecticides are used to control
cutworms or webworms, the applications

 of cool-season turfgrass

Cultural control: Reduce thatch. Avoid
drought stress. Use endophytic cultivars of
ryegrasses or fescues.

Chemical strategies: Many turf insecti-
cides are labeled and effective. Consider
using products that will remain in the
thatch (e.g., Dursban). Apply in late
spring or early summer if sampling indi-
cates an infestation. Summer applica-
tions can also be very effective if neces-
sary. Water in lightly, just enough to
move the insecticide off the blades.
BILLBUGS

Perhaps the most misdiagnosed turf in-
sect problem in the Northeast. Young lar-
vae burrow inside plant stems, older lar-
vae are very difficult to time, and once
larvae are well established, the popula-
tion is difficult to control. Timing of appli-
cation is critical, and there are several bill-
bug species that may be involved in any
given location. Check with local extension
specialists or private consultants for your
area. Water in lightly, just enough to
move the insecticides off the blades.
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should be made as late in the day as possi-
ble so the material is still “fresh” when the
caterpillars emerge to feed in the evening .
The time is right

The success of an insecticide treatment
depends on the timing of application.
Consider these rules of thumb:

P most insect eggs and pupae are not
susceptible to insecticides, and

P the smallest (youngest) immature
stages usually are most vulnerable to insec-
ticides.

A turf manager needs to determine
when the pests will be in the egg or pupa
stage, and avoid the temptation to treat at
that time. LM

» treat late in day

» do not mow and remove clip-
pings for 1-3 days

» may be present from early
spring to late fall

FIRE ANTS

Hosts: all warm-season grasses
Field Diagnosis: Ants create
unsightly mounds which may
also damage mowing equip-

ment. Painful stings of concern
in high traffic areas.

» irrigate during dry weather

SOUTHERN CHINCH BUGS
Hosts: all warm-season grasses,
prefers St. Augustinegrass
Field Diagnosis: Feeding results
in turf becoming yellow and
eventually turning reddish-
brown.

Control Practices:

» avoid over-fertilizing

» manage thatch

- irrigate during dry spells

» apply pesticides with plenty of
water

» multiple treatments often nec-
essary

TWOLINED SPITTLEBUGS
Hosts: all warm-season grasses
Field Diagnosis: Results in yel-
lowing of infested turf and
severe infestation have notice-
able unsightly “spittle masses.”
Control Practices:

» control adults on ornamentals
like hollies

» treat on cloudy days when
possible, since spittlebugs are
higher up on turf

» begin monitoring in early
summer

WHITE GRUBS

Hosts: all warm-season grasses
Field Diagnosis: Grubs feed on
roots and cause drought stress
and turf dieback. Grubs may
attract moles and skunks which
like to eat them.

Control Practices:

» attracted to low-cut, highly-

maintained turf

» dig squares of sod 4-6” deep
in late August to detect small
grubs

» treatments most effective in
late August/early September

» avoid ornamentals attractive
to adult stages of Japanese bee-
tles or green June beetles

BERMUDAGRASS MITES
Hosts: only bermudagrass
Field Diagnosis: Initial yellow-
ing of leaftips, followed by
shortening of internodes caus-
ing a tufted growth. May die
under severe infestations.
Control Practices:

» irrigate during dry spells

» proper fertilization helps turf
outgrow damage

formance. The species of fungus involved
and the depth of the fungus colony in the
soil may be two reasons for fungicide per-
formance variation. Fairy ring on bermuda-
grass can be confused with decline and/or
Rhizoctonia leaf and sheath spot. A clinical
diagnosis can be helpful here.

Gray leaf spot — This common spot on
St. Augustinegrass is most damaging during
the hot, rainy summer period. Sites poorly
adapted to turf often serve to sustain the
fungus. Shady urban lawn sites with persis-
tent leaf spot problems should be re-
designed and converted to shade-tolerant

ground covers, bedding plants or woody
ornamentals. Affected lawns should be
deeply watered in early morning hours.
Avoid use of readily soluble N sources.

Helminthosporium blights — Primarily
damaging in spring and fall on ryegrass and
bermuda and is favored by thatchy sites
with low fertility and frequent irrigation.
Can be mistaken for gray leaf spot on St.
Augustine in late summer and early fall.
Improve site fertility, reduce thatch, irri-
gate for longer periods with less frequency.

Pythium root rot — Occurs on all grasses
and is caused by a group of related fungal
species. Feeder root destruction occurs in
sites with poor drainage or excessive irriga-
tion causing turf yellowing and death with
a bleached straw color. Improve soil
drainage and restrict supplemental irriga-
tion. Foliar fertilization may aid in recovery
of slight to moderately damaged areas.

Rhizoctonia leaf and sheath spot — A

summer disease of bermuda only, until re-
cent isolations from St. Augustinegrass.
Can appear as a small ring, arc or patch.
Lab diagnosis is important.

Rust - Disease develops in the cooler
periods, especially in partially shaded turf.
Affected turf is thin and chlorotic with ob-
vious yellow to orange-red blisters on leaf
surfaces. Collect infected clippings during
mowing. Fungicides are infrequently used.

Take all root rot (patch) — Stress-re-
lated disease on urban St. Augustine-, cen-
tipede-, bahia- and zoysiagrasses. Develops
in mid to late spring and continues through
summer into early fall. Affected turf yel-
lows, followed by a thinning to death. Fun-
gal pathogen invades following stresses
from disease, insects, nematodes, cultural
or environmental factors. LM
